AMENDMENT:

Strike out all after the enacting clause and insert:
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Technology-Related As-
sistance Act Amendments of 1993”.
SEC. 2. REFERENCES.

Except as otherwise specifically provided, whenever in
this Act an amendment or repeal is expressed in terms of
an amendment to, or a repeal of, a section or other provi-

sion, the reference shall be considered to be made to a section

Individuals With Disabilities Act of 1988 (29 U.S.C. 2201
et seq.).
SEC. 3. FINDINGS, PURPOSES, AND POLICY.

(2) SecTION HEADING.—Section 2 (29 U.S.C. 2201)
Is amended by striking the heading and inserting the follow-
ing:
“SEC. 2. FINDINGS, PURPOSES, AND POLICY.”.

(b) FINDINGS.—Section 2(a) is amended—

(1) in paragraph (3)(C), by striking ‘“non-

disabled individuals” and inserting “individuals who
do not have disabilities”;

(2) by redesignating paragraphs (4) through (8)
as paragraphs (5) through (9), respectively;

(3) by inserting after paragraph (3) the follow-
Ing new paragraph:

“(4) The goals of the Nation properly include
providing individuals with disabilities with the tools,
including assistive technology devices and assistive
technology services, necessary to—

“(A) make informed choices and decisions;
and

“(B) achieve equality of opportunity, full
inclusion and integration in society, employ-
ment, independent living, and economic and so-

cial self-sufficiency, for such individuals.”;
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(4) in paragraph (6) (as redesignated in para-
graph (2) of this subsection)—

(A) by striking “assistive technology devices
and services” and inserting “assistive technology
devices and assistive technology services”; and

(B) by striking “‘families” and inserting
“the parents, family members, guardians, advo-
cates, and authorized representatives”;

(5) in subparagraph (C) of paragraph (7) (as re-
designated in paragraph (2) of this subsection), to
read as follows:

“(C) information about the potential of
technology available to individuals with disabil-
ities, the parents, family members, guardians,
advocates, and authorized representatives of the
individuals, individuals who work for public
agencies, or for private entities (including insur-
ers), that have contact with individuals with dis-
abilities, educators and related services person-
nel, employers, and other appropriate individ-
uals;”;

(6) in paragraph (8) (as redesignated in para-
graph (2) of this subsection) by striking “limited
markets” and inserting “‘a perception that such indi-

viduals constitute a limited market’”; and

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(7) in the second sentence of paragraph (9) (as
redesignated in paragraph (2) of this subsection), by
striking “to individuals with disabilities” and all
that follows and inserting the following: “to individ-
uals with disabilities, the parents, family members,
guardians, advocates, and authorized representatives
of the individuals, individuals who work for public
agencies, or for private entities (including insurers),
that have contact with individuals with disabilities,
educators and related services personnel, employers,
and other appropriate individuals.”.

(c) Purposes.—Section 2(b) is amended by striking

paragraph (1) and inserting the following:

“(1) To provide financial assistance to the States
to support systemic change and advocacy activities
designed to assist each State in developing and imple-
menting a consumer-responsive comprehensive state-
wide program of technology-related assistance, for in-
dividuals of all ages who are individuals with disabil-
ities, that is designed to—

“(A) increase the availability of, funding
for, access to, and provision of assistive tech-
nology devices and assistive technology services

for individuals with disabilities;

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“(B) increase the active involvement of in-
dividuals with disabilities, and the parents, fam-
iIly members, guardians, advocates, and author-
ized representatives of individuals with disabil-
ities in the planning, development, implementa-
tion and evaluation of such a program;

“(C) increase the involvement of individuals
with disabilities, and, if appropriate, the par-
ents, family members, guardians, advocates, or
authorized representatives of individuals with
disabilities, in decisions related to the provision
of assistive technology devices and assistive tech-
nology services;

“(D) increase and promote interagency co-
ordination among State agencies, and between
State agencies and private entities, that are in-
volved in carrying out activities under section
101, particularly providing assistive technology
devices and assistive technology services, that ac-
complish a purpose described in another sub-
paragraph of this paragraph;

“(E)(1) increase the awareness of laws, reg-
ulations, policies, practices, procedures, and or-

ganizational structures, that facilitate the avail-
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ability or provision of assistive technology de-
vices and assistive technology services; and

“(ii) facilitate the change of laws, regula-
tions, policies, practices, procedures, and organi-
zational structures, that impede the availability
or provision of assistive technology devices or
assistive technology services;

“(F) increase the probability that individ-
uals of all ages who are individuals with disabil-
ities will, to the extent appropriate, be able to se-
cure and maintain possession of assistive tech-
nology devices as such individuals make the
transition between services offered by human
service agencies or between settings of daily
living;

“(G) enhance the skills and competencies of
individuals involved in providing assistive tech-
nology devices and assistive technology services;

“(H) increase awareness and knowledge of
the efficacy of assistive technology devices, and
assistive technology services, among—

“(i) individuals with disabilities;
“(i1) the parents, family members,
guardians, advocates, or authorized rep-

resentatives of individuals with disabilities;

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“(i11) individuals who work for public
agencies, or for private entities (including
insurers), that have contact with individ-
uals with disabilities;

“(iv) educators and related services
personnel;

“(v) employers; and

“(vi) other appropriate individuals
and entities;

“() increase the capacity of public entities
and private entities to provide and pay for
assistive technology devices and assistive tech-
nology services, on a statewide basis for individ-
uals of all ages who are individuals with disabil-
ities; and

“(J) increase the awareness of the needs of
individuals with disabilities for assistive tech-
nology devices and for assistive technology serv-
Ices.”.

(d) PoLicy.—At the end of section 2, add the following
new subsection:

“(c) PoLicy.—It is the policy of the United States that
all programs, projects, and activities receiving assistance
under this Act shall be carried out in a manner consistent

with the principles of—

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“(1) respect for individual dignity, personal re-
sponsibility, self-determination, and pursuit of mean-
ingful careers, based on informed choice, of individ-
uals with disabilities;

“(2) respect for the privacy, rights, and equal ac-
cess (including the use of accessible formats), of the
individuals;

“(3) inclusion, integration, and full participa-
tion of the individuals;

“(4) support for the involvement of a parent, a
family member, a guardian, an advocate, or an au-
thorized representative if an individual with a dis-
ability requests, desires, or needs such support; and

“(5) support for individual and systemic advo-
cacy and community involvement.”.

4. DEFINITIONS.

(1) in paragraph (2)(E), by striking “for an in-
dividual” and all that follows and inserting the fol-
lowing “for an individual with a disability, or, where

STATEWIDE PROGRAM OF TECHNOLOGY-RELATED AS-
SISTANCE.—The term ‘consumer-responsive com-
prehensive statewide program of technology-related as-
sistance’ means a statewide program of technology-re-
lated assistance developed and implemented by a
State under title I that—

“(A) is consumer-responsive; and

“(B)(i) addresses the needs of all individ-
uals with disabilities, including underserved
groups, who can benefit from the use of assistive
technology devices and assistive technology serv-
ICes;

“(i1) addresses such needs without regard to
the age, type of disability, race, ethnicity, or gen-
der of such individuals, or the particular major
life activity for which such individuals need the

assistance; and

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“(ii1) addresses such needs without requir-
Ing that the assistance be provided through any
particular agency or service delivery system.

“(4) CONSUMER-RESPONSIVE.—The term
‘consumer-responsive’ means, with respect to an en-
tity or program, that the entity or program—

“(A) is easily accessible to and usable by in-
dividuals with disabilities and, when appro-
priate, the parents, family members, guardians,
advocates, or authorized representatives of such
individuals;

“(B) responds to the needs of individuals
with disabilities in a timely and appropriate
manner; and

“(C) facilitates the full and meaningful par-
ticipation of individuals with disabilities in—

“(i) decisions relating to the provision
of assistive technology devices and assistive
technology services to such individuals; and

“(i1) the planning, development, imple-
mentation, and evaluation of the consumer-
responsive comprehensive statewide program
of technology-related assistance for individ-

uals with disabilities.
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“(5) DisaBiLITY.—The term ‘disability’ means a
condition considered to be a disability or handicap
for the purposes of any Federal law other than this
Act or for the purposes of the law of the State in-
volved.”;

(4) in paragraph (6) (as redesignated by para-
graph (2) of this subsection), to read as follows:

“(6) INDIVIDUAL WITH A DISABILITY; INDIVID-
UALS WITH DISABILITIES.—

“(A) INDIVIDUAL WITH A DISABILITY.—The
term ‘individual with a disability’ means any
individual—

“(i) who is considered to have a dis-
ability for the purposes of any Federal law
other than this Act or for the purposes of
the law of the State in which the individual
resides; and

“(it) who is or would be enabled by
assistive technology devices or assistive tech-
nology services to maintain a level of func-
tioning or to achieve a greater level of func-
tioning in any major life activity.

“(B) INDIVIDUALS WITH DISABILITIES.—

“(i) are provided for individuals with
disabilities, the parents, family members,
guardians, advocates, and authorized rep-
resentatives of the individuals, and other
appropriate individuals; and

“(1) training in the wuse of
assistive  technology  devices and
assistive technology services;

“(11) the development of written
materials, training, and technical as-
sistance describing the means by which
agencies consider the needs of an indi-
vidual with a disability for assistive

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The State may develop,
operate, or expand a system for public access to
information concerning an activity carried out
under another paragraph of this subsection, in-
cluding information about assistive technology
devices and assistive technology services, funding
sources and costs of such assistance, and individ-
uals, organizations, and agencies capable of car-
rying out such an activity for individuals with
disabilities.

“(B) SysTeEM.—In developing, operating, or
expanding a system described in subparagraph
(A), the State may—

“(i) develop, compile, and categorize
print, braille, audio, and video materials,
and materials in electronic formats, con-
taining the information described in sub-
paragraph (A);

“(if) identify and classify existing

funding sources, and the conditions of and
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criteria for access to such sources, including
any funding mechanisms or strategies devel-
oped by the State;

“(ii1) i1dentify existing support groups
and systems designed to help individuals
with disabilities make effective use of an ac-
tivity carried out under another paragraph
of this subsection; and

“(iv) maintain a record of the extent to
which citizens of the State use or make in-

“(11) INTERSTATE AGREEMENTS.—The State

may enter into cooperative agreements with other

need at home, at school, at work, or in other environ-

ments that are part of daily living.

ceived grants under this section during the fiscal year
preceding the fiscal year concerned.

“(d) ApPLICATION.—A State that desires to receive an
extension grant under this section shall submit an applica-
tion that contains the following information and assurances
with respect to the consumer-responsive comprehensive
statewide program of technology-related assistance in the
State:

“(1) INFORMATION AND ASSURANCES.—The in-
formation and assurances described in section 102(e),
except the preliminary needs assessment described in
section 102(e)(4).

“(2) NEEDS; PROBLEMS; STRATEGIES; OUT-
REACH.—

“(A) NEeDS.—A description of needs relat-

Ing to technology-related assistance of individ-

SEC. 104. PROGRESS CRITERIA AND REPORTS.

“(A) identification of the successful systemic
change and advocacy activities carried out
through the program to increase funding for, and
access to, assistive technology devices and
assistive technology services, including an analy-
sis of laws, regulations, policies, practices, proce-
dures, and organizational structures, that—

“(i) have changed as a result of the
program to facilitate the acquisition of
assistive technology;

“(i1) the program has attempted to
change during the grant period; or

“(ii1) need to be changed in the next
grant period,;

“(B) the degree of consumer involvement of
individuals with disabilities who represent a va-
riety of ages and type of disabilities, in terms
of—

“(i) the numbers of consumers in-
volved,;

“(i1) the activities that the consumers

are involved in; and
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“(ii1) the outreach activities of the
State intended to increase consumer partici-
pation in the consumer-responsive com-
prehensive statewide program of technology-
related assistance;

“(C) the degree of consumer satisfaction
with the program;

“(D) the degree of involvement of various
State agencies, including the State insurance de-
partment, in the preparation of the application
for the program and the continuing role of each
agency in the development and implementation
of the program, including—

“(i) a description of the process used
by each agency for providing access to and
funding for assistive technology devices and
assistive technology services; and

“(i1) a description of the activities un-
dertaken to enhance interagency coordina-
tion of the provision of assistive technology
devices and assistive technology services;
“(E) documentation of efforts to collect and

disseminate information on successful efforts to
secure assistive technology devices and assistive

technology services that occurred as a result of
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systemic change and advocacy activities identi-
fied in paragraph (2); and
“(F) identification and documentation of
State and local laws, regulations, policies, prac-
tices, procedures, and organizational structures
that have been developed or changed in order to
inform individuals with disabilities, or the par-
ents, family members, guardians, advocates, or
authorized representatives of the individuals, of

Federal requirements pertaining to assistive

technology devices and assistive technology serv-

ices, particularly under parts B and H of the

Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (20

U.S.C. 1411 et seq. and 1471 et seq.) and title

I of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C.

720 et seq.).”.

SEC. 105. ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS.

Section 241 (29 U.S.C. 2271) is amended to read as
follows:
“SEC. 241. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.

“There are authorized to be appropriated to carry out
this title such sums as may be necessary for each of the
fiscal years 1994, 1995, and 1996.".

SEC. 205. REPEALS AND REDESIGNATIONS.

Title 11 (29 U.S.C. 2231 et seq.) is amended—

(1) by repealing part B;

(2) by redesignating parts C, D, and E as parts
B, C, and D, respectively;

(3) by repealing section 222;

(4) by redesignating sections 221 and 223 as sec-
tions 211 and 212, respectively; and

(5) by redesignating sections 231 and 241 as sec-

tions 221 and 231, respectively.
TITLE IHI—REQUIREMENTS

UNDER HEAD START ACT

SEC. 301. ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS UNDER THE
HEAD START ACT.
Section 644(f) of the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C.
9839(f)) is amended—
(1) in paragraph (1)—
(A) by inserting “, or to approve a prior
purchase of” after “to purchase,”; and
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(B) by inserting before the period at the end

thereof the following: *, and shall suspend any
proceedings pending against any Head Start
agency to claim costs incurred in purchasing
such facilities until the agency has been afforded
an opportunity to apply for approval of the pur-
chase and the Secretary has determined whether
the purchase will be approved. The Secretary
shall not be required to repay claims previously
satisfied by Head Start agencies for costs in-
curred in the purchase of facilities”; and

(2) in paragraph (2)—

(A) in subparagraph (A), by inserting “or
that was previously purchased” before the semi-
colon; and

(B) in subparagraph (C)—

(1) by inserting *“, or the previous pur-
chase has resulted,” after “purchase will re-
sult” in clause (i); and

(i) by inserting “, or would have pre-

vented,” after “will prevent” in clause (ii).
