Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,

SECTION 1. REPEAL.
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4 Sections 5 and 8 and section 6 (other than subsection
5 (d) of such section) of the Fair Labor Standards Act of

1938 (29 U.S.C. 205, 206, 208) are repealed.
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SEC. 2. FEDERAL REGULATION.

The Federal Government may not take any action to
regulate or otherwise impede actions taken by the States
or political subdivisions of States to enact or implement

minimum wage laws.
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
