the last 2 sentences.10

(d) Section 924(a)(1)(B) of such title is amended by11

striking ‘‘(r), (v), or (w)’’ and inserting ‘‘or (r)’’.12

(e) Section 924(c)(1) of such title is amended by13

striking ‘‘short-barreled shotgun, or semiautomatic assault14

weapon,’’ and inserting ‘‘or short-barreled shotgun’’.15

(f) Section 110104 of the Violent Crime Control and16

Law Enforcement Act of 1994 (18 U.S.C. 921 note) is17

hereby repealed.18
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
