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(3) allotted lands that may be held in trust or1

lands subject to a Federal restriction against alien-2

ation;3

(4) any boundaries of lands owned by the tribes4

and nations referred to in paragraph (1), including5

lands referred to in paragraphs (2) and (3), that exist6

now or that may be established in the future under7

Federal law; and8

(5) the sovereign rights, jurisdiction, or other9

governmental interests of the Kiowa, Comanche, and10

Apache Tribes, the Chickasaw Nation, and the Choc-11

taw Nation of Oklahoma and their members or In-12

dian successors-in interest presently existing or which13

may be acknowledged by Federal and tribal law.14

(e) EFFECTIVE DATE.—This Act shall take effect on15
