Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1.

SEC. 101. DESIGNATION OF AND TAX INCENTIVES FOR RE-

NEWAL COMMUNITIES.
(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 1 is amended by adding
at the end the following new subchapter:

“Subchapter X—Renewal Communities

“Part 1. Designation.

“Part II. Renewal community capital gain; renewal community
business.

“Part III. Additional incentives.

“PART I—DESIGNATION

“Sec. 1400E. Designation of renewal communities.
“SEC. 1400E. DESIGNATION OF RENEWAL COMMUNITIES.

“(a) DESIGNATION.—

“(1) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this title,
the term ‘renewal community’ means any area—
“(A) which is nominated by 1 or more

local governments and the State or States in

which it i1s located for designation as a renewal

community (hereafter in this section referred to
as a ‘nominated area’), and
“(B) which the Secretary of Housing and
Urban Development designates as a renewal
community, after consultation with—

“(1) the Secretaries of Agriculture,
Commerce, Labor, and the Treasury; the
Director of the Office of Management and
Budget, and the Administrator of the
Small Business Administration, and

“(i1) 1n the case of an area on an In-
dian reservation, the Secretary of the Inte-
rior.

“(2) NUMBER OF DESIGNATIONS.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Not more than 40
nominated areas may be designated as renewal
communities.

“(B) MINIMUM DESIGNATION IN RURAL

AREAS.

Of the areas designated under para-
oraph (1), at least 12 must be areas—

“(1) which are within a local govern-

ment jurisdiction or jurisdictions with a

population of less than 50,000,

“(11) which are outside of a metropoli-
tan statistical area (within the meaning of
section 143(k)(2)(B)), or

“(ii1) which are determined by the
Secretary of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment, after consultation with the Secretary
of Commerce, to be rural areas.

“(3) AREAS DESIGNATED BASED ON DEGREE

OF POVERTY, ETC.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as otherwise
provided in this section, the nominated areas
designated as renewal communities under this
subsection shall be those nominated areas with
the highest average ranking with respect to the
criteria desceribed in subparagraphs (B), (C),
and (D) of subsection (¢)(3). For purposes of
the preceding sentence, an area shall be ranked
within each such criterion on the basis of the
amount by which the area exceeds such cri-
terion, with the area which exceeds such ecri-
terion by the greatest amount given the highest
ranking.

“(B) EXCEPTION WIERE INADEQUATE
COURSE OF ACTION, ETC.—An area shall not be

designated under subparagraph (A) if the Sec-

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retary of Housing and Urban Development de-
termines that the course of action described in
subsection (d)(2) with respect to such area is
mmadequate.

“(C) PREFERENCE FOR ENTERPRISE COM-

MUNITIES AND EMPOWERMENT ZONES.—With

respect to the first 20 designations made under
this section, a preference shall be provided to
those nominated areas which are enterprise
communities or empowerment zones (and are
otherwise eligible for designation under this sec-
tion).

“(4) LIMITATION ON DESIGNATIONS.—

“(A) PUBLICATION OF REGULATIONS.

The Secretary of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment shall preseribe by regulation no later than
4 months after the date of the enactment of
this section, after consultation with the officials
described in paragraph (1)(B)—
“(1) the procedures for nominating an
area under paragraph (1)(A),
“(i1) the parameters relating to the
size and population characteristics of a re-

newal community, and

“(111) the manner in which nominated
areas will be evaluated based on the cri-

teria specified in subsection (d).

“(B) TiME 1IMITATIONS.—The Secretary
of Housing and Urban Development may des-
ignate nominated areas as renewal communities
only during the period beginning on the first
day of the first month following the month in
which the regulations described in subpara-
oraph (A) are prescribed and ending on Decem-

ber 31, 2001.

“(C) PROCEDURAL RULES.—The Secretary
of Housing and Urban Development shall not
make any designation of a nominated area as a
renewal community under paragraph (2)
unless—

“(1) the local governments and the

States in which the nominated area is lo-

cated have the authority-
“(I) to nominate such area for
designation as a renewal community,

21 spect to such area.

22 “(b) PERIOD FOR WHICH DESIGNATION IS IN EF-
23 FECT.—

24 “(1) IN GENERAL.—Any designation of an area
25 as a renewal community shall remain in effect dur-

“(A) December 31, 2009,

“(B) the termination date designated by

“(2) REVOCATION OF DESIGNATION.—The Sec-
retary of Housing and Urban Development may re-
voke the designation under this section of an area if
such Secretary determines that the local government
or the State in which the area is located—

“(A) has modified the boundaries of the
area, or

“(B) is not complying substantially with,
or fails to make progress in achieving, the State
or local commitments, respectively, described in
subsection (d).

“(3) EARLIER TERMINATION OF CERTAIN BEN-
EFITS IF EARLIER TERMINATION OF DESIGNA-
TION.—If the designation of an area as a renewal
community terminates before December 31, 2009,

the day after the date of such termination shall be

“(¢) AREA AND ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS.—

“(1) INn GENERAL.—The Secretary of Housing
and Urban Development may designate a nominated
area as a renewal community under subsection (a)
only if the area meets the requirements of para-

oraphs (2) and (3) of this subsection.

“(2) AREA REQUIREMENTS.—A nominated area
meets the requirements of this paragraph if—
“(A) the area is within the jurisdiction of
one or more local governments,
“(B) the boundary of the area is contin-
uous, and
“(C) the area—
“(1) has a population of not more than
200,000 and at least—

area (other than a rural area de-

“(A) the area is one of pervasive poverty,
unemployment, and general distress,

“(B) the unemployment rate in the area,
as determined by the most recent available
data, was at least 1% times the national unem-
ployment rate for the period to which such data
relate,

“(C) the poverty rate for each population
census tract within the nominated area is at
least 20 percent, and

“(D) in the case of an urban area, at least
70 percent of the households living in the area
have mcomes below 80 percent of the median

income of households within the jurisdiction of

5 “(4) CONSIDERATION OF OTHER FACTORS.
6 The Secretary of Housing and Urban Development,

11 a high incidence of erime, or
12 “(i1) 1if such area has census tracts

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“(A) the local government and the State in
which the area is located agree in writing that,

“(B) the economic growth promotion re-
quirements of paragraph (3) are met.

“(2) COURSE OF ACTION.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A course of action
meets the requirements of this paragraph if
such course of action is a written document,
signed by a State (or local government) and
neighborhood organizations, which evidences a
partnership between such State or government
and community-based organizations and which
commits each signatory to specific and measur-
able goals, actions, and timetables. Such course
of action shall include at least 4 of the fol-

lowing:

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“(1) A reduction of tax rates or fees
applying within the renewal community.

“(i1) An increase in the level of effi-
ciency of local services within the renewal
community.

“(i11) Crime reduction strategies, such
as crime prevention (including the provi-
sion of erime prevention services by non-
covernmental entities).

“(iv) Actions to reduce, remove, sim-
plify, or streamline governmental require-
ments applying within the renewal commu-
nity.

“(v) Involvement in the program by
private entities, organizations, neighbor-
hood  organizations, and community
oroups, particularly those in the renewal
community, including a commitment from
such private entities to provide jobs and
job training for, and technical, financial, or
other assistance to, employers, employees,
and residents from the renewal community.

“(vi) The gift (or sale at below fair
market value) of surplus real property

(such as land, homes, and commercial or
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industrial structures) in the renewal com-
munity to mneighborhood organizations,
community development corporations, or

private companies.

“(B) RECOGNITION OF PAST EFFORTS.
For purposes of this section, in evaluating the
course of action agreed to by any State or local
government, the Secretary of Housing and
Urban Development shall take into account the
past efforts of such State or local government
in reducing the various burdens borne by em-
ployers and employees in the area involved.

“(3) ECONOMIC GROWTH PROMOTION REQUIRE-

MENTS.

The economic growth promotion require-
ments of this paragraph are met with respect to a
nominated area if the local government and the
State in which such area is located certify in writing
that such government and State (respectively) have
repealed or reduced, will not enforce, or will reduce
within the nominated area at least 4 of the fol-
lowing:
“(A) Licensing requirements for occupa-
tions that do not ordinarily require a profes-

sional degree.

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“(B) Zoning restrictions on home-based
businesses which do not create a public nui-
sance.

“(C) Permit requirements for street ven-
dors who do not create a public nuisance.

“(D) Zoning or other restrictions that im-
pede the formation of schools or child care cen-
ters.

“(E) Franchises or other restrictions on
competition for businesses providing public
services, including taxicabs, jitneys, cable tele-
vision, or trash hauling.

This paragraph shall not apply to the extent that
such regulation of businesses and occupations is nec-
essary for and well-tailored to the protection of
health and safety.

“(e) COORDINATION WITH TREATMENT OF EM-

POWERMENT ZONES AND ENTERPRISE COMMUNITIES.

For purposes of this title, the designation under section
1391 of any area as an empowerment zone or enterprise
community shall cease to be in effect as of the date that
the designation of any portion of such area as a renewal

community takes effect.

“(f) DEFINITIONS AND SPECIAL RULES.—For pur-

poses of this subchapter—

*HR 5662 IH
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“(1) GOVERNMENTS.—If more than one govern-
ment seeks to nominate an area as a renewal com-
munity, any reference to, or requirement of, this sec-
tion shall apply to all such governments.
“(2) LOCAL GOVERNMENT.—The term ‘local
cgovernment’ means—

“(A) any county, city, town, township, par-
ish, village, or other general purpose political
subdivision of a State, and

“(B) any combination of political subdivi-
sions described in subparagraph (A) recognized
by the Secretary of Housing and Urban Devel-
opment.

“(3) APPLICATION OF RULES RELATING TO

CENSUS TRACTS.—The rules of section 1392(b)(4)

shall apply.
“(4) CENSUS DATA.—Population and poverty
rate shall be determined by using 1990 census data.

RENEWAL COMMUNITY BUSINESS

“SEC. 1400F. RENEWAL COMMUNITY CAPITAL GAIN.

“(a) GENERAL RULE.—Gross income does not in-
clude any qualified capital gain from the sale or exchange
of a qualified community asset held for more than 5 years.

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“(b) QUALIFIED COMMUNITY ASSET.—For purposes

of this section—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘qualified com-

munity asset’” means—

“(A) any qualified community stock,

“(B) any qualified community partnership

interest, and

“(C) any qualified community business

property.

“(2) QUALIFIED COMMUNITY STOCK.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in

subparagraph (B), the term ‘qualified commu-

nity stock’ means any stock in a domestic cor-

poration if—

“(1) such stock is acquired by the tax-
payer after December 31, 2001, and before
January 1, 2010, at its original issue (di-
rectly or through an underwriter) from the
corporation solely in exchange for cash,

“(11) as of the time such stock was
1ssued, such corporation was a renewal
community business (or, in the case of a
new corporation, such corporation was
being organized for purposes of being a re-

newal community business), and
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“(11) during substantially all of the
taxpayer’s holding period for such stock,
such corporation qualified as a renewal
community business.

A rule similar to

“(B) REDEMPTIONS.
the rule of section 1202(¢)(3) shall apply for
purposes of this paragraph.

“(3) QUALIFIED COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIP IN-

TEREST.—The term ‘qualified community partner-
ship interest’” means any capital or profits interest in

a domestic partnership if—

“(A) such interest is acquired by the tax-
payer after December 31, 2001, and before
January 1, 2010, from the partnership solely in
exchange for cash,

“(B) as of the time such interest was ac-
quired, such partnership was a renewal commu-
nity business (or, in the case of a new partner-
ship, such partnership was being organized for
purposes of being a renewal community busi-
ness), and

“(C) during substantially all of the tax-
payer’s holding period for such interest, such
partnership qualified as a renewal community

business.

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A rule similar to the rule of paragraph (2)(B) shall

apply for purposes of this paragraph.
“(4) QUALIFIED COMMUNITY BUSINESS PROP-
ERTY.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘qualified
community business property’ means tangible
property if—

“(1) such property was acquired by
the taxpayer by purchase (as defined in
section 179(d)(2)) after December 31,
2001, and before January 1, 2010,

“(i1) the original use of such property
in the renewal community commences with
the taxpayer, and

“(i11) during substantially all of the
taxpayer’s holding period for such prop-
erty, substantially all of the use of such
property was in a renewal community busi-
ness of the taxpayer.

“(B) SPECIAL RULE FOR SUBSTANTIAL IM-
PROVEMENTS.—The requirements of clauses (i)
and (i1) of subparagraph (A) shall be treated as

satisfied with respect to—

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“(i) property which is substantially
improved by the taxpayer before January
1, 2010, and
“(i1) any land on which such property
is located.
The determination of whether a property is sub-
stantially improved shall be made under clause
(11) of section 1400B(b)(4)(B), except that ‘De-
cember 31, 2001” shall be substituted for ‘De-
cember 31, 1997 in such clause.

“(¢) QUALIFIED CAPITAL GAIN.—For purposes of

this section—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as otherwise pro-
vided in this subsection, the term ‘qualified capital
cain’ means any gain recognized on the sale or ex-
change of—

“(A) a capital asset, or
“(B) property used in the trade or busi-

ness (as defined in section 1231(b)).

“(2) GAIN BEFORE 2002 OR AFTER 2014 NOT
QUALIFIED.—The term ‘qualified capital gain’ shall
not include any gain attributable to periods before
January 1, 2002, or after December 31, 2014.

“(3) CERTAIN RULES TO APPLY.—Rules similar

to the rules of paragraphs (3), (4), and (5) of sec-
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tion 1400B(e) shall apply for purposes of this sub-

section.

“(d) CERTAIN RULES ToO AprpLY.—For purposes of
this section, rules similar to the rules of paragraphs (5),
(6), and (7) of subsection (b), and subsections (f) and
(2), of section 1400B shall apply; except that for such pur-
poses section 1400B(g)(2) shall be applied by substituting
‘“January 1, 2002’ for ‘January 1, 1998 and ‘December
31, 2014’ for ‘December 31, 2008’.

“(b) MODIFICATION.—In applying section 1396 with
respect to renewal communities—

“(1) the applicable percentage shall be 15 per-
cent, and

“(2) subsection (c¢) thereof shall be applied by
substituting ‘$10,000’ for ‘$15,000” each place it ap-
pears.

“SEC. 1400I. COMMERCIAL REVITALIZATION DEDUCTION.

“(a) GENERAL RULE.—At the election of the tax-
payer, either—

“(3) CREDIT ALLOWANCE DATE.—For purposes
of paragraph (1), the term ‘credit allowance date’
means, with respect to any qualified equity
nvestment—

“(A) the date on which such investment 1s
mnitially made, and
“(B) each of the 6 anniversary dates of
such date thereafter.
“(b) QUALIFIED EQUITY INVESTMENT.—For pur-
poses of this section—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘qualified equity

investment’ means any equity investment in a quali-

fied community development entity if—
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“(A) such investment is acquired by the
taxpayer at its original issue (directly or
through an underwriter) solely in exchange for
cash,

“(B) substantially all of such cash is used
by the qualified community development entity
to make qualified low-income community invest-
ments, and

“(C) such investment is designated for
purposes of this section by the qualified com-
munity development entity.

Such term shall not include any equity investment
issued by a qualified community development entity
more than 5 years after the date that such entity re-
ceives an allocation under subsection (f').

“(1) the Secretary shall establish a pe-
riod during which the Secretary may not
transfer such properties except to such
units and corporations;

“(i1) the Secretary shall offer qualified
HUD properties that are single family
properties for purchase by units of general
local government at a cost of $1 for each
property, but only to the extent that the
costs to the Federal Government of dis-
posal at such price do not exceed the costs
to the Federal Government of disposing of
property subject to the procedures for sin-

ele family property established by the Sec-
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retary pursuant to the authority under the
last sentence of section 204(g) of the Na-
tional Housing Act (12 U.S.C. 1710(g));

OTHER DISPOSITION.—With respect to

any qualified HHUD property, if the Secretary does

not receive an acceptable offer to purchase the prop-

erty pursuant to the procedure established under

paragraph (3), the Secretary shall dispose of the

property to the unit of general local government in
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which property is located or to community develop-
ment corporations located in such unit of general
local government on a negotiated, competitive bid, or
other basis, on such terms as the Secretary deems
appropriate.

“(5) SATISFACTION OF INDEBTEDNESS.—Be-
fore transferring ownership of any qualified HHUD
property pursuant to this subsection, the Secretary
shall satisfy any indebtedness incurred in connection
with the property to be transferred, by canceling the
indebtedness.

“(6) DETERMINATION OF STATUS OF PROP-
ERTIES.—To ensure compliance with the require-
ments of this subsection, the Secretary shall take the
following actions:

“(A) UPON ENACTMENT.—Upon the enact-
ment of this subsection, the Secretary shall
promptly assess each residential property owned
by the Secretary to determine whether such
property is a qualified HUD property.

“(B) UPON ACQUISITION.—Upon acquiring
any residential property, the Secretary shall
promptly determine whether the property is a

qualified HUD property.
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“(C) UpDATES.—The Secretary shall peri-
odically reassess the residential properties
owned by the Secretary to determine whether
any such properties have become qualified
HUD properties.

“(7) TENANT LEASES.—This subsection shall

not affect the terms or the enforceability of any con-
tract or lease entered into with respect to any resi-
dential property before the date that such property
becomes a qualified HHUD property.

“(8) USE OF PROPERTY.—Property transferred
under this subsection shall be used only for appro-
priate neighborhood revitalization efforts, including
homeownership, rental units, commercial space, and
parks, consistent with local zoning regulations, local
building codes, and subdivision regulations and re-
strictions of record.

“(9) INAPPLICABILITY TO PROPERTIES MADE
AVAILABLE FOR HOMELESS.—Notwithstanding any
other provision of this subsection, this subsection
shall not apply to any properties that the Secretary
determines are to be made available for use by the
homeless pursuant to subpart E of part 291 of title
24, Code of Federal Regulations, during the period

that the properties are so available.
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“(10) PROTECTION OF EXISTING CONTRACTS.—
This subsection may not be construed to alter, af-
fect, or annul any legally binding obligations entered
into with respect to a qualified HUD property before
the property becomes a qualified HUD property.

“(11) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this sub-
section, the following definitions shall apply:

“(A) COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COR-
PORATION.—The term ‘community development
corporation’ means a nonprofit organization
whose primary purpose is to promote commu-
nity development by providing housing opportu-
nities for low-income families.

“(B) COST RECOVERY BASIS.—The term

‘cost recovery basis’ means, with respect to any
sale of a residential property by the Secretary,
that the purchase price paid by the purchaser
is equal to or greater than the sum of: (i) the
appraised value of the property, as determined
in accordance with such requirements as the
Secretary shall establish; and (ii) the costs in-
curred by the Secretary in connection with such
property during the period beginning on the

date on which the Secretary acquires title to the
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property and ending on the date on which the
sale 18 consummated.

“(C) MULTIFAMILY HOUSING PROJECT.—
The term ‘multifamily housing project’ has the
meaning given the term in section 203 of the
Housing and Community Development Amend-
ments of 1978.

“(D) RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY.—The term
‘residential property’ means a property that is
a multifamily housing project or a single family
property.

“(E) SECRETARY.—The term ‘Secretary’
means the Secretary of Housing and Urban De-
velopment.

“(F) SEVERE PHYSICAL PROBLEMS.—The

term ‘severe physical problems’ means, with re-
spect to a dwelling unit, that the unit—

“(1) lacks hot or cold piped water, a
flush toilet, or both a bathtub and a show-
er in the unit, for the exclusive use of that
unit;

“(11) on not less than three separate
occasions during the preceding winter
months, was uncomfortably cold for a pe-

riod of more than 6 consecutive hours due
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to a malfunction of the heating system for

the unit;

“(ii1) has mno functioning electrical
service, exposed wiring, any room in which
there is not a functioning electrical outlet,
or has experienced three or more blown
fuses or tripped circuit breakers during the
preceding 90-day period;

“(iv) 1s accessible through a public
hallway in which there are no working
licht fixtures, loose or missing steps or
railings, and no elevator; or

“(v) has severe maintenance problems,
including water leaks involving the roof,
windows, doors, basement, or pipes or
plumbing fixtures, holes or open cracks in
walls or ceilings, severe paint peeling or
broken plaster, and signs of rodent infesta-
tion.

“(G) SINGLE FAMILY PROPERTY.—The
term ‘single family property’ means a 1- to 4-
family residence.

“(H) SUBSTANDARD.—The term ‘sub-
standard” means, with respect to a multifamily

housing project, that 25 percent or more of the
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dwelling units in the project have severe phys-
ical problems.

“(I) UNIT OF GENERAL LOCAL GOVERN-
MENT.—The term ‘unit of general local govern-
ment’ has the meaning given such term in see-
tion 102(a) of the Housing and Community De-
velopment Act of 1974.

“(J) UNoccUPIED.—The term ‘unoccu-
pied’ means, with respect to a residential prop-
erty, that the unit of general local government
having jurisdiction over the area in which the
project is located has certified in writing that
the property is not inhabited.

“(12) REGULATIONS.

“(A) INTERIM.—Not later than 30 days
after the date of the enactment of this sub-
section, the Secretary shall issue such interim
regulations as are necessary to carry out this
subsection.

“(B) FINAL.—Not later than 60 days after
the date of the enactment of this subsection,
the Secretary shall issue such final regulations

as are necessary to carry out this subsection.”.
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SEC. 142. TRANSFER OF HUD ASSETS IN REVITALIZATION

AREAS.

In carrying out the program under section 204(h) of
the National Housing Act (12 U.S.C. 1710(h)), upon the
request of the chief executive officer of a county or the
covernment of appropriate jurisdiction and not later than
60 days after such request is made, the Secretary of Hous-
ing and Urban Development shall designate as a revital-
ization area all portions of such county that meet the cri-
teria for such designation under paragraph (3) of such
section.

(1) by striking ‘“to provide” and in-
serting ““, in providing’’;

SEC. 144. PREVENTION AND TREATMENT OF SUBSTANCE
ABUSE; SERVICES PROVIDED THROUGH RELI-
GIOUS ORGANIZATIONS.

Title V of the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C.
290aa et seq.) is amended by adding at the end the fol-
lowing part:

“PART G—SERVICES PROVIDED THROUGIH RELIGIOUS
ORGANIZATIONS
“SEC. 581. APPLICABILITY TO DESIGNATED PROGRAMS.

“(a) DESIGNATED PROGRAMS.—Subject to sub-
section (b), this part applies to discretionary and formula
orant programs administered by the Substance Abuse and
Mental Health Services Administration that make awards
of financial assistance to public or private entities for the
purpose of carrying out activities to prevent or treat sub-
stance abuse (in this part referred to as a ‘designated pro-
oram’). Designated programs include the program under
subpart II of part B of title XIX (relating to formula

erants to the States).
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“(b) LamrrATION.—This part does not apply to any
award of financial assistance under a designated program
for a purpose other than the purpose specified in sub-

section (a).

“(¢) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this part (and
subject to subsection (b)):

“(1) The term ‘designated program’ has the
meaning given such term in subsection (a).

“(2) The term ‘financial assistance’ means a
orant, cooperative agreement, or contract.

“(3) The term ‘program beneficiary’ means an
individual who receives program services.

“(4) The term ‘program participant’ means a
public or private entity that has received financial
assistance under a designated program.

“(5) The term ‘program services’ means treat-
ment for substance abuse, or preventive services re-
carding such abuse, provided pursuant to an award
of financial assistance under a designated program.

“(6) The term ‘religious organization’ means a

nonprofit religious organization.
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“SEC. 582. RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATIONS AS PROGRAM PAR-

TICIPANTS.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other pro-
vision of law, a religious organization, on the same basis
as any other nonprofit private provider—

“(1) may receive financial assistance under a
designated program; and

“(2) may be a provider of services under a des-
ignated program.

“(b) RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATIONS.

The purpose of
this section 1s to allow religious organizations to be pro-
eram participants on the same basis as any other non-
profit private provider without impairing the religious
character of such organizations, and without diminishing
the religious freedom of program beneficiaries.

“(¢) NONDISCRIMINATION AGAINST RELIGIOUS OR-

GANIZATIONS.

“(1)  ELIGIBILITY AS PROGRAM PARTICI-

PANTS.

Religious organizations are eligible to be
program participants on the same basis as any other
nonprofit private organization as long as the pro-
orams are implemented consistent with the HEstab-
lishment Clause and Free Exercise Clause of the
First Amendment to the United States Constitution.
Nothing in this Act shall be construed to restrict the

ability of the Federal Government, or a State or
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local government receiving funds under such pro-
orams, to apply to religious organizations the same
eligibility conditions in designated programs as are
applied to any other nonprofit private organization.
“(2) NONDISCRIMINATION.—Neither the Fed-
eral Government nor a State or local government re-
ceiving funds under designated programs shall dis-
criminate against an organization that is or applies
to be a program participant on the basis that the or-
canization has a religious character.
“(d) RELIGIOUS CHARACTER AND FREEDOM.—

“(1) RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATIONS.

Except as
provided in this section, any religious organization
that is a program participant shall retain its inde-
pendence from Federal, State, and local government,
including such organization’s control over the defini-
tion, development, practice, and expression of its re-
ligious beliefs.

“(2) ADDITIONAL SAFEGUARDS.—Neither the
Federal Government nor a State shall require a reli-
eious organization to—

“(A) alter its form of internal governance;
or
“(B) remove religious art, icons, scripture,

or other symbols,
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in order to be a program participant.

“(e) EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES.—Nothing in this sec-
tion shall be construed to modify or affect the provisions
of any other Federal or State law or regulation that re-
lates to diserimination in employment. A religious organi-
zation’s exemption provided under section 702 of the Civil
Rights Act of 1964 regarding employment practices shall
not be affected by its participation in, or receipt of funds
from, a designated program.
“(f) Ri¢aTs OF PROGRAM BENEFICIARIES.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—If an individual who is a
program beneficiary or a prospective program bene-
ficiary objects to the religious character of a pro-
oram participant, within a reasonable period of time
after the date of such objection such program partic-
ipant shall refer such individual to, and the appro-
priate Federal, State, or local government that ad-
ministers a designated program or is a program par-
ticipant shall provide to such individual (if otherwise
eligible for such services), program services that—

“(A) are from an alternative provider that
1s accessible to, and has the capacity to provide
such services to, such individual; and

“(B) have a value that is not less than the

value of the services that the imdividual would
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have received from the program participant to
which the individual had such objection.
Upon referring a program beneficiary to an alter-
native provider, the program participant shall notify
the appropriate Federal, State, or local government
agency that administers the program of such refer-

ral.

“(2) NoOTICES.—Program participants, public
agencies that refer individuals to designated pro-
orams, and the appropriate Federal, State, or local
eovernments that administer designated programs or
are program participants shall ensure that notice is
provided to program beneficiaries or prospective pro-
oram beneficiaries of their rights under this section.

“(3) ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS.—A program
participant making a referral pursuant to paragraph
(1) shall—

“(A) prior to making such referral, con-
sider any list that the State or local government
makes available of entities in the geographic
area that provide program services; and

“(B) ensure that the individual makes con-
tact with the alternative provider to which the

mdividual 1s referred.
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“(4) NONDISCRIMINATION.—A religious organi-
zation that is a program participant shall not in pro-
viding program services or engaging in outreach ac-
tivities under designated programs discriminate
against a program beneficiary or prospective pro-
oram beneficiary on the basis of religion or religious
belief.

“(2) FIsCAL ACCOUNTABILITY.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-
oraph (2), any religious organization that is a pro-
eram participant shall be subject to the same regula-
tions as other recipients of awards of Federal finan-
cial assistance to account, in accordance with gen-
erally accepted auditing principles, for the use of the
funds provided under such awards.

“(2) LomritED AUDIT.—With respect to the
award involved, a religious organization that is a
program  participant shall  segregate  Federal
amounts provided under award into a separate ac-
count from non-Federal funds. Only the award funds
shall be subject to audit by the government.

“(h) ComPLIANCE.—With respect to compliance with

23 this section by an agency, a religious organization may

24 obtain judicial review of agency action in accordance with

25 chapter 7 of title 5, United States Code.
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“SEC. 583. LIMITATIONS ON USE OF FUNDS FOR CERTAIN

PURPOSES.

“No funds provided under a designated program shall
be expended for sectarian worship, instruction, or pros-
elytization.

“SEC. 584. EDUCATIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR PERSONNEL
IN DRUG TREATMENT PROGRAMS.

“(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress finds that—

“(1) establishing unduly rigid or uniform edu-
cational qualification for counselors and other per-
sonnel in drug treatment programs may undermine
the effectiveness of such programs; and

“(2) such educational requirements for coun-
selors and other personnel may hinder or prevent the
provision of needed drug treatment services.

“(b) NONDISCRIMINATION.—In determining whether
personnel of a program participant that has a record of
successful drug treatment for the preceding three years
have satisfied State or local requirements for education
and training, a State or local government shall not dis-
criminate against education and training provided to such
personnel by a religious organization, so long as such edu-
cation and training includes basic content substantially
equivalent to the content provided by nonreligious organi-

zations that the State or local government would credit
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for purposes of determining whether the relevant require-
ments have been satisfied.”.
PART II—ADVISORY COUNCIL ON COMMUNITY
RENEWAL
SEC. 151. SHORT TITLE.

This part may be cited as the ‘“Advisory Council on
Community Renewal Act”.

SEC. 152. ESTABLISHMENT.

There is established an advisory council to be known
as the “Advisory Council on Community Renewal’ (in this
part referred to as the “Advisory Council”).

SEC. 153. DUTIES OF ADVISORY COUNCIL.

The Advisory Council shall advise the Secretary of
Housing and Urban Development (in this part referred to
as the “Secretary”) on the designation of renewal commu-
nities pursuant to the amendment made by section 101
and on the exercise of any other authority granted to the
Secretary pursuant to the amendments made by this title.
SEC. 154. MEMBERSHIP.

(a) NUMBER AND APPOINTMENT.—The Advisory
Counecil shall be composed of 7 members appointed by the
Secretary.

(b) CHAIRPERSON.—The Chairperson of the Advisory

Council (in this part referred to as the “Chairperson’)
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shall be designated by the Secretary at the time of the

appointment.
(¢) TERMS.—Each member shall be appointed for the
life of the Advisory Council.

(d) BAsic PAYy.—

(1) CHAIRPERSON.—The Chairperson shall be
paid at a rate equal to the daily rate of basic pay
for level II1 of the Executive Schedule for each day
(including travel time) during which the Chairperson
1s engaged in the actual performance of duties vest-
ed in the Advisory Council.

(2) OTHER MEMBERS.—Members other than
the Chairperson shall each be paid at a rate equal
to the daily rate of basic pay for level IV of the Ex-
ecutive Schedule for each day (including travel time)
during which they are engaged in the actual per-
formance of duties vested in the Advisory Council.

(e¢) TRAVEL EXPENSES.—Each member shall receive

travel expenses, including per diem in lieu of subsistence,
in accordance with applicable provisions under subchapter
I of chapter 57 of title 5, United States Code.

(f) QUORUM.—Four members of the Advisory Coun-
cil shall constitute a quorum but a lesser number may hold

hearings.
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(g) MEETINGS.—The Advisory Council shall meet at
the call of the Secretary or the Chairperson.

SEC. 155. POWERS OF ADVISORY COUNCIL.

(a) HEARINGS AND SESSIONS.—The Advisory Coun-
cill may, for the purpose of carrying out this part, hold
hearings, sit and act at times and places, take testimony,
and receive evidence as the Advisory Council considers ap-
propriate. The Advisory Council may administer oaths or

affirmations to witnesses appearing before it.

(b) POWERS OF MEMBERS AND AGENTS.

Any mem-
ber or agent of the Advisory Council may, if authorized
by the Advisory Council, take any action which the Advi-
sory Council is authorized to take by this section.

(¢) OBTAINING OFFICIAL DATA.—The Advisory
Council may secure directly from any department or agen-
cy of the United States information necessary to enable
it to carry out this part. Upon request of the Chairperson
of the Advisory Council, the head of that department or
agency shall furnish that information to the Advisory
Couneil.

SEC. 156. REPORTS.

(a) ANNUAL REPORTS.—The Advisory Council shall

submit to the Secretary an annual report for each fiscal

year.
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(b) INTERIM REPORTS.—The Advisory Council may
submit to the Secretary such interim reports as the Advi-
sory Council considers appropriate.

(¢) FINAL REPORT.—The Advisory Council shall
transmit a final report to the Secretary not later Sep-
tember 30, 2003. The final report shall contain a detailed
statement of the findings and conclusions of the Advisory
Council, together with any recommendations for legislative
or administrative action that the Advisory Council con-
siders appropriate.

SEC. 157. TERMINATION.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Advisory Council shall termi-
nate 30 days after submitting its final report under sec-
tion 156(c).

(b) EXTENSION.—Notwithstanding subsection (a),
the Secretary may postpone the termination of the Advi-
sory Council for a period not to exceed 3 years after the
Advisory Council submits its final report under section
156(c).

SEC. 158. APPLICABILITY OF FEDERAL ADVISORY COM-
MITTEE ACT.
The Federal Advisory Committee Act (5 U.S.C. App.)

shall not apply to the Advisory Council.
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SEC. 159. RESOURCES.

The Secretary shall provide to the Advisory Council
appropriate resources so that the Advisory Council may
carry out its duties and fuctions under this part.

SEC. 160. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This part shall be effective 30 days after the date
of its enactment.

Subtitle F—Other Provisions
SEC. 161. ACCELERATION OF PHASE-IN OF INCREASE IN

VOLUME CAP ON PRIVATE ACTIVITY BONDS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Paragraphs (1) and (2) of section
146(d) (relating to State ceiling) are amended to read as
follows:

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The State ceiling applicable
to any State for any calendar year shall be the
oreater of—

“(A) an amount equal to $75 ($62.50 in
the case of calendar year 2001) multiplied by
the State population, or

“(B) $225,000,000 ($187,500,000 in the
case of calendar year 2001).

“(2) COST-OF-LIVING ADJUSTMENT.—In the
case of a calendar year after 2002, each of the dollar
amounts contained in paragraph (1) shall be in-
creased by an amount equal to—

“(A) such dollar amount, multiplied by
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“(B) the cost-of-living adjustment deter-
mined under section 1(f)(3) for such calendar
year by substituting ‘calendar year 2001° for
‘calendar year 1992’ in subparagraph (B)
thereof.
If any increase determined under the preceding sen-
tence is not a multiple of $5 ($5,000 in the case of
the dollar amount in paragraph (1)(B)), such in-
crease shall be rounded to the nearest multiple
thereof.”.
(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by
this section shall apply to calendar years after 2000.
SEC. 162. MODIFICATIONS TO EXPENSING OF ENVIRON-
MENTAL REMEDIATION COSTS.

(a) EXPENSING NOT LIMITED TO SITES IN TAR-

GETED AREAS.—Subsection (¢) of section 198 is amended
to read as follows:

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“(2) NONAPPLICATION OF SUBSECTION.—This
subsection shall not apply to—

“(A) a contract which constitutes property

the sale or exchange of a capital asset.

“(b) SHORT-TERM GAINS AND LOSSES.—Except as
provided in the regulations under section 1092(b) or this
section, if gain or loss on the sale or exchange of a securi-
ties futures contract to sell property is considered as gain
or loss from the sale or exchange of a capital asset, such
cain or loss shall be treated as short-term capital gain or
loss.

“(¢) SECURITIES FUTURES CONTRACT.—For pur-
poses of this section, the term ‘securities futures contract’
means any security future (as defined in section
3(a)(55)(A) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as
m effect on the date of the enactment of this section).

“(d) CONTRACTS NOT TREATED AS ComMoDITY FU-

TURES CONTRACTS.—For purposes of this title, a securi-
ties futures contract shall not be treated as a commodity

futures contract.
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“(e) REGULATIONS.

The Secretary shall prescribe
such regulations as may be appropriate to provide for the
proper treatment of securities futures contracts under this
title.”.

(h) CONFORMING AMENDMENTS.

(1) Section 1223 is amended by redesignating
paragraph (16) as paragraph (17) and by inserting

after paragraph (15) the following new paragraph:
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“(16) If the security to which a securities fu-
tures contract (as defined in section 1234B) relates
(other than a contract to which section 1256 ap-
plies) is acquired in satisfaction of such contract, in
determining the period for which the taxpayer has
held such security, there shall be included the period
for which the taxpayer held such contract if such
contract was a capital asset in the hands of the tax-
payer.”.

(2) The table of sections for subpart IV of sub-
chapter P of chapter 1 is amended by inserting after
the item relating to section 1234 A the following new

item:

“Sec. 1234B. Securities futures contracts.”.
(1) DESIGNATION OF CONTRACT MARKETS.—Section
7701 is amended by redesignating subsection (m) as sub-
section (n) and by inserting after subsection (1) the fol-

lowing new subsection:

“(m) DESIGNATION OF CONTRACT MARKETS.—Any
designation by the Commodity Futures Trading Commis-
sion of a contract market which could not have been made
under the law in effect on the day before the date of the
enactment of the Commodity Futures Modernization Act
of 2000 shall apply for purposes of this title except to the
extent provided in regulations preseribed by the Sec-
retary.”.
