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“(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-

oraph (B), as determined by the DBureau, the

exposure of a public safety officer to a car-

cinogen shall be presumed to constitute a per-

sonal injury within the meaning of subsection

(a) or (b) sustained in the line of duty by the

officer and directly and proximately resulting in

death or permanent and total disability, if—

“(1) the exposure occurred while the
public safety officer was engaged in line of
duty action or activity;

“(i1) the public safety officer began
serving as a public safety officer not fewer
than 5 years before the date of the diag-
nosis of the public safety officer with an
exposure-related cancer;

“(ii1) the public safety officer was di-
agnosed with the exposure-related cancer
not more than 15 years after the public
safety officer’s last date of active service as
a public safety officer; and

“(iv) the exposure-related cancer di-
rectly and proximately results in the death
or permanent and total disability of the

public safety officer.
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“(B)  ExceEPTION.—The  presumption
under subparagraph (A) shall not apply if com-
petent medical evidence establishes that the ex-
posure of the public safety officer to the car-
cinogen was not a substantial contributing fac-
tor in the death or disability of the public safety
officer.

“(3) ADDITIONAL EXPOSURE-RELATED CAN-
CERS.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—From time to time
but not less frequently than once every 3 years,
the Director shall—

“(1) review the definition of ‘exposure-
related cancer’ under paragraph (1); and
“(i1) 1if appropriate, update the defini-
tion, in accordance with this paragraph—
“(I) by rule; or
“(IT) by publication in the Fed-
eral Register or on the public website
of the Bureau.

“(B) BASIS FOR UPDATES.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The Director shall
make an update under subparagraph

(A)(ii) in any case in which the Director

finds such an update to be appropriate

significant risk to public safety officers of
developing the form of exposure-related
cancer that is the subject of the update
from engagement in their public safety ac-
tivities.

ments, and scientific studies by

“(I) the National Institute for
Occupational Safety and Health;

“(IT) the National Toxicology

or

“(IV) the International Agency
for Research on Cancer.

(1) IN GENERAL.—The amendment made by
subsection (a) shall apply to any claim under section
3 of the Safeguarding America’s First Responders
Act of 2020 (34 U.S.C. 10281 note)—

(A) that is predicated upon the death of a

public safety officer on or after January 1,

2020; or

(B) that is—

(i) predicated upon the disability of a
public safety officer; and

(i1) filed on or after January 1, 2020.

(2) TIME FOR FILING CLAIM.—Notwithstanding
any other provision of law, an individual who desires
to file a claim that is predicated upon the amend-
ment made by subsection (a) shall not be precluded
from filing such a claim within 3 years of the date

of enactment of this Act.
