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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Strengthening Over-4

sight of DHS Intelligence Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. ENHANCED DHS OVERSIGHT OF CERTAIN INTEL-6

LIGENCE MATTERS. 7

The Homeland Security Act of 2002 is amended— 8

(1) in paragraph (9) of section 201(d) (6 9

U.S.C. 121(d))— 10

(A) in subparagraph (A), by striking 11

‘‘and’’ after the semicolon; 12

(B) in subparagraph (B), by striking the 13

period at the end and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 14

(C) by adding at the end the following new 15

subparagraph: 16

‘‘(C) any intelligence information under 17

this Act is shared, retained, and disseminated 18

consistent with the protection of privacy rights, 19

civil rights, and civil liberties, as determined, 20

respectively, by the Chief Privacy Officer and 21

the Officer for Civil Rights and Civil Lib-22

erties.’’; 23

(2) in subsection (a) of section 222 (6 U.S.C. 24

142)— 25
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(A) in paragraph (5)(B), by striking ‘‘and’’ 1

after the semicolon; 2

(B) in paragraph (6), by striking the pe-3

riod at the end and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 4

(C) by adding at the end the following new 5

paragraph: 6

‘‘(7) coordinating with the Under Secretary for 7

Intelligence and Analysis to— 8

‘‘(A) ensure that any intelligence informa-9

tion under this Act is shared, retained, and dis-10
