A BILL

To reauthorize the Tsunami Warning and Education Act,

and for other purposes.

1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
twes of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Tsunami Warning, Re-
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search, and Education Act of 2025,
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SEC. 2. TSUNAMI WARNING AND EDUCATION ACT REAU-

THORIZATION.

(a) TrrLE HEADING.—The Tsunami Warning and
Education Act (enacted as title VIII of the Magnuson-Ste-
vens Fishery Conservation and Management Reauthoriza-
tion Act of 2006 (Public Liaw 109-479)) is amended, in
the title heading, by inserting “RESEARCH,” after
“WARNING,”;

(b) PURPOSES.—Section 803 of the Tsunami Warn-
ing and Education Act (33 U.S.C. 3202) is amended—

(1) in paragraph (2), by inserting ‘“timeliness
and” before “accuracy’’;

(2) in paragraph (7), by striking “and” after
the semicolon;

(3) in paragraph (8), by striking the period and
inserting “‘; and”; and

(4) by adding at the end the following new
paragraph:

“(9) to ensure data and metadata are managed,
archived, and made fully available for operations, re-
search, education, and mitigation activities.”.

(¢) TSUNAMI FORECASTING AND WARNING PRoO-
GRAM.—Section 804 of the Tsunami Warning and Edu-
cation Act (33 U.S.C. 3203) 1s amended—

(1) in subsection (b)—
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(A) in paragraph (4), by inserting

, using
industry and scientific best practices,” after
“operational condition”’;
(B) in paragraph (5)—
(i) in subparagraph (C), by striking
“olobal seismic¢ network” and inserting

(i) by striking “‘the Atlantic Ocean,
including the Caribbean Sea and Gulf of

pheric Administration, Federal Emergency Management
Agency, and the Federal Communications Commission

with respect to the use of the Integrated Public Alert and
