1 (2) In May 2025, hackers breached the per-
2 sonal cellphone of White House Chief of Staff Susie
3 Wiles and used Al to impersonate her voice in calls
4 and messages to senators, governors, business lead-
5 ers, and other high-level contacts.
6 (3) In July 2025, AI was used to impersonate
7 Secretary of State Marco Rubio’s voice in calls to
8 three foreign ministers, a Member of Congress, and
9 a Governor, with the apparent aim of obtaining sen-
10 sitive information and access to accounts.

(3) by inserting after “‘falsely assumes or pre-
tends to be an officer or employee” the following: *,
including with the use of artificial intelligence,””; and

(4) by adding at the end the following:

“(b) RULE OoF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-
tion shall be construed to limit legitimate uses of artificial
intelligence in satire, parody, or expressive conduct pro-
tected under the First Amendment, provided such content
includes clear disclosure that it is not authentic and is not
intended as such.

“(¢) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term ‘artifi-
cial intelligence’ has the meaning given such term in sec-
tion 5002 of the National Artificial Intelligence Initiative
Act of 2020.7.
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
