To repeal section 230 of the Communications Act of 1934,

and for other purposes.
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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Promoting Responsible
Online Technology and Ensuring Consumer Trust Act” or
the “PROTECT Act”.

SEC. 2. REPEAL OF SECTION 230.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 230 of the Communica-
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tions Act of 1934 (47 U.S.C. 230) is repealed.
