the covered information must be 12

accessed before authorization de-13

scribed in clause (i) can, with due dili-14

gence, be obtained; and 15

‘‘(II) not later than 14 days after the 16

covered information is accessed, a descrip-17

tion of the circumstances justifying the ac-18

cessing of the covered information is pro-19

vided to the Foreign Intelligence Surveil-20

lance Court and the appropriate commit-21

tees of Congress; 22

‘‘(iii) the covered person to whom the 23

covered query relates or, if such person is 24

incapable of providing consent, a third 25
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party legally authorized to consent on be-1

half of such person, has provided consent 2

for the access on a case-by-case basis; or 3

‘‘(iv)(I) the covered information is 4

accessed and used for defensive cybersecu-5

rity purposes, including the protection of a 6

covered person from cybersecurity attack; 7

‘‘(II) other than for such defensive cy-8

bersecurity purposes, no covered informa-9

tion is accessed or reviewed; and 10

‘‘(III) not later than 14 days after the 11

covered information is accessed, a descrip-12

tion of the circumstances justifying the ac-13

cessing of the covered information is pro-14

vided to the Foreign Intelligence Surveil-15

lance Court and the appropriate commit-16

tees of Congress. 17

‘‘(C) MATTERS RELATING TO EMERGENCY 18

QUERIES.— 19

‘‘(i) TREATMENT OF DENIALS.—If 20

covered information is accessed pursuant 21

to an emergency authorization described in 22

subparagraph (B)(i) and the subsequent 23

application to authorize electronic surveil-24

lance, a physical search, or an acquisition 25
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pursuant to section 105(e) or section 1

304(e) of this Act is denied, or in any 2

other case in which covered information is 3

accessed in violation of this paragraph— 4

‘‘(I) no covered information 5

accessed, or information or evidence 6

derived from such access may be used, 7

received in evidence, or otherwise dis-8

seminated in any investigation, trial, 9

hearing, or other proceeding in or be-10

fore any court, grand jury, depart-11

ment, office, agency, regulatory body, 12

legislative committee, or other author-13

ity of the United States, a State, or 14

political subdivision thereof; and 15

‘‘(II) no covered information 16

accessed may subsequently be used or 17

disclosed in any other manner without 18

the consent of such person, except if 19

the Attorney General personally ap-20

proves the use or disclosure of such 21

information in order to prevent the 22

death of or serious bodily harm to any 23

person and not later than 14 days of 24

such approval, a description of the cir-25
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cumstances justifying the approval is 1

provided to the Foreign Intelligence 2

Surveillance Court and the appro-3

priate committees of Congress. 4

‘‘(ii) ASSESSMENT OF COMPLIANCE.— 5

Not less frequently than once each year, 6

the Attorney General shall assess compli-7

ance with the requirements under clause 8

(i). 9

‘‘(D) FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE PURPOSE 10

REQUIRED FOR QUERIES.— 11

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Except as pro-12

vided in clause (ii), no officer or employee 13

of the Federal Government may conduct a 14

query unless the query is— 15

‘‘(I) reasonably likely to retrieve 16

foreign intelligence information; and 17

‘‘(II) is made with a significant 18

foreign intelligence purpose. 19

‘‘(ii) EXCEPTIONS.—An officer or em-20

ployee of the Federal Government is per-21

mitted to conduct a query if an exception 22

described in clauses (i) and (ii) of para-23

graph (2)(B) applies. 24
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‘‘(E) DOCUMENTATION.—No officer or em-1

ployee of the Federal Government may conduct 2

a query, or access covered information returned 3

in response to a covered query, unless an elec-4

tronic record is created that includes— 5

‘‘(i) for each query— 6

‘‘(I) each term used for the con-7

duct of the query; 8

‘‘(II) the date of the query; 9

‘‘(III) the identifier of the officer 10

or employee who conducted the query; 11

and 12

‘‘(IV) a statement of facts justi-13

fying that the query is reasonably 14

likely to retrieve foreign intelligence 15

information and the significant for-16

eign intelligence purpose for the query 17

or, if an exception under subpara-18

graph (D)(ii) applies, a description of 19

the basis for such exception; and 20

‘‘(ii) for each access— 21

‘‘(I) the date of the access; 22

‘‘(II) the identifier of the officer 23

or employee who did the particular ac-24

cess; and 25
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‘‘(III) a statement of facts show-1

ing that an access is authorized by an 2

exception under subparagraph (B). 3

‘‘(F) QUERY RECORD SYSTEM.—Each head 4

of an agency who is authorized to conduct a 5

covered query shall ensure that a system, mech-6

anism, or business practice is in place to main-7

tain the records described in subparagraph (E), 8

including ensuring that any queries or accesses 9

to covered information returned in response to 10

covered queries, that are conducted by auto-11

mated means are attributed to the officer or 12

employee who was the proximate cause of such 13

query or access.’’. 14

negligent covered violation, including, at a min-7

imum— 8

‘‘(i) suspension of access to informa-9

tion acquired under this Act or to the 10

dataset that gave rise to the violation for 11

not less than 180 days; and 12

‘‘(ii) reassignment of each employee 13

responsible for the violation; 14

‘‘(C) consequences for a third reckless or 15

negligent covered violation, including, at a min-16

imum— 17

‘‘(i) termination of security clearance; 18

and 19

‘‘(ii) reassignment or termination of 20

each employee responsible for the violation; 21

‘‘(D) consequences for an initial willful or 22

knowing covered violation, including, at a min-23

imum— 24
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‘‘(i) suspension of access to informa-1

tion acquired under this Act or to the 2

dataset that gave rise to the violation for 3

not less than 180 days; and 4

‘‘(ii) reassignment of each employee 5

responsible for the violation; and 6

‘‘(E) consequences for a second willful or 7

knowing covered violation, including, at a min-8

imum— 9

‘‘(i) termination of security clearance; 10

and 11

‘‘(ii) reassignment or termination of 12

each employee responsible for the violation. 13

‘‘(d) PRESUMPTION OF TERMINATION.— 14

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of subpara-15

graphs (C)(ii) and (E)(ii) of subsection (c)(2), there 16

shall be a presumption in favor of termination of an 17

employee. 18

‘‘(2) JUSTIFICATION.—If the head of a covered 19

tronic communications for which the sender and all 24
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intended recipients are located within the United 1

States.’’. 2

eign intelligence purposes by the United States Govern-5

ment.’’.

SEC. 402. PROTECTIONS RELATED TO WARRANTLESS QUE-5

RIES FOR THE COMMUNICATIONS OF UNITED 6

STATES PERSONS AND PERSONS LOCATED IN 7

THE UNITED STATES. 8

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 9

(1) COVERED INFORMATION.—The term ‘‘cov-10

ered information’’ includes— 11

(A) communications content; and 12

(B) information, the compelled disclosure 13

of which would require a probable cause war-14

rant if sought for law enforcement purposes in-15

side the United States. 16

(2) COVERED QUERY.—The term ‘‘covered 17

query’’ means a query— 18

(A) using a term associated with 1 or more 19

covered persons; or 20

(B) for a significant purpose of retrieving 21

information of, or concerning 1 or more covered 22

persons. 23

(3) QUERY.— 24
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(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘‘query’’ 1

means the use of 1 or more terms, whether con-2

ducted through manual or automated means, to 3

retrieve any information described in subpara-4

graph (B), including retrieval from a subset of 5

such information, whether that subset was cre-6

ated by retrieval through a query or other 7

means. 8

(B) INFORMATION DESCRIBED.—The in-9

formation described in this subparagraph is in-10

formation that was acquired for foreign intel-11

ligence purposes, other than acquisitions au-12

thorized by the Foreign Intelligence Surveil-13

lance Act of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1801 et seq.), re-14

gardless of whether such acquisition occurred 15

inside or outside the United States. 16

(b) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in subsections 17

(c) and (d), no officer or employee of the Federal Govern-18

ment may access covered information returned in response 19

to a covered query. 20

(c) EXCEPTIONS FOR CONCURRENT AUTHORIZATION, 21

CONSENT, EMERGENCY SITUATIONS, AND CERTAIN DE-22

FENSIVE CYBERSECURITY QUERIES.—Subsection (b) 23

shall not apply if— 24
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(1) the covered person to whom the covered 1

query relates is the subject of an order or emergency 2

authorization authorizing electronic surveillance or 3

physical search under section 105 or 304 of the For-4

eign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978 (50 5

U.S.C. 1805, 1824), or a warrant issued pursuant 6

to the Federal Rules of Criminal Procedure by a 7

court of competent jurisdiction if— 8

(A) such order, authorization, or warrant 9

covers the period of the covered query; and 10

(B) the covered query is conducted and 11

covered information is accessed in compliance 12

with all use, dissemination, querying, retention, 13

and other minimization limitations required by 14

the order, authorization, or warrant; 15

(2)(A) the officer or employee accessing the 16

covered information has a reasonable belief that— 17

(i) an emergency exists involving an immi-18

nent threat of death or serious bodily harm; 19

and 20

(ii) in order to prevent or mitigate the 21

threat described in clause (i), the query must be 22

conducted before authorization described in 23

subparagraph (A) can, with due diligence, be 24

obtained; and 25
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(B) not later than 14 days after the covered in-1

formation is accessed, a description of the cir-2

cumstances justifying the accessing of the covered 3

information is provided to the congressional intel-4

ligence committees in a timely manner; 5

(3) the covered person to whom the covered 6

query relates or, if such person is incapable of pro-7

viding consent, a third party legally authorized to 8

consent on behalf of the person, has provided con-9

sent for such access on a case-by-case basis; or 10

(4)(A) the covered information is used for de-11

fensive cybersecurity purposes, including the protec-12

tion of a covered person from cybersecurity attack; 13

(B) other than for such defensive cybersecurity 14

purposes, no covered information is accessed or re-15

viewed; and 16

(C) not later than 14 days after the covered in-17

formation is accessed, a description of the cir-18

cumstances justifying the accessing of the covered 19

information is provided to the congressional intel-20

ligence committees. 21

(d) MATTERS RELATING TO EMERGENCY QUE-22

RIES.— 23

(1) TREATMENT OF DENIALS.—If covered in-24

formation is accessed pursuant to an emergency au-25
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thorization described in subsection (c)(1) and the 1

subsequent application to authorize electronic sur-2

veillance, a physical search, or an acquisition pursu-3

ant to section 105(e) or 304(e) of the Foreign Intel-4

ligence Surveillance Act of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1805(e), 5

1824(e)) is denied, or in any other case in which 6

covered information is accessed in violation of this 7

section— 8

(A) no covered information accessed, or 9

evidence derived from such access, may be used, 10

received in evidence, or otherwise disseminated 11

in any investigation, trial, hearing, or other pro-12

ceeding in or before any court, grand jury, de-13

partment, office, agency, regulatory body, legis-14

lative committee, or other authority of the 15

United States, a State, or political subdivision 16

thereof; and 17

(B) no covered information accessed, or 18

evidence derived from such access, concerning a 19

covered person may subsequently be used or 20

disclosed in any other manner without the con-21

sent of such covered person, except if the Attor-22

ney General approves the use or disclosure of 23

(2) ASSESSMENT OF COMPLIANCE.—Not less 3

frequently than annually, the Attorney General shall 4

assess compliance with the requirements under para-5

graph (1).

(e) FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE SURVEILLANCE ACT OF 7

1978.—This section shall not apply to the access of cov-8

ered information collected pursuant to the Foreign Intel-9

ligence Surveillance Act of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1801 et seq.). 10

(f) FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE PURPOSE REQUIRED 11

FOR QUERIES.— 12

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-13

graph (2), no officer or employee of the Federal 14

Government may conduct a query unless the query 15

is— 16

(A) reasonably likely to retrieve foreign in-17

telligence information; and 18

(B) made with a significant foreign intel-19

ligence purpose. 20

(2) EXCEPTIONS.—An officer or employee of 21

the Federal Government is permitted to conduct a 22

query if an exception described in clauses (i) and (ii) 23

(g) DOCUMENTATION.—No officer or employee of the 3

Federal Government may conduct a covered query, or ac-4

cess covered information returned in response to a covered 5

query, unless an electronic record is created that in-6

(1) for each query— 8

(A) each term used for the conduct of the 9

query; 10

(B) the date of the covered query; 11

(C) the identifier of the officer or employee 12

who conducted the covered query; 13

(D) a statement of facts justifying that it 14

is reasonably likely to retrieve foreign intel-15

ligence information or an exception under sub-16

section (f)(2) applies; and 17

(E) a description of the basis for the ex-18

ception; and 19

(2) for each access— 20

(A) the date of the access; 21

(B) the identifier of the officer or employee 22

who did the particular access; and 23
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(C) a statement of facts showing that an 1

access is authorized by an exception under sub-2

section (c). 3

(h) QUERY RECORD SYSTEM.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—The head of each agency 5

that may conduct a covered query shall ensure that 6

a system, mechanism, or business practice is in place 7

to maintain the records described in subsection (g), 8

including ensuring that any covered queries, or ac-9

cesses to covered information returned in response 10

to covered queries, that are conducted by automated 11

means are attributed to the officer or employee who 12

was the proximate cause of such covered query or 13

access. 14

(2) COMPLIANCE REPORT.—Not later than 90 15

days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the 16

head of each applicable agency shall report to the 17

congressional intelligence committees on its compli-18

ance with paragraph (1). 19

SEC. 403. PROHIBITION ON REVERSE TARGETING OF 20

UNITED STATES PERSONS AND PERSONS LO-21

CATED IN THE UNITED STATES. 22

(a) PROHIBITION ON ACQUISITION.—No officer or 23

employee of the Federal Government may intentionally 24

target, for the purpose of acquiring foreign intelligence in-25
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formation, any person to acquire information, regardless 1

of whether such targeting or acquisition occurs inside or 2

outside the United States, if a significant purpose of the 3

acquisition is to acquire the information of a particular, 4

known covered person, unless— 5

(1)(A) the officer or employee has a reasonable 6

belief that an emergency exists involving a threat of 7

imminent death or serious bodily harm to such cov-8

ered person; 9

(B) the information is sought for the purpose 10

of assisting that person; and 11

(C) not later than 14 days after the targeting, 12

a description of the targeting is provided to the con-13

gressional intelligence committees in a timely man-14

ner; or 15

(2) the covered person has provided consent to 16

the targeting, or if such covered person is incapable 17

of providing consent, a third party legally authorized 18

to consent on behalf of such covered person has pro-19

vided consent. 20

(b) FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE SURVEILLANCE ACT OF 21

1978 AND CRIMINAL WARRANTS.—This section shall not 22

apply to— 23
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(1) an acquisition carried out pursuant to the 1

Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978 (50 2

U.S.C. 1801 et seq.); or 3

(2) an acquisition carried out pursuant to a 4

warrant issued pursuant to the Federal Rules of 5

Criminal Procedure by a court of competent jurisdic-6

tion covering the period of the acquisition and the 7

acquisition is subject to the use, dissemination, 8

querying, retention, and other minimization limita-9

tions required by such warrant. 10

SEC. 404. PROHIBITION ON INTELLIGENCE ACQUISITION 11

OF UNITED STATES PERSON DATA. 12

(a) COVERED DATA DEFINED.—In this section, the 13

term ‘‘covered data’’ means— 14

(1) data, derived data, or any unique identifier 15

that is linked to or is reasonably linkable to a cov-16

ered person or to an electronic device that is linked 17

to, or is reasonably linkable to, 1 or more covered 18

persons in a household; 19

(2) includes anonymized data that, if combined 20

with other data, can be linked to, or is reasonably 21

linkable to, a covered person or to an electronic de-22

vice that is linked to, or is reasonably linkable to, 1 23

or more covered persons in a household; and 24

(3) does not include data that— 25
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(A) is lawfully available to the public 1

through Federal, State, or local government 2

records or through widely distributed media; 3

(B) is reasonably believed to have been vol-4

untarily made available to the general public by 5

the covered person; or 6

(C) is a specific communication or trans-7

action with a targeted individual who is not a 8

covered person. 9

(b) LIMITATION.— 10

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraphs (2) 11

through (8), an element of the intelligence commu-12

nity may not acquire a dataset that includes covered 13

data. 14

(2) AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TO THE FOR-15

EIGN INTELLIGENCE SURVEILLANCE ACT OF 1978.— 16

An element of the intelligence community may ac-17

quire covered data if the data has been authorized 18

for collection pursuant to an order or emergency au-19

thorization pursuant to the Foreign Intelligence Sur-20

veillance Act of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1801 et seq.) or 21

the Federal Rules of Criminal Procedure by a court 22

of competent jurisdiction covering the period of the 23

acquisition, subject to the use, dissemination, 24
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querying, retention, and other minimization limita-1

tions required by such authorization. 2

(3) AUTHORIZATION FOR EMPLOYMENT-RE-3

LATED USE.—An element of the intelligence commu-4

nity may acquire covered data about an employee of, 5

or applicant for employment by, an element of the 6

intelligence community for employment-related pur-7

poses, provided that— 8

(A) access to and use of the covered data 9

is limited to such purposes; and 10

(B) the covered data is destroyed at such 11

time as it is no longer necessary for such pur-12

poses. 13

(4) EXCEPTION FOR COMPLIANCE PURPOSES.— 14

An element of the intelligence community may ac-15

quire covered data for the purpose of supporting 16

compliance with collection limitations and minimiza-17

tion requirements imposed by statute, guidelines, 18

procedures, or the United States Constitution, pro-19

vided that— 20

(A) access to and use of the covered data 21

is limited to such purpose; and 22

(B) the covered data is destroyed at such 23

time as it is no longer necessary for such pur-24

pose. 25
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(5) EXCEPTION FOR LIFE OR SAFETY.—An ele-1

ment of the intelligence community may acquire cov-2

ered data if— 3

(A) there is a reasonable belief that— 4

(i) an emergency exists involving an 5

imminent threat of death or serious bodily 6

harm; and 7

(ii) in order to prevent or mitigate 8

this threat, the acquisition must be con-9

ducted before authorization pursuant to 10

paragraph (2) can, with due diligence, be 11

obtained; 12

(B) access to and use of the covered data 13

is limited to addressing the threat; 14

(C) the covered data is destroyed at such 15

time as it is no longer necessary for such pur-16

pose; and 17

(D) not later than 14 days after the acqui-18

sition, a description of the acquisition is pro-19

vided to the congressional intelligence commit-20

tees. 21

(6) EXCEPTION FOR CONSENT.—An element of 22

the intelligence community may acquire covered data 23

if— 24
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(A) each covered person linked or reason-1

ably linked to the covered data, or, if such per-2

son is incapable of providing consent, a third 3

party legally authorized to consent on behalf of 4

the person, has provided consent to the acquisi-5

tion and use of the data on a case-by-case 6

basis; 7

(B) access to and use of the covered data 8

is limited to the purposes for which the consent 9

was provided; and 10

(C) the covered data is destroyed at such 11

time as it is no longer necessary for such pur-12

poses. 13

(7) EXCEPTION FOR NONSEGREGABLE DATA.— 14

An element of the intelligence community may ac-15

quire a dataset that includes covered data if the cov-16

ered data is not reasonably segregable prior to ac-17

quisition, provided that the element of the intel-18

ligence community complies with the minimization 19

procedures in subsection (c). 20

(8) EXCEPTION FOR NATIONAL SECURITY LET-21

TER DATA.—An element of the intelligence commu-22

nity may acquire, through noncompulsory means 23

that are otherwise not contrary to a provision of 24

Federal law, data that, in the United States, the 25
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Federal Government has the authority to compel 1

production through a national security letter pursu-2

ant to section 2709 of title 18, United States Code, 3

section 626 or 627 of the Consumer Credit Protec-4

tion Act (15 U.S.C. 1681u, 1681v), or section 1114 5

of the Right to Financial Privacy Act of 1978 (12 6

U.S.C. 3414), provided— 7

(A) the person or entity in possession of 8

the data is outside the United States and com-9

pelled production is not feasible; 10

(B) the acquisition is conducted consistent 11

with the limitations that would apply if, in the 12

United States, the Federal Government com-13

pelled production of such data with a national 14

security letter pursuant to such provisions of 15

law; and 16

(C) the element of the intelligence commu-17

nity maintains all records required by such pro-18

visions of law, including the content of relevant 19

certifications, for each covered person or each 20

instance of data, derived data or unique identi-21

fier linked to or reasonably linkable to a cov-22

ered person. 23

(c) MINIMIZATION PROCEDURES.— 24
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(1) IN GENERAL.—The Attorney General shall 1

adopt specific procedures that are reasonably de-2

signed to minimize the acquisition and retention of 3

covered data that is not subject to 1 or more of the 4

exceptions set forth in subsection (b). 5

(2) ACQUISITION AND RETENTION.—The proce-6

dures adopted under paragraph (1) shall require ele-7

ments of the intelligence community to exhaust all 8

reasonable means— 9

(A) to exclude covered data not subject to 10

1 or more exceptions set forth in subsection (b) 11

from datasets prior to acquisition; and 12

(B) to remove and delete covered data not 13

subject to 1 or more exceptions set forth in sub-14

section (b) prior to the operational use of the 15

acquired dataset or the inclusion of the dataset 16

in a database intended for operational use. 17

(3) DESTRUCTION.—The procedures adopted 18

under paragraph (1) shall require that if an element 19

of the intelligence community identifies covered data 20

acquired in violation of subsection (b), such covered 21

data shall be promptly destroyed. 22

(d) PROHIBITION ON USE OF DATA OBTAINED IN 23

VIOLATION OF THIS SECTION.—Covered data acquired by 24

an element of the intelligence community in violation of 25

tion of covered data identified as having been 13

acquired in violation of subsection (b) in the 14

preceding year, including— 15

(i) an estimate of the number of cov-16

ered persons whose information was ac-17

quired in violation of subsection (b); and 18

(ii) any changes made to the proce-19

dures in subsection (c) to address compli-20

ance issues. 21

(3) NOTIFICATIONS.—After submitting the re-22

port required by paragraph (1), the Director shall, 23

in coordination with the Under Secretary, notify the 24
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appropriate committees of Congress of any changes 1

to the information contained in such report.

tor shall make available to the public on the website 4

(A) the unclassified portion of the report 6

(f) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-10

tion shall authorize an acquisition otherwise prohibited by 11

this Act, the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978 12

(50 U.S.C. 1801 et seq.), or title 18, United States Code.

SEC. 405. PROHIBITION ON THE WARRANTLESS ACQUISI-14

TION OF DOMESTIC COMMUNICATIONS. 15

No officer or employee of the Federal Government 16

may intentionally acquire, for the purpose of acquiring for-17

eign intelligence information, any communication as to 18

which the sender and all intended recipients are known 19

to be located in the United States at the time of acquisi-20

tion or the time of communication, regardless of whether 21

such acquisition occurs inside or outside the United 22

States, except— 23
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(1) as authorized under section 105 or 304 of 1

the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978 2

(50 U.S.C. 1805, 1824); or 3

(2) if— 4

(A) the officer or employee has a reason-5

able belief that— 6

(i) an emergency exists involving the 7

imminent threat of death or serious bodily 8

harm; and 9

(ii) in order to prevent or mitigate 10

this threat, the acquisition must be con-11

ducted before an authorization pursuant to 12

the provisions of law cited in paragraph 13

(1) can, with due diligence, be obtained; 14

and 15

(B) not later than 14 days after the acqui-16

sition, a description of the acquisition is pro-17

vided to the congressional intelligence commit-18

tees. 19

SEC. 406. DATA RETENTION LIMITS. 20

(a) PROCEDURES.— 21

(1) IN GENERAL.—Each head of an element of 22

the intelligence community shall develop and imple-23

ment procedures governing the retention of informa-24

tion described in paragraph (2). 25
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(2) INFORMATION DESCRIBED.—The informa-1

tion described in this paragraph is information that 2

was acquired for foreign intelligence purposes, other 3

than acquisitions authorized by the Foreign Intel-4

ligence Surveillance Act of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1801 et 5

seq.), regardless of whether such acquisition oc-6

curred inside or outside the United States.

taining to a covered person, including an 13

encrypted communication to or from a covered 14

person, that has been evaluated and is not spe-15

cifically known to contain foreign intelligence 16

information; and 17

(B) any unevaluated information, unless it 18

can reasonably be determined that the 19

unevaluated information does not contain any 20

information or communications pertaining to a 21

covered person, including any encrypted com-22

munication to or from a covered person. 23

(2) IN GENERAL.—The procedures developed 24

and implemented pursuant to subsection (a) shall 25
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ensure, with respect to information described in such 1

subsection, that covered information shall be de-2

stroyed within 5 years of collection unless the Attor-3

ney General determines in writing that— 4

(A) the information is the subject of a 5

preservation obligation in pending administra-6

tive, civil, or criminal litigation, in which case 7

the covered information shall be segregated, re-8

tained, and used solely for that purpose and 9

shall be destroyed as soon as it is no longer re-10

quired to be preserved for such litigation; or 11

(B) the information is being used in a pro-12

ceeding or investigation consistent with section 13

706(a) of the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance 14

Act of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1881e(a)). 15
