from the general fund estimated at $0: Provided further, 14

That during fiscal year 2027, should the total amount of 15

PACIFIC COASTAL SALMON RECOVERY 3

For necessary expenses associated with the restora-4

tion of Pacific salmon populations, $65,000,000, to re-5

main available until September 30, 2028: Provided, That, 6

of the funds provided herein, the Secretary of Commerce 7

may issue grants to the States of Washington, Oregon, 8

Idaho, Nevada, California, and Alaska, and to the feder-9

ally recognized Tribes of the Columbia River and Pacific 10

Coast (including Alaska), for projects necessary for con-11

servation of salmon and steelhead populations that are 12

listed as threatened or endangered, or that are identified 13

by a State as at-risk to be so listed, for maintaining popu-14

lations necessary for exercise of Tribal treaty fishing 15

rights or native subsistence fishing, or for conservation of 16

Pacific coastal salmon and steelhead habitat, based on 17

guidelines to be developed by the Secretary of Commerce: 18

Provided further, That all funds shall be allocated based 19

on scientific and other merit principles and shall not be 20

available for marketing activities: Provided further, That 21

funds disbursed to States shall be subject to a matching 22

requirement of funds or documented in-kind contributions 23

of at least 33 percent of the Federal funds. 24
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FISHERIES DISASTER ASSISTANCE 1

For necessary expenses of administering the fishery 2

disaster assistance programs authorized by the Magnuson- 3

Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act (Pub-4

SEC. 101. During the current fiscal year, applicable 19

appropriations and funds made available to the Depart-20

ment of Commerce by this Act shall be available for the 21

activities specified in the Act of October 26, 1949 (15 22

U.S.C. 1514), to the extent and in the manner prescribed 23

by the Act, and, notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 3324, may 24

be used for advanced payments not otherwise authorized 25
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only upon the certification of officials designated by the 1

Secretary of Commerce that such payments are in the 2

public interest. 3

SEC. 102. During the current fiscal year, appropria-4

tions made available to the Department of Commerce by 5

this Act for salaries and expenses shall be available for 6

hire of passenger motor vehicles as authorized by 31 7

U.S.C. 1343 and 1344; services as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 8

3109; and uniforms or allowances therefor, as authorized 9

by law (5 U.S.C. 5901–5902). 10

SEC. 103. Not to exceed 5 percent of any appropria-11

tion made available for the current fiscal year for the De-12

partment of Commerce in this Act may be transferred be-13

tween such appropriations, but no such appropriation shall 14

be increased by more than 10 percent by any such trans-15

fers: Provided, That any transfer pursuant to this section 16

shall be treated as a reprogramming of funds under sec-17

tion 505 of this Act and shall not be available for obliga-18

tion or expenditure except in compliance with the proce-19

dures set forth in that section: Provided further, That the 20

Secretary of Commerce shall notify the Committees on Ap-21

propriations at least 15 days in advance of the acquisition 22

or disposal of any capital asset (including land, structures, 23

and equipment) not specifically provided for in this Act 24
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or any other law appropriating funds for the Department 1

of Commerce. 2

SEC. 104. The requirements set forth by section 105 3

For purposes of this proviso, the 7

term ‘‘disclose’’ includes the release of raw data, sum-8

maries, analyses, correlations, investigative leads, deriva-9

tive intelligence, or testimony based on or generated using 10

such data, whether or not the underlying data is directly 11

revealed and regardless of the form or characterization of 12

the information. All such data shall be immune from legal 13

process, shall not be subject to subpoena, discovery, or a 14

request pursuant to section 552(a) of title 5, United 15

States Code because it is exempt pursuant to section 16

552(b)(3) of such title, and shall be inadmissible in evi-17

dence, and shall not be used, relied on, or disclosed in any 18

manner, nor shall testimony or other evidence be per-19

mitted based on such data, in any civil action in any State 20

(including the District of Columbia) or Federal court or 21

in an administrative proceeding, except in a proceeding 22

commenced by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms 23

and Explosives to enforce the provisions of chapter 44 of 24

title 18, United States Code, or a review of such an action 25
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or proceeding. Nothing in this proviso shall be construed 1

to prevent: (A) the disclosure of aggregate statistical infor-2

mation concerning total production, importation, and ex-3

portation by licensed manufacturers and licensed import-4

ers; (B) the sharing or exchange of such data among and 5

between Federal, State, local, or foreign law enforcement 6

agencies, prosecutors, and Federal national security, intel-7

ligence, or counterterrorism officials for investigative pur-8

poses; or (C) the publication of annual statistical reports 9

by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explo-10

sives, provided that such reports do not disclose trace-spe-11

cific, case-specific, or system-derived investigative data. 12

SEC. 589. (a) In this fiscal year and each fiscal year 13

thereafter, none of the funds made available in this or any 14

other Act or from any other source to the Department of 15

Justice or any of its components, including the Federal 16

Bureau of Investigation, may be used to seize or retain 17

any digital material seized or obtained from a Member of 18

Congress, a Member-elect, or the office, staff, devices, or 19

accounts of such Member, to the extent such material per-20

tains, in whole or in part, to the official business, legisla-21

tive activities, communications, deliberations, or functions 22

of a Member of Congress. 23

(b) For purposes of this section, digital material that 24

‘‘pertains, in whole or in part, to the official business, leg-25
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islative activities, communications, deliberations, or func-1

tions of a Member of Congress’’ includes— 2

(1) legislative acts, votes, deliberations, or com-3

munications with other Members, staff, constituents, 4

or executive agencies in furtherance of legislative du-5

ties; 6

(2) communications, correspondence, or records 7

generated in the performance of a Member’s rep-8

resentational duties; 9

(3) internal congressional communications, in-10

cluding communications with committee staff, lead-11

ership, or the offices of other Members; or 12

(4) any information contained on a device or 13

account predominantly used for the conduct of offi-14

cial congressional business, unless the Department 15

of Justice affirmatively demonstrates that a specific 16

item of information is entirely unrelated to official 17

business. 18

(c) In the case of digital material described under 19

subsection (b) seized by the Attorney General or the Di-20

rector of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, not later 21

than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, 22

the Attorney General or Director shall— 23

(1) return all such digital material, including all 24

copies and derivatives thereof, completely and in full 25
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to the affected Member of Congress or such Mem-1

ber’s designee; or 2

(2) if return is not practicable, destroy perma-3

nently and beyond repair all such digital material, 4

including all copies, backups, derivatives, and repro-5

ductions thereof, in any form or medium. 6

(d) Not later than 30 days after the return or de-7

struction required under subsection (c), the Attorney Gen-8

eral shall submit to the Speaker of the House of Rep-9

resentatives, the President pro tempore of the Senate, and 10

the affected Member of Congress a written certification, 11

executed under penalty of perjury pursuant to section 12

1746 of title 28, United States Code, attesting that— 13

(1) all digital material subject to this section 14

has been completely returned or permanently and ir-15

reparably destroyed; 16

(2) no copies, derivatives, or reproductions of 17

such material remain in the possession, custody, or 18

control of the Department of Justice or any of its 19

components, contractors, or agents; and 20

(3) the destruction, if applicable, was conducted 21

in accordance with standards sufficient to render the 22

material unrecoverable. 23

SEC. 590. None of the funds appropriated under this 24

Act or any other Act shall be made available for access 25
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to non-federally owned or operated software, systems, or 1

servers acting as a searchable database that can be used 2

to identify owners of firearms. 3

SEC. 591. None of the funds appropriated under this 4

Act or otherwise made available by this Act may be used 5

to reschedule marijuana (as such term is defined in section 6

102 of the Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. 802)) 7

or to remove marijuana from the schedules established 8

under section 202 of the Controlled Substances Act (21 9

U.S.C. 812). 10

SEC. 592. (a) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds 11

made available by this Act may be used by any law en-12

forcement agency or element of the intelligence commu-13

nity, that is a component of an agency funded by this Act, 14

to obtain in exchange for anything of value— 15

(1) a covered customer or subscriber record 16

from a third party; or 17

(2) illegitimately obtained information from a 18

third party. 19

(b) DEFINITIONS.—In this section— 20

(1) the term ‘‘covered customer or subscriber 21

record’’ means a record that— 22

(A) is disclosed to a third party by a pro-23

vider of an electronic communication service to 24

the public, a provider of a remote computing 25
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service, or an intermediary service provider of 1

which the covered person is a subscriber, cus-2

tomer, or end user; and 3

(B) contains the contents of a communica-4

tion, records or other information described in 5

section 2703(c)(1) of title 18, United States 6

Code, or location information; 7

(2) the term ‘‘covered person’’ means an indi-8

vidual, or a group of individuals, who— 9

(A) is a United States who is a United 10

States person, as defined in section 101 of the 11

Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978 12

(50 U.S.C. 1801); or 13

(B) is located inside the United States; 14

(3) the term ‘‘illegitimately obtained informa-15

tion’’ means information about a covered person that 16

was— 17

(A) obtained from the covered person’s ac-18

count or device, or from a provider described in 19

paragraph (1)(A), in violation of any provision 20

of law, including by deception, hacking, breach 21

of contract, or breach of a privacy policy or 22

terms of service; or 23

(B) obtained in violation of section 24

2702(a) of title 18, United States Code; 25
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(4) the term ‘‘intermediary service provider’’ 1

means an entity or facilities owner or operator that, 2

directly or indirectly, delivers, stores, or processes 3

communications for or on behalf of a provider of an 4

electronic communication service to the public or a 5

provider of a remote computing service; 6

(5) the term ‘‘third party’’ means a person, 7

who— 8

(A) is not a governmental entity; and 9

(B) in connection with the collection, dis-10

closure, obtaining, processing, or sharing of the 11

covered record at issue, and was not acting as 12

a provider of remote computing service or a 13

provider of electronic communications service to 14

the public 15

(6) the term ‘‘United States person’’ has the 16

meaning given that term in section 101 of the For-17

eign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978 (50 18

U.S.C. 1801); and 19

(7) the term ‘‘element of the intelligence com-20

munity’’ has the meaning given that term in section 21

3 of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 22

3003). 23

(c) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-24

tion shall be construed to limit the authority of any law 25
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enforcement agency or element of the intelligence commu-1

nity to acquire information through any other lawful 2

means, including pursuant to a warrant, court order, or 3

subpoena issued under any other provision of law. 4
