A BILL 
To require the Secretary of State to establish a quantum 

cooperation program to enhance international cooperation 

in quantum information science. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘International Quantum 4

Research Exchange Act’’. 5
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SEC. 2. DEFINITIONS. 1

In this Act: 2

(1) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMIT-3

TEES.—The term ‘‘appropriate congressional com-4

mittees’’ means the following: 5

(A) The Committee on Foreign Relations 6

of the Senate. 7

(B) The Committee on Foreign Affairs of 8

the House of Representatives. 9

(C) The Committee on Commerce, Science, 10

and Transportation of the Senate. 11

(D) The Committee on Energy and Com-12

merce of the House of Representatives. 13

(2) INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION.—The 14

term ‘‘institution of higher education’’ has the 15

meaning given the term in section 101(a) of the 16

Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1001(a)). 17

(3) QUANTUM INFORMATION SCIENCE.—The 18

term ‘‘quantum information science’’ means the use 19

of the laws of quantum physics for the storage, 20

transmission, manipulation, computing, or measure-21

ment of information. 22

SEC. 3. DEPARTMENT OF STATE INTERNATIONAL QUAN-23

TUM COOPERATION PROGRAM. 24

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of State shall es-25

tablish and carry out a program— 26
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(1) to enhance international cooperation in 1

quantum information science through the competi-2

tive award of matching grants to institutions of 3

higher education or eligible nonprofit organizations 4

(or consortia thereof) engaged in international col-5

laborative research; and 6

(2) to support international scientist exchange 7

programs, including exchange programs that vary in 8

length from multi-day to multi-year visits. 9

(b) PROGRAM ALIGNMENT.— 10
