1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
twes of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. COST-SHARE GRANTS FOR ROLLOVER PROTEC-

TION STRUCTURES.

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

TURE.—The term “approved rollover protection

(B) includes a seatbelt; and

ty”” means, as determined by the Secretary

(A) an agricultural producer; and
(B) an eligible school.

(3) ELIGIBLE EQUIPMENT.—The term “eligible
equipment”” means an agricultural tractor that the
Program Administrator determines to be eligible for
installation of an approved rollover protection struc-
ture.

(4) ELIGIBLE ScHOOL.—The term ‘“eligible
school” means—

(A) a vocational school that provides agri-
cultural instruction or training;

(B) an institution of higher education (as
defined in section 101 of the Higher Education

Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1001)) that provides di-

rect, practical agricultural instruction or train-

ing; and
(C) a public or private secondary school
(as defined in section 8101 of the Elementary

and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20

U.S.C. 7801)) the curriculum of which includes

an agricultural instruction or training compo-

nent.

(5) PROGRAM ADMINISTRATOR.—The term
“Program Administrator” means the organization
selected by the Secretary under subsection (¢)(1)(B).

(6) ROLLOVER PROTECTION  STRUCTURE

STANDARDS.—The term “‘rollover protection struc-

ture standards™ includes the following:

(A) The SAE J2194 and SAE J1194
standards issued by the Society of Automotive
Engineers (and successor standards).

(B) Any other relevant national or inter-
national rollover protection structure manufac-
turing or testing standards.

(7) SECRETARY.—The term ‘“‘Secretary’” means

the Secretary of Agriculture.

(b) COST-SHARE GRANTS.

(1) INn GENERAL.—The Secretary shall award
orants to eligible entities for the cost of purchasing,
transporting, and installing on eligible equipment

approved rollover protection structures.

(2) LIMITATIONS.
(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in

subparagraph (B), the amount of a grant under
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this section shall equal 70 percent of the costs
of the eligible entity to purchase, transport, and
mstall the approved rollover protection struc-
ture.

(B) ExcerTION.—If, for an eligible entity
that is the recipient of a grant under this sec-
tion, the costs to purchase, transport, and in-
stall an approved rollover structure (as docu-
mented by the eligible entity) exceed $500, the
amount of the grant shall be icreased to cover
an increased percentage (as determined by the

Secretary) of such costs.

(¢) ADMINISTRATION.—

(1) PROGRAM ADMINISTRATOR.—The Secretary

shall—

(A) seek competitive bids from nongovern-
mental organizations seeking to serve as the
Program Administrator under this section;

(B) select 1 organization from among the
organizations that submit bids under subpara-
oraph (A); and

(C) enter into a cooperative agreement
with that organization to carry out the activities

described in paragraph (2).
