duty to civilian life and reserve components—

(A) serving as the principal advisor to the
Secretary of Defense, the Deputy Secretary of
Defense, and the Under Secretary of Defense
for Personnel and Readiness on policies, oper-
ations, and programs and activities relating to
the transition of members;

(B) assisting the Secretary of Defense, the
Deputy Secretary of Defense, and the Under
Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readi-
ness with policies, operations, and programs
and activities relating to the transition of mem-
bers;

(C) working, in coordination with the Sec-
retary of Veterans Affairs, the Secretary of
Labor, and the Secretary of Education, to im-
prove the efficiency and effectiveness of all ac-

tivities relating to the transition of members;
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(D) serving as the chief transition officer
of the Department of Defense, with the mission
of coordinating and overseeing the effectiveness
of transition programs of the Department of
Defense and ensuring all members of the
Armed Forces are well equipped for civilian life
or the reserve components, as the case may be;

(I£) overseeing the Military-Civilian Transi-
tion Office and the implementation of transition
programs across the Department of Defense;

(F) conducting a review and assessment of
all transition programs and services offered by
the Department of Defense, including the Tran-
sition Assistance Program and Skillbridge Pro-
oram, and proposing legislative or administra-
tive action—

(1) to improve the efficacy and effi-
ciency of the programs; and
(11) to ensure compliance with all legal

requirements related to transition assist-

ance; and

(G) working with Federal agencies, State
and local governments, and nongovernmental
organizations to improve the delivery of transi-

tion support services.
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(¢) BRIEFING ON DESIGNATION AND IMPLEMENTA-
TION.—Not later than 90 days after the date of the enact-
ment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall provide
a briefing to the congressional defense committees (as de-
fined in section 101 of title 10, United States Code) on—

(1) the status of the designation of the official
under subsection (a); and

(2) the implementation of the roles, responsibil-
ities, and authorities of the official under subsection

(b).
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
