1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Reproductive Health

5 Care Accessibility Act”.
6 SEC. 2. FINDINGS.

7

Congress finds the following:
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(1) In the United States, approximately 1 in 4
adults have some type of disability, more than 1 in
10 individuals with disabilities can become pregnant,
and over 4,100,000 individuals are parents with dis-
abilities.

(2) All people, including individuals with dis-
abilities, have the right to decide if, when, and how
to start and raise a family, as well as to have
healthy pregnancies and postpartum periods.

(3) Titles II and III of the Americans with Dis-
abilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12131 et seq. and
12181 et seq.), section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act
of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794), and section 1557 of the
Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (42
U.S.C. 18116) provide individuals with disabilities
with the right to equitably access and receive health
care.

(4) Disabled individuals face unique barriers
when accessing reproductive health care, including
accessibility issues at health care facilities, lack of
accessible medical diagnostic equipment, barriers to
accessible travel, delay in receiving preventative serv-
ices, and lack of health care providers with training
and knowledge on the needs of individuals with dis-

abilities receiving reproductive health care.
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(5) Reproductive health care is critical to an in-
dividual’s long-term health. Disabled individuals
have higher mortality rates from reproductive re-
lated cancers often due to lack of access to reproduc-
tive health care, higher rates of maternal mortality
and morbidity, and often experience earlier onset
menopause.

(6) The United States Access Board has estab-
lished standards for accessible medical diagnostic
equipment that were adopted by the Department of
Health and Human Services and the Department of
Justice in 2024. Awareness about the standards re-
mains low among providers. Greater provider edu-
cation, implementation, and enforcement of the
standards 1s necessary to ensure equally effective re-
productive and sexual health care for individuals
with disabilities.

(7) Disabled individuals have an equal right to
reproductive autonomy, but harmful stereotypes
about individuals with disabilities create barriers to
cetting care that respects that autonomy.

(8) Laws that restrict access to reproductive
health care, including abortion care,

disproportionally harm individuals who already face
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barriers to reproductive health care, which includes
disabled individuals.

(9) Individuals with and without disabilities
want children at the same frequency, but individuals
with disabilities are less likely to receive contracep-
tion counseling and timely prenatal care, experience
a higher rate of sterilization, and are at a greater
risk for adverse pregnancy outcomes.

(10) Diversity and inclusion in the health care
workforee is a critical factor in the delivery of high-
quality, culturally competent health care and im-
proves patient outcomes. However, the rate of stu-
dents and trainees with disabilities in medical and
allied health education remains low compared to
those without disabilities.

SEC. 3. PROGRAM FOR TRAINING THE WORKFORCE.
Part D of title VII of the Public Health Service Act
(42 U.S.C. 294 et seq.) is amended by adding at the end
the following:

“(D) an entity with expertise in reproduc-
tive rights and justice;

“(E) an Indian Tribe, Tribal organization,

or urban Indian organization; or
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“(F) a consortium of entities described in

any of subparagraphs (A) through (E).

$10,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2027 through 2031.

SEC. 7. NATIONAL TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary of Health and

Human Services, acting through the Administration for
Community Living, shall directly, or through a grant, con-
tract, or cooperative agreement, establish a National Tech-

nical Assistance Center to—
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(1) provide recommendations and best practices
to States, territories, Indian Tribes, Tribal organiza-
tions, and Urban Indian organizations concerning
improving coordination of services including mental
health and substance use disorder services, social
services, health care, and transportation to increase
access to quality, integrated systems of accessible,
comprehensive disability clinical care, and services
for individuals with disabilities;

(2) provide technical assistance to health care
providers on culturally and linguistically accessible
and appropriate sexual and reproductive health care,
including before, during, and after pregnancy and
perinatal care and family planning services;

(3) develop resources and provide technical as-
sistance to assist covered entities in complying with
applicable Federal laws and regulations; and

(4) develop resources for individuals with dis-
abilities facing barriers to accessible care, mcluding
related to accessible medical diagnostic equipment

and the Barrier-F'ree Health Care Initiative.

(b) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:
(1) DrsaBinity.—The terms “disability” and

“disabilities” have the meaning given such terms for
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purposes of the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.).

(2) INDIAN TRIBE; TRIBAL ORGANIZATION.—
The terms “Indian Tribe” and “Tribal organiza-
tion” have the meaning given such terms in section
4 of the Indian Self-Determination and Education
Assistance Act (25 U.S.C. 5304).

(3) URBAN INDIAN ORGANIZATION.—The term
“Urban Indian organization” has the meaning given
such term in section 4 of the Indian Health Care

Improvement Act (25 U.S.C. 1603).

(¢) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is
authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section,
$10,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2027 through 2031.
SEC. 8. RESEARCH STUDY.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of IHealth and
Human Services, in consultation with the Administrator
of the Administration for Community Living, shall carry
out a study to—

(1) identify the types of programs and services
that have demonstrated effectiveness in providing
sexual and reproductive health care services for indi-
viduals with disabilities;

(2) analyze the effectiveness of Federal, State,

Tribal, and local partnerships to coordinate efforts
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to ensure an integrated system of accessible, com-

prehensive sexual and reproductive health care for

individuals with disabilities; and

(3) 1identify necessary memoranda of under-
standing or interagency agreements that are needed
to foster data and public health research focusing on
sexual and reproductive health care barriers for indi-
viduals with disabilities.

(b) REPORT.—Not later than 3 years after the date
of enactment of this Aect, the Secretary of Health and
Human Services shall submit to the Committee on Health,
Education, Labor, and Pensions of the Senate and the
Committee on Energy and Commerce and the Committee
on Education and Workforce of the House of Representa-
tives, a report on the results of the study conducted under
subsection (a).

(¢) DEFINITION.—In this section the terms ‘‘dis-
ability” and “disabilities” have the meanings given such

(d) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is
