(3) by inserting after subsection (n) the fol-
lowing:
“(0) ORITICAL MINERALS AND MATERIALS LIST.—
“(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 45 days after
the date of enactment of the Critical Mineral Consist-
ency Act of 2025, the Secretary shall publish a Crit-
wcal Minerals and Materials List, which shall in-
clude—
“(A) any critical mineral designated by the
Secretary under subsection (¢); and
“(B) any mnon-fuel mineral, element, sub-
stance, or material that the Secretary of Energy
has determined to be a critical material under

subsection (a)(2) as of that date of enactment.

“(3) PUBLICATION ALIGNMENT—To the wmax-
vmum extent practicable, the Secretary and the Sec-
retary of Energy shall coordinate when updates to the
Critical Minerals and Materials List may be requived
under paragraph (2).

“(4) ADMINISTRATION.—For the purposes of ad-
mumistering programs involving critical minerals or
critical materials, the Secretary, the Secretary of En-
erqy, and the heads of other Federal departments and
agencies where such department or agency has incor-
porated by reference the definition of ‘critical min-
