House sustained Presidential veto Mar. 26, 2019; Roll 
No. 127: 248–181.

981).— Providing 
for congressional disapproval under chapter 8 of title 
5, United States Code, of the rule submitted by the 
Department of Education relating to ‘‘Borrower De-
fense Institutional Accountability’’. Referred to Edu-
cation and Labor Sept. 26, 2019. Passed House Jan. 
16, 2020; Roll No. 22: 231–180. Received in Senate 
Jan. 21, 2020. Passed Senate Mar. 11, 2020; Roll No. 
70: 53–42. Presented to the President May 19, 2020. 
Vetoed May 29, 2020. House sustained Presidential 
veto June 26, 2020; Roll No. 120: 238–173.

77.— Opposing the decision to end certain 
United States efforts to prevent Turkish military oper-
ations against Syrian Kurdish forces in Northeast 
Syria.
