H.R. 1 (H. Res. 179).— To expand Americans’ access 
to the ballot box, reduce the influence of big money 
in politics, strengthen ethics rules for public servants, 
and implement other anti-corruption measures for the 
purpose of fortifying our democracy, and for other pur-
poses. Referred to House Administration and in addi-
tion to Intelligence (Permanent Select), the Judiciary, 
Oversight and Reform, Science, Space, and Technology, 
Education and Labor, Ways and Means, Financial 
Services, Ethics, Homeland Security, and Armed Serv-
ices Jan. 4, 2021. Considered Mar. 2, 2021. Passed 
House amended Mar. 3, 2021; Roll No. 62: 220–210. 

H.R. 5 (H. Res. 147).— To prohibit discrimination on 
the basis of sex, gender identity, and sexual orienta-
tion, and for other purposes. Referred to the Judiciary 
and in addition to Education and Labor, Financial 
Services, Oversight and Reform, and House Adminis-
tration Feb. 18, 2021. Passed House Feb. 25, 2021; 
Roll No. 39: 224–206. Received in Senate Mar. 1, 2021. 
Ordered placed on the calendar Mar. 2, 2021. 

H.R. 8 (H. Res. 188).— To require a background check 
for every firearm sale. Referred to the Judiciary Mar. 
1, 2021. Considered Mar. 10, 2021. Passed House 
amended Mar. 11, 2021; Roll No. 75: 227–203. 

H.R. 21.— To enhance the innovation, security, and 
availability of cloud computing products and services 
used in the Federal Government by establishing the 
Federal Risk and Authorization Management Program 
within the General Services Administration and by es-
tablishing a risk management, authorization, and con-
tinuous monitoring process to enable the Federal Gov-
ernment to leverage cloud computing products and 
services using a risk-based approach consistent with 
the Federal Information Security Modernization Act 
of 2014 and cloud-based operations, and for other pur-
poses. Referred to Oversight and Reform Jan. 4, 2021. 
Rules suspended. Passed House Jan. 5, 2021. Received 
in Senate and referred to Homeland Security and Gov-
ernmental Affairs Jan. 6, 2021. 

H.R. 22.— To amend the Federal Funding Accountability 
and Transparency Act of 2006, to require the budget 
justifications and appropriation requests of agencies 
be made publicly available. Referred to Oversight and 
Reform and in addition to the Budget Jan. 4, 2021. 
Rules suspended. Passed House Jan. 5, 2021; Roll No. 
9: 412–2. Received in Senate and referred to Homeland 
Security and Governmental Affairs Jan. 6, 2021.

H.R. 23.— To require congressional notification for cer-
tain changes in status of inspectors general, and for 
other purposes. Referred to Oversight and Reform and 
in addition to the Budget Jan. 4, 2021. Rules sus-
pended. Passed House Jan. 5, 2021. Received in Senate 
and referred to Homeland Security and Governmental 
Affairs Jan. 6, 2021. 

H.R. 26.— To amend the Consolidated Appropriations 
Act, 2021, to correct a provision on the prohibition 
on the use of a reverse auction, and for other purposes. 
Referred to Oversight and Reform and in addition to 
the Budget Jan. 4, 2021. Rules suspended. Passed 
House Jan. 5, 2021. Received in Senate and referred 
to Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs Jan. 
6, 2021. 

H.R. 27.— To amend chapter 3 of title 5, United States 
Code, to require the publication of settlement agree-
ments, and for other purposes. Referred to Oversight 
and Reform and in addition to the Budget Jan. 4, 
2021. Rules suspended. Passed House Jan. 5, 2021. 
Received in Senate and referred to Homeland Security 
and Governmental Affairs Jan. 6, 2021. 

H.R. 208.— To designate the facility of the United States 
Postal Service located at 500 West Main Street, Suite 
102 in Tupelo, Mississippi, as the ‘‘Colonel Carlyle 
‘Smitty’ Harris Post Office’’. Referred to Oversight and 
Reform Jan. 5, 2021. Rules suspended. Passed House 
Feb. 23, 2021; Roll No. 32: 406–15. Received in Senate 
and referred to Homeland Security and Governmental 
Affairs Feb. 24, 2021. 

H.R. 264.— To designate the facility of the United States 
Postal Service located at 1101 Charlotte Street in 
Georgetown, South Carolina, as the ‘‘Joseph Hayne 
Rainey Memorial Post Office Building’’. Referred to 
Oversight and Reform Jan. 11, 2021. Rules suspended. 
Passed House Feb. 23, 2021. Received in Senate and 
referred to Homeland Security and Governmental Af-
fairs Feb. 24, 2021. 

H.R. 335 (S. 12).— To provide for an exception to a 
limitation against appointment of persons as Secretary 
of Defense within seven years of relief from active 
duty as a regular commissioned officer of the Armed 
Forces. Referred to Armed Services Jan. 15, 2021. 
Passed House Jan. 21, 2021; Roll No. 18: 326–78. Re-
ceived in Senate and passed Jan. 21, 2021; Roll No. 
4: 69–27. Presented to the President Jan. 21, 2021. 
Approved Jan. 22, 2021. Public Law 117–1.

H.R. 447 (H. Res. 85).— To amend the Act of August 
16, 1937 (commonly referred to as the ‘‘National Ap-
prenticeship Act’’) and expand the national apprentice-
ship system to include apprenticeships, youth appren-
ticeships, and pre-apprenticeship registered under such 
Act, to promote the furtherance of labor standards nec-
essary to safeguard the welfare of apprentices, and 
for other purposes. Referred to Education and Labor 
and in addition to the Judiciary Jan. 25, 2021. Passed 
House amended Feb. 5, 2021; Roll No. 31: 247–173. 
Received in Senate and referred to Health, Education, 
Labor, and Pensions Feb. 25, 2021. 

H.R. 546.— To regulate monitoring of electronic commu-
nications between an incarcerated person in a Bureau 
of Prisons facility and that person’s attorney or other 
legal representative, and for other purposes. Referred 
to the Judiciary Jan. 28, 2021. Considered under sus-
pension of rules Feb. 23, 2021. Rules suspended. 
Passed House Feb. 24, 2021; Roll No. 36: 414–11. Re-
ceived in Senate and referred to the Judiciary Feb. 
25, 2021. 

H.R. 772.— To designate the facility of the United States 
Postal Service located at 229 Minnetonka Avenue 
South in Wayzata, Minnesota, as the ‘‘Jim Ramstad 
Post Office’’. Referred to Oversight and Reform Feb. 
3, 2021. Rules suspended. Passed House Feb. 23, 2021. 
Received in Senate and referred to Homeland Security 
and Governmental Affairs Feb. 24, 2021. 

H.R. 803 (H. Res. 147).— To designate certain lands 
in the State of Colorado as components of the National 
Wilderness Preservation System, and for other pur-
poses. Referred to Natural Resources and in addition 
to Armed Services Feb. 4, 2021. Considered Feb. 25, 
2021. Passed House amended Feb. 26, 2021; Roll No. 
45: 227–200. Received in Senate and referred to En-
ergy and Natural Resources Mar. 2 (Legislative day 
of Mar. 1), 2021. 

H.R. 813.— To designate the facility of the United States 
Postal Service located at 1050 Sunset Road Southwest 
in Albuquerque, New Mexico, as the ‘‘Jose Hernandez 
Post Office Building’’. Referred to Oversight and Re-
form Feb. 4, 2021. Rules suspended. Passed House 
Feb. 23, 2021. Received in Senate and referred to 
Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs Feb. 24, 
2021. 

H.R. 842 (H. Res. 188).— To amend the National Labor 
Relations Act, the Labor Management Relations Act, 
1947, and the Labor-Management Reporting and Dis-
closure Act of 1959, and for other purposes. Referred 
to Education and Labor Feb. 4, 2021. Passed House 
amended Mar. 9, 2021; Roll No. 70: 225–206. 

H.R. 1192.— To impose requirements on the payment 
of compensation to professional persons employed in 
voluntary cases commenced under title III of the Puer-
to Rico Oversight Management and Economic Stability 
Act (commonly known as ‘‘PROMESA’’). Referred to 
the Judiciary Feb. 22, 2021. Considered under suspen-
sion of rules Feb. 23, 2021. Rules suspended. Passed 
House Feb. 24, 2021; Roll No. 37: 429–0. Received 
in Senate and referred to Energy and Natural Re-
sources Feb. 25, 2021.

H.R. 1276.— To authorize the Secretary of Veterans Af-
fairs to furnish COVID-19 vaccines to certain individ-
uals, and for other purposes. Referred to Veterans’ Af-
fairs Feb. 24, 2021. Committee discharged. Passed 
House amended Mar. 9, 2021. Received in Senate Mar. 
10, 2021. 

H.R. 1280 (H. Res. 179).— To hold law enforcement ac-
countable for misconduct in court, improve trans-
parency through data collection, and reform police 
training and policies. Referred to the Judiciary and 
in addition to Armed Services, and Energy and Com-
merce Feb. 24, 2021. Passed House Mar. 3, 2021; Roll 
No. 60: 220–212. Received in Senate Mar. 9, 2021. 

H.R. 1319 (H. Res. 166) (H. Res. 176) (H. Res. 198).— 
To provide for reconciliation pursuant to title II of 
S. Con. Res. 5. Reported from the Budget Feb. 24, 
2021; Rept. 117–7. Union Calendar. Passed House 
amended Feb. 27 (Legislative day of Feb. 26), 2021; 
Roll No. 49: 219–212. Received in Senate and ordered 
placed on the calendar Mar. 2, 2021. Considered Mar. 
4, 2021. Passed Senate with amendment Mar. 6 (Legis-
lative day of Mar. 5), 2021; Roll No. 110: 50–49. House 
concurred in Senate amendment Mar. 10, 2021; Roll 
No. 72: 220–211. Presented to the President Mar. 10, 
2021. 

H.R. 1446 (H. Res. 188).— To amend chapter 44 of title 
18, United States Code, to strengthen the background 
check procedures to be followed before a Federal fire-
arms licensee may transfer a firearm to a person who 
is not such a licensee. Referred to the Judiciary Mar. 
1, 2021. Considered Mar. 10, 2021. Passed House 
amended Mar. 11, 2021; Roll No. 77: 219–210. 
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
