verification process for TEACH Grant recipients, and for other purposes. (Pending is the vote on 
the motion to suspend the rules and pass.) 

S 1828 
July 26 

A bill to amend the Central Intelligence Agency Act of 1949 to authorize the provision of payment 
to personnel of the Central Intelligence Agency who incur qualifying injuries to the brain, to au-
thorize the provision of payment to personnel of the Department of State who incur similar inju-
ries, and for other purposes. (Pending is the vote on the motion to suspend the rules and pass.) 

H.R. 1029 
July 26 

A bill to Waive the application fee for any special use permit for veterans’ special events at war me-
morials on land administered by the National Park Service in the District of Columbia and its 
environs, and for other purposes. (Pending is the vote on the motion to suspend the rules and 
pass.) 

H.R. 1154 
July 26 

A bill to authorize the Secretary of the Interior to conduct a study to assess the suitability and fea-
sibility of designating certain land as the Great Dismal Swamp National Heritage Area, and for 
other purposes. (Pending is the vote on the motion to suspend the rules and pass.) 

S 325 
July 26 

A bill to amend the Alyce Spotted Bear and Walter Soboleff Commission on Native Children Act to 
extend the deadline for a report by the Alyce Spotted Bear and Walter Soboleff Commission on 
Native Children, and for other purposes. (Pending is the vote on the motion to suspend the rules 
and pass.)

A bill to amend the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act of 2006, to require the 
budget justifications and appropriation requests of agencies be made publicly available. (Pending 
is the vote on the motion to suspend the rules and pass.) 

H.R. 3533 
July 26 

A bill to establish occupational series for Federal positions in software development, software engi-
neering, data science, and data management, and for other purposes. (Pending is the vote on the 
motion to suspend the rules and pass, as amended.) 

H.R. 3599 
July 26 

A bill to establish a Federal rotational cyber workforce program for the Federal cyber workforce, 
and for other purposes. (Pending is the vote on the motion to suspend the rules and pass, as 
amended.) 

H.R. 1204 
July 26 

A bill to amend the District of Columbia Home Rule Act to permit the District of Columbia to es-
tablish the rate of pay of the Chief Financial Officer of the District of Columbia. (Pending is the 
vote on the motion to suspend the rules and pass.) 

H.R. 978 
July 26 

A bill to require the head of each agency to establish a safety plan relating to COVID-19 for any 
worksite at which employees or contractors are required to be physically present during the 
COVID-19 pandemic, and for other purposes.

July 26 

A bill to authorize the National Cyber Director to accept details from other elements of the Federal 
Government on nonreimbursable basis, and for other purposes. (Pending is the vote on the mo-
tion to suspend the rules and pass.) 
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THE MORNING HOUR FOR THE CALL OF COMMITTEES 

Rule XIV, clause 4: 
‘‘4. After the unfinished business has been disposed of, the Speaker shall call each standing committee in 

regular order and then select committees. Each committee when named may call up for consideration a bill or 
resolution reported by it on a previous day and on the House Calendar. If the Speaker does not complete the 
call of the committees before the House passes to other business, the next call shall resume at the point it left 
off, giving preference to the last bill or resolution under consideration. A committee that has occupied the call 
for two days may not call up another bill or resolution until the other committees have been called in their turn.’’ 

NOTE.—Call rests with the Committee on Agriculture. 

CALENDAR WEDNESDAY BUSINESS 

Rule XV, clause 6: 
‘‘6. (a) On Wednesday of each week, business shall not be in order before completion of the call of those commit-

tees (except as provided by clause 4 of rule XIV) whose chair, or other member authorized by the committee, 
has announced to the House a request for such call on the preceding legislative day. 

(b) A bill or resolution on either the House or the Union Calendar, except bills or resolutions that are privileged 
under the Rules of the House, may be called under this clause. A bill or resolution called up from the Union 
Calendar shall be considered in the Committee of the Whole House on the state of the Union without motion, 
subject to clause 3 of rule XVI. General debate on a measure considered under this clause shall be confined to 
the measure and may not exceed two hours equally divided between a proponent and an opponent. 

(c) This clause does not apply during the last two weeks of a session of Congress. 
(d) Precedents, rulings, or procedures in effect before the One Hundred Eleventh Congress regarding the pri-

ority of business and the availability of other business on Wednesday shall be applied only to the extent consistent 
with this clause.’’

the last 2 weeks of a session (clause 6, rule XV). Mondays of each 
month (clause 4, rule XV). 

Private Calendar ........................................... First Tuesday of each month (clause 5, rule XV). 
Suspension of rules ....................................... Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays 

and during the last 6 days of a session (clause 1, rule XV). 
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
