1973, to the seat vacated by the death of her first husband, the late Peter Snowe; reelected
for a full two-year term in 1974; elected to the Maine Senate, 1976; chaired the Joint Standing
Committee on Health and Institutional Services; elected to the 96th Congress, November 7,
