graduated, Deerfield Academy, 1940; entered Yale University, 1940 and left in February 1942
to enlist in U.S. Marine Corps; served in origina landing on Guadalcanal, August 1942; com-
missioned second lieutenant, participated in fighting in Okinawa; B.A., Yae University, 1947;
LL.B., Harvard Law School, 1950; admitted to bar in Rhode Island, 1950; recalled to active
duty in Marines in Korean conflict, 1951; served in Korea as rifle company commander; dis-
charged with rank of captain, 1952; total active duty time in Marine Corps, 5¥2 years, practiced
law in Providence, 1952—63; member, Rhode Island House of Representatives, 1957—-63; minor-
ity leader, 1959-63; Governor of Rhode Island, 1963-69; chairman, Republican Governors As-
sociation, 1968; Secretary of the Navy, January 1969 to May 1972; Chubb fellow, Yae Univer-
sity, 1966; board of visitors, John F. Kennedy School of Government, Harvard University,
1969-72; Yae University, board of trustees, 1972—78; honorary degrees.
