HIS REQUEST TO MAKE AVAILABLE APPROPRIATIONS TOTALING
$13,025,000 IN BUDGETARY AUTHORITY FOR THE DEPARTMENT
OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES, IN ADDITION A REQUEST
TO REDIRECT APPROPRIATIONS TOTALING $3,700,000 IN BUDGET
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ANT TO 31 U.S.C. 1107

Washington, April 12, 1996.

THE SPEAKER OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

SIR: In accordance with provisions of P.L. 103-333, the Depart-
ments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education, and
Related Agencies Appropriations Act, FY 1995, | hereby make
available appropriations totaling $13,025,000 in budget authority
for the Department of Health and Human Services. In addition, in
accordance with provisions of P.L. 103-211, the Emergency Supple-
mental Appropriations Act, FY 1994, | am transmitting a request
to redirect appropriations totaling $3,700,000 in budget authority
to the Department of Health and Human Services. Through these
two actions, a total of $16,725,000 will be made available to provide
financial assistance for public health crises in Los Angeles County.

The funds appropriated in P.L. 103-333 will be available to the
Department of Health and Human services immediately. As pro-
vided in P.L. 103-221, the funds appropriated in that Act will be
available 15 days from the date of this transmittal. These funds
have previously been made available and transferred from the un-
anticipated needs account within Funds Appropriated to the Presi-
dent to the Departments of Commerce and the Interior. Through
this request, these funds will be transferred to the Department of
Health and Human services to address immediate emergency re-
quirements.

I designate the amounts made available as emergency require-
ments pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(D)(i) of the Balanced Budget
and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, as amended.

The details of these actions are set forth in the enclosed letter
from the Director of the Office of Management and Budget. | con-
cur with her comments and observations.

Submitted for your consideration are regquests to maks
available emergency appropriations totaling $16,725,000 for the
Department of Health and Human Services (HH8). Your roval of
these requests would make available prev Yy appropriated funds
to address public health crises in Los Angeles County.

The requested funds wars part of the $364 million package
negotiated between the State of California, lLos Angeles County,
HHS, and OMB last September. 8Sinos the funds in the County's
Medicaid waiver are by far the largest part of the package, ve
chose to hold the emergency designation pending the conclusion of
detailed waiver-related discussions regerding the 's
transition to a mors efficient and cutpatient-based health cars
systex. I now recommend that you transmit thesse requests
concurrently with the Health Care Financing Administration’'s
announcement of the County's Medicaid waiver on Thursday, April
11th.

P.L. 103-333, the Departments of Labor, Health and Human
Services, and Education, and Related ies Appropriations Act,
FY 1993, provided $35 million for public health needs resulting
from Tropical Storm Alberte and other emergencies. The
availability of these funds was made contingent upon the
President submitting a budget request to the Congress and
designating the entirs amount requested as an emergency
requirement. Of this amcunt, $21,973,000 has been designated
previously as an emergency requirement and made available. At
this time, the remaining $13,025,000 is required to support
relief for public health crises in Los Angsles County.

P.L. 103-211, the Eme Supplemental Appropriations Act,
FY 1994, provided $550 ulm«' the Unanticipated needs
account within Funds Appropriated to the President that may be
transferred to any authorized Federal governmental activity. The
availability of these funds was made contingent upon the
President submitting a budget request to the Congress and
designating the entire amount requested as an smergency
requirement. As of January 9, 1995, the entire $550 million
appropriation had been designated as smergency requirements and
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made available to Federal agencies. As described in the
enclosure, this request weould redirsct $3,700,000 of funds
previocusly made available to the DQltta-nu of Commerce and the
Interior to HNS to mest immediats Y requi: These
mumwmtmbmobliwtdandmmmbymte
provide financial assistance for public health crises in Los
Anqolc' County.

I m_cnd that you designate the requests described above
as emergency funding requi in with section
251(b) (2) (D) (1) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit
Control Act of 1985, as amended.

I have carefully reviewed these proposals and am satisfied
that they are necessary at this time. Los Angeles County
continues to face a serious public health crisis and may have to
close important health facilities. As one aspect of the crisis,
outpatient facilities with a vital role in promoting public
health may have to cease providing services. The funding that I
am recommending you make available will be used to help stabilize
these services while the County makes the transition to a more
efficient, outpatient-based health care delivery system.

Title VI, Emergency Appropriations, contained in Public
Law 103-333, the Departments of Labor, Health and Human
Services, and Education, and Related Agencies Appropriations
Act, FY 1995, provided $35 million for the Public health and
social services emergency fund. The availability of these
funds was made contingent upon the President submitting a
budget request to the Congress and designating the entire
amount requested as an emergency requirement. On March 31,
1995, the President designated $21,975,000 as an emergency
requirement, and the funds were made available to support a
variety of emergency public health and social services
activities. At this time, the remaining $13,025,000 is needed
to provide financial assistance for public health crises in lcs
Angeles County.
