introduction

Background

The Twenty-seventh Annual Report
of the President on Federal Advisory
Committees, Fiscal Year 1998, has
been prepared in accordance with
section 2 of Executive Order 12024
and Section 6(c) of the Federal
Advisory Committee Act (FACA),

as amended (Public Law 92-463,
5US.C, App.).

This report is a summary of
information furnished by Federal
agencies to the General Services
Administration (GSA), which is
forwarded separately to the Congress.
It is designed to provide an overview
of the extent to which advisory
committees are used to obtain advice
on the design and implementation of
a wide array of policies and
programs. Accordingly, the report
includes data on trends in related
activities, such as costs and
membership levels, of advisory
committees sponsored by the
executive branch. This information is
used by the President, the Congress
and GSA to strengthen accountability
for the attainment of committee
objectives.

Congress passed FACA in 1972
amid concerns relating to the number
and costs of advisory committees, as
well as the lack of adeguate means
for ensuring their accountability to
the public. The Act is designed to
illuminate how agencies make
decisions based on advice and
recommendations from individuals
outside of Government. Since 1972,
the Act’s coverage has been extended
to more than 4,000 advisory
committees made up of an estimated
525,000 members who contribute
between 150,000 and 200,000 days

per year of public service.

GSA’s Committee Management
Secretariat, mandated by section 7 of
FACA, issues regulations and
guidelines (41 CFR Part 101-6);
provides governmentwide policy and
oversight of approximately 1,000
advisory committees at any one time;
prepares the Annual Report of the
President on Federal Advisory
Committees; conducts an annual
comprehensive review to determine
the continuing need for existing
groups; and provides a range of
assistance fto Federal agencies on the
Act and public participation and
access policies. These activities
provide a broad base of information
which is made available to the
Congress and members of the public
who are interested in participating in
committee activities or obtaining
information.

FACA and Information Policy

More than twenty-five years before
the enactment of FACA, the Federal
Government began to recognize the
important role played by advisory
committees in developing effective
policies. While the use of citizen-
advisors has its roots in the earliest
efforts of the Nation’s leaders to
obtain objective and informed advice,
it was not until the end of World War
11 that advisory committees became
institutionalized as a preferred tool of
democratic government.

As the influence and number of
advisory committees grew, so did
concerns within the executive and
legislative branches regarding their
management, cost, and accountability.
In 1962, President Kennedy issued
Executive Order 11007, establishing

guidelines for using such groups.
These rules were expanded in 1964,
with the issuance of the original
Bureau of the Budget Circular A-63.

Federal information policy
relating to the accessibility of
government records was revised in
1966, following the enactment of the
Freedom of Information Act (FOIA).
In 1972, similar openness policies
were applied to the use of advisory
committees through the enactment of
FACA. Later in the 1970s, the two
remaining cornerstones of Federal
access policy, the Privacy Act (1974)
and the Government in the Sunshine
Act (1976) were enacted by the
Congress.

The Administration has also
recognized the significant role played
by advisory committees and has taken
steps to assure they are effectively
managed. Through the issuance of
Executive Order 12838 in 1993,
President Clinton directed that
advisory committees whose missions
were no longer supportive of national
interests, or whose work resulted in
duplication of effort, be terminated.

Advisory committees continue
to represent an essential part of
Federal efforts to increase public
participation. However, they
increasingly are being employed at all
levels of government within a highly
diversified array of complementary
tools and techniques designed to
facilitate and encourage greater
public-private collaboration. This
approach provides greater flexibility
to Federal officials who are
responsible for obtaining citizen input
and, conversely, gives the public a
wider menu of choices that meets its
needs.



FACA’s Information
Policy Provisions

‘While FACA generally is recognized
for its emphasis on controlling the
number and costs of advisory
committees, its provisions governing
access to committee meetings and
records are equally important. Where
FOIA’s provisions, for example,
apply to pre-existing documents,
FACA’s goal is to provide
contemporaneous access to meetings
and materials generated for use by
Federal advisory committees during
their deliberations.

In particular, section 10 of the
Act provides that each meeting of an
advisory commijttee must be open to
the public, except for those closed or
partially-closed pursuant to specific
exemptions in the Government in the
Sunshine Act, and timely notice of
each meeting must be published in
the Federal Register. Interested
persons may attend, appear before, or
file statements with any advisory
committee, subject to reasonable
operating procedures. Documents
prepared for or by, or otherwise made
available to an advisory commitiee,
must be available for public
inspection and copying at a single
location, subject to exclusions
provided under the FOIA. In
addition, minutes of each meeting
must be kept and made available to
the public.

These provisions are designed
to ensure that the ebb and flow of
information to and from an advisory
committee is maximized, and that
committees are accountable to the
public; two of the underlying policy
goals contained in FACA,

FACA Amendments of 1997

Reflecting the Congress’ continuing
interest in increasing public access to
Federal decistonmaking, the Federal
Advisory Committee Act
Amendments of 1997 (Public Law
105-153, December 17, 1997) went
into effect during fiscal year 1998.

Section 3 of the amendments required
GSA to provide a report to the
Congress regarding the
implementation of, and compliance
with, the new law. Accordingly,
GSA’s report, dated December 30,
1998, covered actions taken by the
National Academy of Sciences (NAS)
and the National Academy of Public
Administration (NAPA) to address
the amendments to FACA made by
section 2(b).

In preparing its evaluation,
GSA closely worked with NAS and
NAPA to evaluate the effectiveness of
actions taken by the Academies to
comply with the new requirements
now contained in section 15 of
FACA. The Academies also
collaborated with GSA and an
interagency team to develop proposed
governmentwide regulations
implementing section 15. These
regulations will be issued during
fiscal year 1999.

During the course of GSA’s
work with the Academies, an
independent review of NAS’
compliance with the new section 15
of FACA was completed by the
General Accounting Office (GAO).
The GAO report, entitled Federal
Research: The National Academy of
Sciences and the Federal Advisory
Committee Act, was issued on
November 13, 1998 (GAO/RCED-
99-17). In addition, a separate legal
opinion by GAO’s General Counset
regarding the applicability of FACA
to the NAS and its components
(B-281390) was issued on November
24, 1998.

In addition to Jeveraging the
information contained in the reviews
conducted by the GAO, GSA
commissioned an overall evaluation
of its actions to facilitate the
implementation of the new section 15
of FACA and to address specific
policy and procedural actions taken
by the Academies to comply with the
new law. This review was completed
by Performance Management
Consulting (PMC), Inc. on December

4, 1998. The findings presented by
GAO and PMC, taken together, form
the basis for GSA’s conclusions
regarding the overall implementation
of the 1997 amendments.

Based upon the available
evidence, GSA concluded that the
Academies have complied
substantially with both the letter and
spirit of those requirements containec
in the FACA Amendments of 1997.
Documentation provided to GSA,
GAO, and PMC illustrate the many
policy and procedural changes made
by NAS and NAPA to increase public
access to their covered advisory
committee activities as envisioned by
the Congress.

25th Anniversary of FACA

As FACA entered its second guarter-
century during fiscal year 1998, GSA
began the important process of
examining opportunities for
strengthening the Act’s role in
encouraging and promoting effective
collaboration. This effort has been
undertaken consistent with the
President’s transmittal of the fiscal
year 1997 Annual Report, which
asked the Administrator of General
Services to prepare a legislative
proposal addressing an overall policy
framework for leveraging the public’s
role in Federal decisionmaking
through a wide variety of
mechanisms, including advisory
committees.

The environment within which
the Act operates today has changed
dramatically since 1972. During the
1990’s, the executive branch
expanded the use of advisory
committees by obtaining greater
direct participation from local
communities, and State and tribal
governments. This shift contrasts
with earlier approaches that
emphasized decisionmaking at the
national level. These and other
factors have influenced total
governmentwide costs associated
with operating advisory committees.
For example:



Advisory committees have
become an integral part of the basic
business processes used by some
agencies to accomplish their
statutory missions. The Department
of Health and Human Services
{HHS), the National Endowment for
the Arts (NEA), and the National
Science Foundation (NSF) sponsor
commiitees that perform critical
functions in satisfying scientific,
procedural and administrative
protocols, whilc also providing
advice and recommendations.
Advisory committees have largely
become institutionalized within these
agencies for these reasons.

Advisory comntittees have

become the preferred tools for
addressing significant national
issues. Committees have been
formed to respond to such
emergencies as the Space Shuttie
Challenger and Three Mile Island
accidents and, most recently, to
evaluate issues related to aviation,
infrastructure, and information
secarity. Costs associated with such
committess vary greatly and may
influence directly the growth in
governmentwide expenditures during
a given fiscal year.

Federal agencies are
increasingly using regional or local
advisory committees in the field. As
part of the Administration’s nitiatives

to improve customer service and
increase the public’s participation in
Federal decisions affecting local
communities, agencies are establish-
ing more advisory committees which
operate at their field levels. Such
commitiees are addressing a diverse
range of issues, including those
related to ecosystem management and
restoration of environmentally
contaminated facilities,

Accordingly, trends in FACA-
related expenditures and public
access to committee meetings must
be viewed within the context of the
contemporary use of advisory
committees.

The Committee Management
Secretariat has launched the second
version of its new Internet-based
reporting system which serves as the
centerpiece of its efforts to assist

fiscal year 1998, the Secretariat added
features to allow Committee
Management Officers (CMOs),
Designated Federal Officers (DFOs),
and support staff to add data
contemporaneously on committee
costs, meetings, and subcomumittee
activities. These features will
eliminate the need to prepare all
required materials at the end of the
fiscal year and accordingly, will
reduce the time required to complete
the Annual Report of the President
on Federal Advisory Committees.

GSA will continue to work with
the Congress fo identify required
legislative improvements. During
fiscal year 1998, legislation was
introduced to address several needed
technical amendments to FACA,
including a proposed change to the
date the Annual Report is due to the
Congress (S. 2228). As noted by
GAOQ, GSA has experienced difficulty
in collecting all required information
by the current statutory due date of
December 31. The proposed
amendment would change this date to
March 15.

Federal grant applications; and
deliberations involving consideration
of information subject to protection
by the Privacy Act.

The total number of committee
meetings held marked a slight 2.7
percent increase in activity compared
with the previous year’s total of
5,698. The average number of
meetings per committee held during
the year was 6.2, reflecting a 5
percent increase over the previous
year’s average of 5.9.

In addition to holding advisory
committee meetings, which are
subject to FACA, the executive
branch is increasing its efforts to
make it easier for the public to
participate in its decisionmaking
processes. For example, satellite
videoconferencing is being used to
conduct “national town halls” where
the public can readily learn about,
and provide feedback on, Federal
programs.

The Internet provides greatly
expanded access to government
documents, as well as information on
Federal services. Toll-free telephone
numbers increasingly are being made
available to provide recorded or live
access to current advisory committee

meeting

schedules and events. With
increasing pressure to reduce
operating costs, while at the same
time expanding opportunities for the
public to become actively involved,
agencies using advisory committees
can leverage these complementary
tools to boost the availability of
information.

Presidential Advisory
Committees

During fiscal year 1998, 50 advisory
committees, including 21 established
by the Congress, directly advised the
President. Although they accounted
for only 5 percent of the total number
of advisory groups in existence
during the reporting period,
Presidential advisory committees play
vital and important roles in the
development and implementation of
Federal policies and programs. For
example, newly created Presidential
committees on American Heritage
Rivers, Capital Budgeting, the
Celebration of Women in American
History, and Gulf War Chemical and
Biological Incidents, began their
assignments.

During the year, GSA continued

make staff available to brief newly
appointed Chairpersons of
Presidential commissions and their
staffs regarding FACA’s provisions.
The Secretariat also continued to
monitor compliance with section 6(b)
of FACA which provides for follow-
up reports relating to public
recommendations made by
Presidential advisory committees.
During the reporting period, six
Presidential groups issued reports
requiring follow-up during fiscal year

Negotiated Rulemaking
Advisory Commitiees

Advisory commilttees continued to
play significant roles in developing
major regulatory initiatives during
fiscal year 1998. OMB and GSA
implemented streamlined procedures
for establishing committees used to
encourage negotiated rulemaking, as
outlined in OMB Memorandum
M-96-21, dated April 8, 1996. These
procedures reflect an exclusion from
the limitation on discretionary
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advisory committees established by
Executive Order 12838, consistent
with the Administration’s
commitment to expand the use of
negotiated rulemaking.

Duplicative administrative
process related to the review of
proposed negotiated rulemaking
committees have been eliminated and
are being included within GSA’s new
Proposed Rule implementing FACA.
Examples of program initiatives
which benefit from these changes
include cargo tank and railroad safety,
disability access, environmentat
issues, and fire protection.

Public Participation Guidance

During fiscal year 1998, GSA
continued to collaborate with
executive Departments and agencies
to increase public participation
opportunities at all levels of
American society. Building upon the
Administration’s initiatives to expand
access to Federal decisionmakers,
managers have been provided with
more timely guidance which includes
enhanced options for achieving
objectives; better training; and,
exposure to a variety of tools and
techniques which, when used in
conjunction with advisory
comumittees, offer additional
flexibility to address a wide variety of

public participation needs.

Actions to broaden the scope
and effectiveness of public
participation within the Federal sector
will continue during fiscal year 1999.
GSA has worked closely with, and
continues to support such agencies as
the Council on Environmental
Quality and the Departments of
Agriculture and the Interior, to align
its efforts with key Administration
policies relating to ecosystem and
land management priorities.

GSA Improvement Efforts

During fiscal year 1998, the
Committee Management Secretariat
in GSA continued to collaborate with
the Interagency Committee on
Federal Advisory Committee
Management in many important
areas. The committee serves as an
important source of suggestions for
improving compliance with the Act.

The Interagency Committee
provided critical support to GSA
during the reporting period in the
further development and
implementation of a new Internet-
based governmentwide shared system
which was used to produce this
Annual Report. This system
provides agencies with all of the tools
required to fulfill their reporting and
oversight obligations under FACA.

This outcome would not have been
possible without the high level of
professional support and commitment
offered by CMOs and DFOs.

GSA further continued the
process of linking its new Internet-
based reporting system with its
internal database used to track
committees at the transactional level.
New input screens have been added
to encompass the specific data
elements and certifications required
by FACA and GSA’s regulations.
These improvements will be
completed during fiscal year 1999.

By the end of fiscal year 1999,
Departments and agencies will have
the option of consulting with GSA
regarding the establishment, renewal,
or termination of advisory
committees via the Internet. By
capturing data electronically, gaps in
the required data will be identified
more easily and corrected
contemporaneously. In addition, this
process will facilitate other required
planning activities, including those
specified by Executive Order 12838
and OMB Circular A-135,
“Management of Federal Advisory
Comunittees.”

The Interagency Comnittee
also continues to support GSA’s
delivery of specialized training to a
broad range of staff responsible for

Representatives of
several agencies, including the
Department of Justice (DOJ), the
Environmental Protection Agency, the
Nationat Archives and Records
Administration, and the Office of
Government Ethics served as
volunteer course instructors and
subject matter experts. GSA will
continue its interagency partnerships
to:

Provide Improved Means for
Electronic Access to Committee
Management Information. The
Committee Management Secretariat
will further enhance its participation
in the World Wide Web. This
resource facilitates the ability of the
public and agency personnel to stay
abreast of the latest developments
affecting the management of advisory
committees.

Monitor the Number of
Advisory Committees Required by
Statute. The Secretariat will continue
to evaluate proposals for new
committees contained in legislation.
Where possible, GSA will work with
the affected agencies and OMB to
develop effective alternatives to the
establishment of additional statutory
groups.

Work with the Department of
Justice to Disseminate Timely
Information Relating to FACA Court
Rulings. GSA will continue its
successful partnership with DOI’s
Civil Division to identify needed
management improvements based on
judicial decisions. DOJ and the
Secretariat also will continue to
provide specialized training on FACA
case law.

Develop and Issue Revised
FACA Guidance. During fiscal year
1999, GSA will finalize new
regulations and guidance
implementing the Act. In addition,
GSA will issue comprehensive
information relating to other policies,
regulations, statutes, and other
requirements which impact public
participation initiatives. Together,
these efforts will result in documents
which capture state-of-the-art
executive branch practices which
contribute to successful citizen
involvement.

Improve the Availability of
FACA Training. GSA will continue
to deliver high-quality training
covering FACA and related public
participation principles. During fiscal
year 1999, instructional materials will
be updated and improved. In
addition, GSA will expand its use of
the Internet as a training vehicle.

Develop and Market New
Products. During fiscal year 1999,
GSA will complete work on a new
interactive CD-ROM which will
serve as a platform for interacting
more effectively with the Committee
Management Secretariat’s Home
Page. This product will be widely
distributed within the domestic and
international public participation
community.

This report includes a summary table
of advisory committee data and an
alphabetical listing, by agency, of all
Federal advisory committees which
existed during all or part of the year.
As a result of efforts undertaken to

comply with Executive Order 12838,
recommendations for continuation or
termination of each committee have
been included. The report also
provides the names and telephone
numbers of the committee
management staff in each Department
and agency which sponsors advisory
committees.

required by statute; and {(b) a detailed recommendation for submission to
the Congress to continue or to terminate any advisory committee required
by statute. The Administrator of General Services shall prepare such justifica-
tions and recommendations for each advisory committee subject to FACA
and not sponsared by a department or agency.

Sec. 3. Effective immediately, executive departments and agencies shall not
create or sponsor a new advisory committee subject to FACA unless the
committee is required by statute or the agency head (a) finds that compelling
considerations necessitate creation of such a committee, and (b) receives
the approval of the Director of the Office of Management and Budget. Such
approval shall be granted only sparingly and only if compelled by consider-
ations of national security, health or safety, or similar national interests,
These requirements shall apply in addition to the notice and other approval
requirements of FACA.

Sec. 4. The Director of the Office of Management and Budget shall issue
detailed instructions regarding the impl tation of this order, including
exemptions necessary for the delivery of essential services and compliance
with applicable law.

Sec. 5. All independent regulatory commissions and agencies are requested
to comply with the provisions of this order.

SUBJECT: Management of Federal Advisory Committees

Attached is a copy of the President’s first Annual Report on
Federal Advisory Committees. The report highlights efforts begun
on February 10, 1993, when the President issued Executive Order
12838, directing agencies to reduce their non-statutory advisory
committees by one-third. This initiative has resulted in a net
reduction of 284 committees and savings of $17 million.

The President has asked Congress to show restraint in the
creation of new statutory committees. Towards that end, the
Administration will not support legislative language that
establishes new advisory committees or seeks to exempt groups
from the requirements of the Federal Advisory Committee Act. The
President and I are asking that you work with the Members of
Congress to reduce the number of advisory committees required by

statute.

Those agencies that have not met the one~third reduction
goal, or for which other issues have been identified as requiring
action, should implement these commitments. In order to maintain
the committee reduction goal, proposals to establish new advisory
committees must include plans to terminate or merge existing
committees to ensure agencies remain within their advisory
committee ceiling. As recommended by the National Performance
Review, each agency should also reduce advisory committee costs
by at least five percent.

As we make improvements in committee management that better
reflect our priorities, we must assure that individuals appointed
to advisory committees represent the diverse talents of the

Nation.

I appreciate your attention to helping ensure the success of
this Presidential initiative.

TO THE HEADS OF EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENTS AND ESTABLISHMENTS
SUBJECT: Management of Federal Advisory Committees

1. Purpose. This Circular provides guidance and instructions
on the management of Federal advisory committees and requires
Executive Departments and agencies to establish a committee
planning and review process.

2. Background. On February 10, 1993, the President signed
Executive Order 12838, "Termination and Limitation of Federal
Advisory Committees, " which requires each Executive Department
and agency to reduce the number of discretionary committees by
one-third. New discretionary advisory committees are subject to
review and approval by the Director of OMB.

On June 28, 1994, the Vice President issued a memorandum
reiterating Administration policy regarding the maintenance of
the reduction targets mandated by Executive Order 12838, as well
as new guidance relating to Executive Branch action on advisory
committees proposed by statute. The Vice President's memorandum
also called for additional savings in committee costs over and
above those achieved under E.O0. 12838, as recommended by the
Naticonal Performance Review (NPR).

3. Policy. The Administration is committed to maintaining
advisory committees as a way of ensuring public and expert
involvement and advice in Federal decision-making. At the same
time, the number and cost of advisory committees must be
carefully managed. Advisory committees should get down to the
public's business, complete it and then go out of business.

Agencies should review and eliminate advisory committees
that are obsolete, duplicative, low priority or serve a special,
rather than national interest. New advisory committees should be
established only when essential to the attainment of clearly
defined Executive Branch priorities, as defined by E.0. 12838,
and when they will not exceed an agency's advisory committee
ceiling as established by the Executive order's reduction
requirement.

The Administration will generally not support the
establishment of new statutory committees or legislative language
that exempts advisory committees from coverage under the Federal
Advisory Committee Act (FACA). In addition, each agency should
make a concerted effort to work with its Congressional oversight

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committees to reduce the number of existing committees required
by statute.

4. Definitions. For purposes of this Circular, definitions for
"advisory committee,” "agency," and other terms are the same as
defined in GSA's implementation regulations for the Federal
Advisory Committee Act (41 CFR Part 101-6). In addition:

A "non-discretionary advisory committee" is an advisory
committee either mandated by Presidential directive or by
statute and is subject to the Federal Advisory Committee
Act. A "non-discretionary advisory committee” mandated by
statute is: (1) specifically identified by name, specific
purpose or function in statute, and (2) a committee whose
creation or termination is beyond an agency's legal
discretion. Advisory committees referenced by general (non-
specific) authorizing language or committee report language
will not be considered "non-discretionary." In addition,
where a statute requires an advisory committee as defined
above, but allows for one or more committees, only one
committee shall be considered to be required by statute.

5. Required Action. Each Executive Department and agency shall
report to OMB annually on the results of its efforts to maintain
discretionary committee levels required by E.O. 12838, and other
actions to reduce its inventory of non-discretionary statutory

committees. This submission will be used by the Director of OMB
as the basis for approving requests to establish new committees.

(1Y Agency advisory committee management plans will be submitted
to OMB and GSA each year and include:

(a) performance measures used to evaluate each committee's
progress in achieving its stated goals or mission;

(b) plans for the establishment of any new advisory
committees during the coming fiscal year;

(¢) a summary of actions taken to ensure the advisory
committee reduction goal is maintained; and

(d) the results of a review of non-discretionary advisory
committees and plans to continue, terminate or merge these groups
through legislation. This will include a list of those
committees established by specific statutory authority during the
current fiscal year regardless of their coverage under the
Federal Advisory Committee Act.

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(2) With regard to non-discretionary advisory committees
mandated by statute, the agency will notify GSA of plans to
establish such committees prior to f£iling the charter required by
section 9(c) of the Federal Advisory Committee Act.

6. OMB Responsibilities. The Office of Management and Budget
shall:

{a) review and approve agency advisory committee management
plans pursuant to Section 5 and in accordance with the Executive
order;

(b) set advisory committee ceilings for each agency within
the government-wide advisory committee reduction goal established
by the Executive order;

(c} work with agencies to control the establishment of
statutory advisory committees and develop legislation to
terminate those non-discretionary committees which are no longer
necessary;

(d) ensure that relevant legislation is reviewed consistent
with OMB Circular A-19; and

{e) ensure agencies meet the cost reduction target
recommended by the Vice President's National Performance Review.

7. GSA Responsibilities. The General Services Administration
shall (in addition to its responsibilities under the FACA and as
an agency under Section 5 above):

(a) prepare required justifications and recommendations
specified in Section 5 for each advisory committee subject to the
FACA and not sponsored by another department or agency;

(b) assist OMB in its management and oversight of advisory
committees, including tracking agency compliance with the
reduction goals specified by E.OQ. 12838;

(c) develop guidance, specific reporting formats and
instructions to implement Section 5 of this Circular. To the
extent practicable, new reporting requirements will be limited to
information not readily available through existing sources of
data;

(d) provide recommendations to OMB and each agency regarding
the continuance or management of advisory committees as required
by Section 7(b} of FACA, which mandates an annual comprehensive
review of all advisory committees; and

individual agency basis. Both

Provide That Agencies May Exercise

In a comment directed toward GSA's
position stated in the discussion of prior
comments in the proposed rule (see 52
FR 18774, SUPPLEMENTARY

Include the Agency’s Pian for Balanced
Membership in Federal Register Notices
and Charters

One commenter suggested that an
agency's plan to attain balanced
membership for a proposed advisory
committee. to be submitted in
conjunction with the review required by

A34
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§ 101-6.1007{b) of the proposed rule,
should be included in both the Federal
Register notice of establishment and in
the filed charter.

GSA has not adopted this suggestion
for two reasons. First, the agency letter
proposing the establishment of an
advisory committee under general
agency authority already contains this
information. as specified by § 101-
6.1007(b){2)(iii) of the rule. and this letter
would be a public record following the
establishment of the advisory
committee. Second, inclusion of this
information in the Federal Register
notice of establishment and the filed
charter is not specifically required under
sections 9 (a){2) and (¢) of the Act. For
purposes of this comment, GSA has not
altered § 101-6.1007(b)(1) or § 101~
6.1015{a){1) of the final rule.

vam'e Additional Guidance on
Repr jon and Selection
af Members

One commenter was concerned that
the proposed rule did not contain
sufﬁcxe’n guidance on balanced

and the selection of
members and suggested that the final
rule provide additional instructions for
agencies to follow in these areas. GSA
recognizes that the guidelines in the
proposed rule are limited to the
language of the Act. However. GSA
believes that the provisions of section
3{c} of the Act are broad enough to
allow agency discretion in determining
advisory comrnittee representation and
membership relative to applicabie
statutes, Executive Orders. and the
needs of the agency responsible for the
committee. Accordingly. GSA will retain
the proposed guidelines in the final rule
based on the language of the Act.

Provide Revised Recordkeeping
Reguirements

Two commenters. directly or
indirectly, expressed concern over the
recordkeeping requirements contained
in the proposed rule. One commenter
observed that it was not possible for the
Committee Management Officer (CMO)
to ensure compliance with sections
10{b}. 12(a} and 13 of the Act, as
required by § 101-6.1017. Section 10(b)
of the Act requires that the records of an
advisory committee shal/ be available at
a single location at the advisory
committee or the agency to which it
reports during the committee's
existence. This commenter suggested
