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To the Congress of the United States:

Section 202(d) of the National Emergencies Act (50 U.S.C.
1622(d)) provides for the automatic termination of a national emer-
gency unless, within 90 days prior to the anniversary date of its
declaration, the President publishes in the Federal Register and
transmits to the Congress a notice stating that the emergency is
to continue in effect beyond the anniversary date. In accordance
with this provision, I have sent to the Federal Register for publica-
tion the enclosed notice stating that the national emergency with
respect to the situation in and in relation to Burma declared in Ex-
ecutive Order 14014 of February 10, 2021, is to continue in effect
beyond February 10, 2026.

My Administration is closely monitoring developments in and in
relation to Burma and is engaging with relevant stakeholders and
regional partners to encourage dialogue among conflict parties that
reduces violence and increases political stability. I am prepared to
calibrate pressure as necessary to protect American interests in
and in relation to Burma. Therefore, I have determined that it is
necessary to continue the national emergency declared in Executive
Order 14014 with respect to the situation in and in relation to
Burma.

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CONTINUATION OF THE NATIONAL EMERGENCY WITH RESPECT TO
THE SITUATION IN AND IN RELATION TO BURMA

On February 10, 2021, by Executive Order 14014, the President
declared a national emergency pursuant to the International Emer-
gency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1701-1706) to deal with the
unusual and extraordinary threat to the national security and for-
eign policy of the United States constituted by the situation in and
in relation to Burma.

The situation in and in relation to Burma continues to pose an
unusual and extraordinary threat to the national security and for-
eign policy of the United States. My Administration is closely moni-
toring developments in and in relation to Burma and is engaging
with relevant stakeholders and regional partners to encourage dia-
logue among conflict parties that reduces violence and increases po-
litical stability. I am prepared to calibrate pressure as necessary to
protect American interests in and in relation to Burma. For this
reason, the national emergency declared on February 10, 2021,
must continue in effect beyond February 10, 2026. Therefore, in ac-
cordance with section 202(d) of the National Emergencies Act (50
U.S.C. 1622(d)), I am continuing for 1 year the national emergency
declared in Executive Order 14014 with respect to the situation in
and in relation to Burma.

This notice shall be published in the Federal Register and trans-
mitted to the Congress.
