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regions established pursuant to the 
Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act 
(85 Stat. 688), and Indian allotments. 

Service provider, as used in section 
306(a)(1) of the Act with respect to the 
provison of supportive and nutrition 
services, means an entity that is 
awarded a subgrant or contract from 
an area agency to provide services 
under the area plan. 

Severe disability, as used to carry out 
the provisions of the Act, means a se-
vere chronic disability attributable to 
mental and/or physical impairment of 
an individual that: 

(a) Is likely to continue indefinitely; 
and 

(b) Results in substantial functional 
limitation in 3 or more of the following 
major life activities: 

(1) Self-care, 
(2) Receptive and expressive lan-

guage, 
(3) Learning, 
(4) Mobility, 
(5) Self-direction, 
(6) Capacity for independent living, 

and 
(7) Economic self-sufficiency. 

§ 1321.5 Applicability of other regula-
tions. 

Several other regulations apply to all 
activities under this part.

Subpart B—State Agency 
Responsibilities 

§ 1321.7 Mission of the State agency. 

(a) The Older Americans Act intends 
that the State agency on aging shall be 
the leader relative to all aging issues 
on behalf of all older persons in the 
State. This means that the State agen-
cy shall proactively carry out a wide 
range of functions related to advocacy, 
planning, coordination, interagency 
linkages, information sharing, 
brokering, monitoring and evaluation, 
designed to lead to the development or 
enhancement of comprehensive and co-
ordinated community based systems 
in, or serving, communities throughout 
the State. These systems shall be de-
signed to assist older persons in lead-
ing independent, meaningful and dig-
nified lives in their own homes and 
communities as long as possible. 

(b) The State agency shall designate 
area agencies on aging for the purpose 
of carrying out the mission described 
above for the State agency at the sub- 
State level. The State agency shall des-
ignate as its area agencies on aging 
only those sub-state agencies having 
the capacity and making the commit-
ment to fully carry out the mission de-
scribed for area agencies in § 1321.53 
below. 

(c) The State agency shall assure 
that the resources made available to 
area agencies on aging under the Older 
Americans Act are used to carry out 
the mission described for area agencies 
in § 1321.53 below. 

§ 1321.9 Organization and staffing of 
the State agency. 

(a) The State shall designate a sole 
State agency to develop and administer 
the State plan required under this part 
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
