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§2506.53

two or more debts are owed to a single
creditor agency, the Corporation may,
in its discretion, allocate the amount
it owes to you to the creditor agencies
in accordance with the best interest of
the United States as determined by the
facts and circumstances of the par-
ticular case, paying special attention
to applicable statutes of limitations.

§2506.53 When may the Corporation
make an offset in an expedited
manner?

The Corporation may effect an ad-
ministrative offset against a payment
to be made to you before completion of
the procedures required by §§2506.51
and 2506.52 if failure to take the offset
would substantially jeopardize the Cor-
poration’s ability to collect the debt
and the time before the payment is to
be made does not reasonably permit
the completion of those procedures. An
expedited offset will be followed
promptly by the completion of those
procedures. Amounts recovered by off-
set, but later found not to be owed to
the United States, will be promptly re-
funded.

§2506.54 Can a judgment I have ob-
tained against the United States be
used to satisfy a debt that I owe to
the Corporation?

Yes. Collection by offset against a
judgment obtained by a debtor against
the United States will be accomplished
in accordance with 31 U.S.C. 3728 and 31
U.S.C. 3716.

Subpart F—Administrative Wage
Garnishment

§2506.55 How will the Corporation col-
lect debts through Administrative
Wage Garnishment?

The Corporation will collect debts
through Administrative Wage Garnish-
ment in accordance with the Adminis-
trative Wage Garnishment regulations
issued by the Treasury. The Corpora-
tion adopts, for purposes of this sub-
part, the Treasury’s Administrative
Wage Garnishment regulations in 31
CFR 285.11. This procedure allows the
Corporation to garnish the disposable
pay of a debtor without first obtaining
a court order.
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
