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the complete record, including such ad-
ditional relevant documents you sub-
mit. If deemed appropriate, such as 
where there are material facts in gen-
uine dispute, the program director or 
designee may conduct a telephonic or 
in person meeting. If a meeting is con-
ducted, it will be recorded and you will 
be provided a copy of the recording. 
The program director or designee will 
issue a decision within 30 days of the 
conclusion of the review of the record 
or meeting. The decision of the pro-
gram director or designee is final and 
cannot be appealed further within the 
agency. 

§ 2540.660 If the final decision deter-
mines that I received a financial 
benefit improperly, will I be re-
quired to repay that benefit? 

If it is determined that you received 
a financial benefit improperly, you 
may be required to reimburse the pro-
gram for that benefit. 

§ 2540.670 Will my qualification to par-
ticipate or eligibility for benefits be 
suspended during the review proc-
ess? 

If the reviewing official determines 
that, based on the information avail-
able, there is a reasonable likelihood 
that you will be determined disquali-
fied or ineligible, your qualification or 
eligibility may be suspended, pending 
issuance of a final decision, to protect 
the public interest.

§ 2544.100 What is the purpose of this 
part? 

This part establishes rules to ensure 
that the solicitation, acceptance, hold-
ing, administration, and use of prop-
erty and services donated to the Cor-
poration: 

(a) Will not reflect unfavorably upon 
the ability of the Corporation or its of-
ficers and employees, to carry out their 
official duties and responsibilities in a 
fair and objective manner; and 

(b) Will not compromise the integrity 
of the Corporation’s programs or its of-
ficers and employees involved in such 
programs. 

§ 2544.105 What is the legal authority 
for soliciting and accepting dona-
tions to the Corporation? 

Section 196(a) of the National and 
Community Service Act of 1990, as 
amended (42 U.S.C. 12651g(a)). 

§ 2544.110 What definitions apply to 
terms used in this part? 

(a) Donation means a transfer of 
money, property, or services to or for 
the use of the Corporation by gift, de-
vise, bequest, or other means. 

(b) Solicitation means a request for a 
donation. 

(c) Volunteer means an individual who 
donates his/her personal service to the 
Corporation to assist the Corporation 
in carrying out its duties under the na-
tional service laws, but who is not a 
participant in a program funded or 
sponsored by the Corporation under the 
National and Community Service Act 
of 1990, as amended. Such individual is 
not subject to provisions of law related 
to Federal employment, including 
those relating to hours of work, rates 
of compensation, leave, unemployment 
compensation and Federal employee 
benefits, except that— 

(1) Volunteers will be considered Fed-
eral employees for the purpose of the
