parties other than beneficiaries to sup-
port additional volunteers beyond
those supported by CNCS.

(3) A RSVP volunteer station may
contribute to the financial support of
the RSVP Program. However, this sup-
port shall not be a required pre-
condition for a potential station to ob-
tain RSVP volunteers.

(4) If a volunteer station agrees to
provide funds to support additional vol-
unteers or pay for other volunteer sup-
port costs, the agreement shall be stat-
ed in a written Memorandum of Under-
standing. The sponsor shall withdraw
services if the station’s inability to
provide monetary or in-kind support to
the project under the Memorandum of
Understanding diminishes or jeopard-
izes the project’s financial capabilities
to fulfill its obligations.

(5) Under no circumstances shall a
RSVP volunteer receive a fee for serv-
ice from service recipients, their legal
guardian, members of their family, or
friends.

(d) Labor and anti-labor activity. The
sponsor shall not use grant funds di-
rectly or indirectly to finance labor or
anti-labor organization or related ac-
tivity.

(e) Fair labor standards. A sponsor
that employs laborers and mechanics
for construction, alteration, or repair
of facilities shall pay wages at pre-
vailing rates as determined by the Sec-
retary of Labor in accordance with the
Davis-Bacon Act, as amended, 40 U.S.C.
276a..

(f) Nondiscrimination. A sponsor or
sponsor employee shall not discrimi-
nate against a RSVP volunteer on the
basis of race, color, national origin,
sex, age, religion, or political affili-
ation, or on the basis of disability, if
the volunteer with a disability is quali-
fied to serve.

(g) Religious activities. (1) An RSVP
volunteer or a member of the project
staff funded by CNCS shall not give re-
ligious instruction, conduct worship
services, or engage in any form of pros-
elytization as part of his/her duties.

(2) A sponsor or volunteer station
may retain its independence and may
continue to carry out its mission, in-
cluding the definition, development,
practice, and expression of its religious
beliefs, provided that it does not use

CNCS funds to support any inherently
religious activities, such as worship,
religious instruction, or proselytiza-
tion, as part of the programs or serv-
ices funded. If an organization con-
ducts such activities, the activities
must be offered separately, in time or
location, from the programs or services
funded under this part.

(h) Nepotism. Persons selected for
project staff positions shall not be re-
lated by blood or marriage to other
project staff, sponsor staff or officers,
or members of the sponsor Board of Di-
rectors, unless there is written concur-
rence from the Advisory Council or
community group established by the
sponsor under subpart B of this part,
and with notification to CNCS.

§2553.92 What legal coverage does
CNCS make available to RSVP vol-
unteers?

It is within CNCS’ discretion to de-
termine if Counsel is employed and
counsel fees, court costs, bail and other
expenses incidental to the defense of an
RSVP volunteer are paid in a criminal,
civil or administrative proceeding,
when such a proceeding arises directly
out of performance of the volunteer’s
activities. The circumstances under
which CNCS may pay such expenses are
specified in 45 CFR part 1220.

§2553.101 What is the purpose of per-
formance measurement?

The purpose of performance measure-
ment is to strengthen the RSVP
project and foster continuous improve-
ment. Performance measures are used
to assess how an applicant for a grant
approaches the design of volunteer ac-
tivities and how those activities im-
pact community needs.
