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§ 302–7.301 Is my UAB shipment in ad-
dition to the 18,000 pounds net 
weight of the HHG weight allow-
ance? 

No, for all shipments made under the 
authority of the FTR, the UAB ship-
ment is part of, not in addition to, the 
18,000 pounds net weight allowance for 
HHG. 

§ 302–7.302 What is the maximum 
weight allowance for a UAB ship-
ment? 

The maximum weight allowance your 
agency may grant for a UAB shipment 
is— 

(a) Up to 350 pounds actual weight 
(including the weight of the luggage or 
packing material) for the employee and 
each immediate family member 12 
years of age and over; or 

(b) Up to 175 pounds actual weight 
(including the weight of the luggage or 
packing material) for each immediate 
family member under 12 years of age. 

§ 302–7.303 When may my agency au-
thorize the shipment of UAB by ex-
pedited means? 

Your agency may authorize the ship-
ment of UAB by expedited means when: 

(a) Shipment by a lower cost mode 
cannot deliver the items being shipped 
by the time they will be needed by the 
employee and/or the employee’s imme-
diate family; or 

(b) You certify that expedited ship-
ment of your UAB is necessary to carry 
out your assigned duties; or 

(c) Your agency determines that an 
expedited shipment is necessary to pre-
vent undue hardship to you and mem-
bers of your immediate family. 

§ 302–7.304 Who makes arrangements 
for transporting my UAB? 

Your agency or your agency’s des-
ignee should arrange for the transport 
of your UAB. In limited situations, the 
agency may ask the employee to make 
the arrangements for a UAB shipment. 

§ 302–7.305 When must my agency ship 
my UAB? 

Your agency must ship your UAB in 
time to ensure that your shipment ar-
rives by the time you (and/or your fam-
ily) report to your new official station. 
Arrangements should begin prior to 

your and/or your family’s departure to 
your new official station.

§ 302–7.400 What policies and proce-
dures must we establish for this 
subpart? 

You must establish policies and pro-
cedures as required for this subpart, in-
cluding who will: 

(a) Administer your household goods 
program; 

(b) Authorize commuted rate or ac-
tual expense for transportation and 
payment for HHG, PBP&E, and tem-
porary storage; 

(c) Authorize PBP&E to be trans-
ported as an agency administrative ex-
pense in accordance with FTR guide-
lines (usually the authorizing official 
for PBP&E will be at the employee’s 
new official station); 

(d) Authorize an employee to ship 
UAB; 

(e) Collect any excess costs or 
charges; 

(f) Advise the employee on the Gov-
ernment’s liability for any personal 
property damage or loss claims (See 31 
U.S.C. 3721, et seq.); 

(g) Ensure that international HHG 
shipments by water are made on ships 
registered under the laws of the United 
States whenever such ships are avail-
able (see The Cargo Preference Act of 
1904 (10 U.S.C. 2631) and The Cargo Pref-
erence Act of 1954 (46 U.S.C. 55302)); 

(h) Authorize temporary storage in 
excess of the initial 60-day limit for 
CONUS shipments or 90-day limit for 
OCONUS shipments; and 

(i) Ensure pre-payment audits are 
completed. 

§ 302–7.401 What method of transpor-
tation and payment should we au-
thorize for shipment and temporary 
storage of HHG? 

There are two methods of arranging 
and paying for shipment of HHG and 
providing for temporary storage: ac-
tual expense and commuted rate. You 
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
