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(b) The extent to which the program 
is cost-effective. 

(c) Other criteria as determined and 
published by the Corporation. 

§ 2516.850 What will the Corporation 
do to evaluate the overall success of 
the service-learning program? 

(a) The Corporation will conduct 
independent evaluations. These evalua-
tions will consider the opinions of par-
ticipants and members of the commu-
nities where services are delivered. If 
appropriate, these evaluations will 
compare participants with individuals 
who have not participated in service- 
learning programs. These evaluations 
will— 

(1) Study the extent to which service- 
learning programs as a whole affect the 
involved communities; 

(2) Determine the extent to which 
service-learning programs as a whole 
increase academic learning of partici-
pants, enhance civic education, and 
foster continued community involve-
ment; and 

(3) Determine the effectiveness of dif-
ferent program models. 

(b) The Corporation will also deter-
mine by June 30, 1995, whether out-
comes of service-learning programs are 
defined and measured appropriately, 
and the implications of the results 
from such a study for authorized fund-
ing levels. 

§ 2516.860 Will information on indi-
vidual participants be kept con-
fidential? 

(a) Yes. The Corporation will main-
tain the confidentiality of information 
regarding individual participants that 
is acquired for the purpose of the eval-
uations described in § 2516.840. The Cor-
poration will disclose individual partic-
ipant information only with the prior 
written consent of the participant. 
However, the Corporation may disclose 
aggregate participant information. 

(b) Grantees and subgrantees under 
this part must comply with the provi-
sions of paragraph (a) of this section.
