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acceptance of the appointment would 
not impair the recipient’s primary re-
sponsibility to provide legal assistance 
to eligible clients in civil matters. 

(b) When professional responsibility 
requires representation in a criminal 
proceeding arising out of a transaction 
with respect to which the client is 
being, or has been, represented by a re-
cipient.

§ 1613.5 Criminal representation in In-
dian tribal courts. 

(a) Legal assistance may be provided 
with Corporation funds to a person 
charged with a criminal offense in an 
Indian tribal court who is otherwise el-
igible. 

(b) Legal assistance may be provided 
in a criminal proceeding in an Indian 
tribal court pursuant to a court ap-
pointment only if the appointment is 
made under a statute or a court rule or 
practice of equal applicability to all at-
torneys in the jurisdiction, and is au-
thorized by the recipient after a deter-
mination that acceptance of the ap-
pointment would not impair the recipi-
ent’s primary responsibility to provide 
legal assistance to eligible clients in 
civil matters.

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§ 1614.1 Purpose. 
Private attorney involvement shall 

be an integral part of a total local pro-
gram undertaken within the estab-

lished priorities of that program, and 
consistent with LSC’s governing stat-
utes and regulations, in a manner that 
furthers the statutory requirement of 
providing high quality, economical, 
and effective client-centered legal as-
sistance and legal information to eligi-
ble clients. This part is designed to en-
sure that recipients of LSC funds in-
volve private attorneys, and encour-
ages recipients to involve law students, 
law graduates, or other professionals, 
in the delivery of legal information and 
legal assistance to eligible clients. 

§ 1614.2 General policy. 
(a) A recipient of LSC funding shall 

devote an amount equal to at least 
twelve and one-half percent (12.5%) of 
the recipient’s annualized Basic Field- 
General award to the involvement of 
private attorneys, law students, law 
graduates, or other professionals in the 
delivery of legal information and legal 
assistance to eligible clients. This re-
quirement is hereinafter referred to as 
the ‘‘PAI requirement.’’ 

(b) Basic Field-Native American 
grants, Basic Field-Migrant grants, and 
non-Basic Field grants are not subject 
to the PAI requirement. For example, 
Technology Initiative Grants are not 
subject to the PAI requirement. How-
ever, recipients of Native American or 
migrant funding shall provide oppor-
tunity for involvement in the delivery 
of legal information and legal assist-
ance by private attorneys, law stu-
dents, law graduates, or other profes-
sionals in a manner that is generally 
open to broad participation in those ac-
tivities undertaken with those funds, 
or shall demonstrate to the satisfac-
tion of the Corporation that such in-
volvement is not feasible. 

§ 1614.3 Definitions. 
(a) Attorney means a person who is 

authorized to practice law in the juris-
diction in which assistance is rendered. 
For purposes of this part, attorney does 
not have the meaning stated in 45 CFR 
1600.1. 

(b) Incubator project means a program 
that provides legal training and sup-
port, for a limited period of time, to 
law students, law graduates, or attor-
neys who are establishing, or upon 
graduation and bar admission intend to 
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
