§ 2556.160 What are the sponsor’s re-
quirements for cost share projects? 

(a) A sponsor must enter into a writ-
ten agreement for cost share as pre-
scribed by AmeriCorps. 

(b) A sponsor must make timely cost 
share payments as prescribed by 
AmeriCorps and applicable Federal law 
and regulations. 

(c) In addition to other sources of 
funds, a sponsor may use funds from 
Federal, State, or local Government 
agencies, provided the requirements of 
those agencies and their programs are 
met. 

(d) Subject to review and approval by 
AmeriCorps, AmeriCorps may enter 
into an agreement with another entity 
to receive and use funds to make cost 
share payments on behalf of the spon-
sor. 

§ 2556.165 What Fair Labor Standards 
apply to VISTA sponsors and sub-
recipients? 

All sponsors and subrecipients that 
employ laborers and mechanics for 
construction, alteration, or repair of 
facilities must pay wages at prevailing 
rates as determined by the Secretary of 
Labor in accordance with the Davis- 
Bacon Act, as amended, 40 U.S.C. 276a. 

§ 2556.170 What nondiscrimination re-
quirements apply to sponsors and 
subrecipients? 

(a) An individual with responsibility 
for the operation of a project that re-
ceives AmeriCorps assistance must not 
discriminate against a participant in, 
or member of the staff of, such project 
on the basis of the participant or staff 
member’s race, color, national origin, 
sex, age, or political affiliation, or on 
the basis of disability, if the partici-
pant or staff member is a qualified in-
dividual with a disability. 

(b) Any AmeriCorps assistance con-
stitutes Federal financial assistance 
for purposes of title VI of the Civil 
Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d et 
seq.), title IX of the Education Amend-
ments of 1972 (20 U.S.C. 1681 et seq.), 
section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 
1973 (29 U.S.C. 794), and the Age Dis-
crimination Act of 1975 (42 U.S.C. 6101 
et seq.), and constitutes Federal finan-
cial assistance to an education pro-
gram or activity for purposes of the 

Education Amendments of 1972 (20 
U.S.C. 1681 et seq.). 

(c) An individual with responsibility 
for the operation of a project that re-
ceives AmeriCorps assistance may not 
discriminate on the basis of religion 
against a participant in such project or 
a member of the staff of such project 
who is paid with AmeriCorps funds. 
This provision does not apply to the 
employment (with AmeriCorps assist-
ance) of any staff member of an 
AmeriCorps-supported project who was 
employed with the organization oper-
ating the project on the date the 
AmeriCorps assistance was awarded. 

(d) Sponsors must notify all program 
participants, staff, applicants, and 
beneficiaries of: 

(1) Their rights under applicable Fed-
eral nondiscrimination laws, including 
relevant provisions of the national 
service legislation and implementing 
regulations; and 

(2) The procedure for filing a dis-
crimination complaint. No sponsor or 
subrecipient, or sponsor or subrecipient 
employee, or individual with responsi-
bility for the implementation or oper-
ation of a sponsor or a subrecipient, 
may discriminate against a VISTA on 
the basis of race, color, national origin, 
gender, age, religion, or political affili-
ation. No sponsor or subrecipient, or 
sponsor or subrecipient employee, or 
individual with responsibility for the 
implementation or operation of a spon-
sor or a subrecipient, may discriminate 
against a VISTA on the basis of dis-
ability, if the VISTA is a qualified in-
dividual with a disability. 

§ 2556.175 What limitations are VISTA 
sponsors subject to regarding reli-
gious activities? 

(a) A VISTA may not give religious 
instruction, conduct worship services, 
or engage in any form of proselytizing 
as part of their duties. 

(b) A sponsor or subrecipient may re-
tain its independence and may con-
tinue to carry out its mission, includ-
ing the definition, development, prac-
tice, and expression of its religious be-
liefs, provided that it does not use any 
AmeriCorps assistance, including the 
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
