SENATOR ERNEST GRUENING, CHAIRMAN

SUBCOMMITTEE ON FOREIGN AID EXPENDITURES

The Government Operations Subcommittee on Foreign Aid Ex-
penditures seeks to make the population crisis hearings on S. 1676,
my bill to coordinate and disseminate birth control information upon
request at home and overseas, useful to readers today and those of the
future. For this reason the subcommittee directed that there be in-
cluded in the printed hearings pertinent articles, illustrations, letters,
regulations and extractions from books which pertain to the many
facets of the world's population crisis.

Therefore, it became increasingly apparent that these hearings
should be indexed in depth. The subcommittee tried through a num-
ber of sources to find an individual qualified to undertake this work.
The search ended successfully when a person with indexing ability was
located at the U.S. Government Printing Office. Mr. James L. Har-
rison, the Public Printer, at the request of the subcommittee made the
services of Tillis H. Brown, Jr., available. On June 6, 1966, he began
working on the 1965 hearing index.
The subcommittee wishes to express its appreciation to the Public

Printer for making Mr. Brown's services available and to Mr. Brown
for his work.
Even as this volume is being printed, Mr. Brown is at work indexing

the 1966 Population Crisis hearings. Persons who are concerned about
the population explosion will, the subcommittee believes, find this
index of value.
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INTRODUCTION

"Very distinguished witnesses have testified," 1 said Subcommittee
Chairman Ernest Gruening in the Senate on October 1, 1965. Thus
the Senator from Alaska placed the focus of the hearings on the popu-
lation crisis conducted by the Subcommittee on Foreign Aid Expendi-
tures of the Senate Committee on Government Operations.
Between June and September 1965, 15 hearings were held and 56

witnesses were heard. The twin problems of too rapid population
growth and overpopulation, cognate problems, and their ramifications
were stated and explored. Recommendations were made; solutions
were offered. A wealth of information was accumulated.
To catalog this knowledge and to make it more readily available to

those interested in the population problem (this should include every-
one—the problem effects are universal), the subcommittee requested of
the Government Printing Office the services of an indexer. Through
the courtesy of the Public Printer of the United States, the Honorable
James L. Harrison, this indexer received the assignment.
The indexer states that he was given carte blanche to catalog the

material. The onus for any inadequacies necessarily devolves upon
him alone.
This index does not purport to analyze, conclude, or to give answers

or solutions; nor should it. It might be well to state what an index is
not: "An index is not a concordance, a table of contents, a mere list of
words not in subject entry form, a glossary, a checklist, a history or
background analysis of an action arranged chronologically." 2 The
American Standard Basic Criteria for Indexes and the New York
State Library Bulletin on Indexing 3 have been used as guides for
much of this index.
This index will, however, point to cause and effect, solutions or

recommendations stated as such in the testimony or exhibits:1 It
will point to persons, places, things, and concepts as stated in the hear-
ings. This, indeed, is the raison d'être of the index,5 and it can do no
more.
The plan of the index is a simple one. The searcher need only make

the determination of ownership or belonging to find his information.
For example: family planning, birth control, population statistics of
a specific place, as India, Latin America, the United States or a State
thereof, will be found under the place name. The headings "family
planning," "birth control," "population," will lead to generalized dis-
cussion or facts.

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Articles appearing in the hearings have been double-indexed by title.
Since an article is a subject in itself, it has been so cataloged; since it
"belongs" to an author, it has also been entered as a modification under
his name. This gives the searcher a double-pronged attack. He may
search under an author's name or by title.
A caveat should be noted: All of an author's works appearing in the

hearings, whether as citations or references in text, appear under his
name. The question then arises: Is this entry an exhibit or one of a
list of articles for bibliographic reference? By turning to that part of
the alphabet in the index under which the title may be found, the
answer is immediate: only the articles in exhibit are indexed under
title.
To append a bibliography to this index would serve no useful pur-

pose. It would be duplicative of the many fine bibliographies 6 to be
found in the hearings. In effect, the name index has become a bibli-
ography to be used as an adjunct to those in the text. The advantage
here is that the searcher may examine the reference work in context.
As has been noted above, the focus of the hearings is on the witness.

The testimony of each witness has been cataloged as to subject matter
and subjects most frequently mentioned. The searcher may scan the
list under the subheading "remarks" for an item of interest.
Senator Milward L. Simpson, of Wyoming, a subcommittee mem-

ber, prefaced his colloquy with Dr. Mary S. Calderone with the words:
"* * * that is a 'pippin' of a contribution you have made." 7 The col-
loquies expand and illuminate the testimony. They are entered under
the witness' name.
"Birth control," "family planning," and "population control" have

similar, albeit imprecise, connotation. For the indexer to decide that
an author or witness meant the one while stating the other would be
an impertinence. The language of the source has been used in com-
piling the entries. The searcher is advised to check the other synony-
mous subject headings—which are cross-referenced—if the object of
his search cannot be found in his first choice.
A list of the witnesses appears in alphabetical order on page 5.

A complete explanation of the uses of this index will be found on
pages 3-4.

symbols) are entered at the beginning of the letter with a "see" refe

ence. They are used in modifications to promote rapid scanning.

Italic lower case "n" (n) affixed to a page number indicates footn
ote.

Alphabetization
Abbreviati)ons.—When used, abbreviations are alphabeted as if the

y

were spelled out.
Articles, conjunctions, and prepositions.—Connecting and fl

ow

words are not considered in alphabeting modifications. They 
are,

however, alphabeted in subject headings.
Contractions.—"M' " and "Mc" are filed as "Mac." The apostroph

e

is disregarded in alphabeting.
Hyphenated words.—Compound words with hyphen are file

d as

two separate words.
Identical words.—The order is person, place, thing, title.

Method.—The word-by-word method is used.

Numerals.—Numerals are filed as if spelled. If in a list, the sm

number is filed alphabetically, the remainder in numerical orde
r. This

applies to subject headings, parts of subject headings, and

tions.

Inversions
Inversions are used (1) in titles of articles—when the subj

ect is

expressed in the heading—to bring the title closer to its rela

them under place name or proper noun and (3) wherever ne
cessary in

modifications to expedite scanning.

The entry-a-line form is used.

Page references
Page references are inclusive. An exception is made for d

ouble-

entry article titles. The beginning of an article is indicated 
when the

title is a modification (of an author's name). The page nu
mbers are

inclusive when the title is a subject.

Personal titles
Personal titles are not used unless their omission would

 be mislead-

ing or the given name or initial of the subject could not 
be readily

ascertained.
