SEC. 11272. ADMINISTRATION OF SEXUAL ASSAULT FORENSIC 
EXAMINATION KITS. 
 
(c) STUDY.— 
(5) ANNUAL REPORT.—The Commandant shall submit to the Transportation 
and Infrastructure Committee of the House and the Commerce, Science, and 
Transportation Committee of the Senate a report containing the number of sexual 
assault forensic examinations that were requested by, but not administered within 
3 days to, alleged victims of sexual assault when such victims were onboard a 
vessel.
