SEC. 4. STUDY OF BARRIERS TO RECEIPT OF INSURED MORTGAGES
BY FEDERALLY QUALIFIED HEALTH CENTERS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Housing and Urban Devel-
opment shall conduct a study on the barriers to the receipt of mort-
gage insurance by federally qualified health centers (as defined in
section 1905(1)(2)(B) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C.
1396d(1)(2)(B))) under section 1101 of the National Housing Act (12
U.S.C. 1749aaa), or other programs under that Act.

(b) REPORT.—Not later than 6 months after the date of enact-
ment of this Actl, the Secretary of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment shall submit a report regarding any appropriate legislative
and regulatory changes needed to enable federally qualified health
centers to access mortgage insurance under section 1101 of the Na-
tional Housing Act (12 U.S.C. 1749aaa), or other programs under
that Act to—

(1) the Committee on Banking, Housing, and Urban Af-
fairs of the Senate; and

(2) the Committee on Financial Services of the House of
Representatives.
