AN ACT To amend the United States Semiquincentennial Commission Act of 2016
to modify certain membership and other requirements of the United States
Semiquincentennial Commission, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled,

SECTION 1. [36 U.S.C. 101 note] SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the ““‘United States
Semiquincentennial Commission Amendments Act of 2020™”.

SEC. 2. [36 U.S.C. 101 note]l UNITED STATES SEMIQUINCENTENNIAL
COMMISSION.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF COMMISSION.—Section 4 of the United
States Semiquincentennial Commission Act of 2016 (Public Law
114-196; 130 Stat. 685) is amended—

(1) in subsection (b)(4), by striking subparagraph (I) and
inserting the following:

“I) The Chairperson of the National Endowment for
the Arts.

“(J) The Chairperson of the National Endowment for
the Humanities.

“(K) The Director of the Institute of Museum and Li-
brary Services.

“(L)E) The Chief Justice of the United States; or

“(i1) an Associate Justice or former Associate Jus-

tice appointed by the Chief Justice of the United

States. ”;
(2) in subsection (c), by adding at the end the following:
“(3) REMOVAL OF MEMBERS WHO ARE PRIVATE CITIZENS.—

Following notice and approval of the relevant appointing au-

thority, on an affirmative vote of not less than 2/3 of the mem-
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bers of the Commission, the Commission may remove a mem-

ber of the Commission appointed under subsection (b)(3). ”; and

(3) in subsection (d)—

“(2) LOCATION OF SUBSEQUENT MEETINGS.—At least 1
meeting of the Commission each year shall be held in Philadel-
phia, Pennsylvania. ”.
