crease the deficit over the period of the total 
of fiscal years 2025 through 2034.

(a) POINT OF ORDER.—It shall not be in 
order in the Senate to consider any bill, 
joint resolution, motion, amendment, 
amendment between the Houses, or con-
ference report that would decrease funding 
intended to protect military installations, 
upgrade facilities, and increase resiliency to 
prepare for or in response to the impact of 
climate change, such as rising sea levels, ex-
treme weather, or fires. 

(b) WAIVER AND APPEAL.—Subsection (a) 
may be waived or suspended in the Senate 
only by an affirmative vote of three-fifths of 
the Members, duly chosen and sworn. An af-
firmative vote of three-fifths of the Members 
of the Senate, duly chosen and sworn, shall 
be required to sustain an appeal of the ruling 
of the Chair on a point of order raised under 
subsection (a).
