(6) Historical data on past reductions in 
force affecting veterans, comparisons to pri-
vate-sector trends, and policy recommenda-
tions to mitigate negative effects. 

(c) PUBLIC AVAILABILITY.—Upon submission 
of the report required by subsection (a) to 
Congress, the Director shall make the report 
publicly available on the website of the Con-
gressional Budget Office, except for any clas-
sified or sensitive information.
