SA 844. Ms. ROSEN submitted an 

amendment intended to be proposed by 
her to the concurrent resolution S. 
Con. Res. 7, setting forth the congres-
sional budget for the United States 
Government for fiscal year 2025 and 
setting forth the appropriate budgetary 
levels for fiscal years 2026 through 2034; 
which was ordered to lie on the table; 
as follows: 

At the appropriate place in title IV, add 
the following: 

SEC. lll. POINT OF ORDER AGAINST REDUC-
TION OF TRANSPORTATION SECU-
RITY ADMINISTRATION STAFF AT 
AIRPORTS. 

(a) POINT OF ORDER.— 
(1) IN GENERAL.—In the Senate, it shall not 

be in order to consider a provision in a bill, 
joint resolution, motion, amendment, 
amendment between the Houses, or con-
ference report that reduces staff of the 
Transportation Security Administration at 
airports. 

(2) POINT OF ORDER SUSTAINED.—If a point 
of order is made by a Senator against a pro-
vision described in paragraph (1), and the 
point of order is sustained by the Chair, that 
provision shall be stricken from the measure 
and may not be offered as an amendment 
from the floor. 

(b) FORM OF THE POINT OF ORDER.—A point 
of order under subsection (a)(1) may be 
raised by a Senator as provided in section 
313(e) of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974 
(2 U.S.C. 644(e)). 

(c) CONFERENCE REPORTS.—When the Sen-
ate is considering a conference report on, or 
an amendment between the Houses in rela-
tion to, a bill or joint resolution, upon a 
point of order being made by any Senator 
pursuant to subsection (a)(1), and such point 
of order being sustained, such material con-
tained in such conference report or House 
amendment shall be stricken, and the Senate 
shall proceed to consider the question of 
whether the Senate shall recede from its 
amendment and concur with a further 
amendment, or concur in the House amend-
ment with a further amendment, as the case 
may be, which further amendment shall con-
sist of only that portion of the conference re-
port or House amendment, as the case may 
be, not so stricken. Any such motion in the 
Senate shall be debatable to the same extent 
as the conference report or House amend-
ment, as the case may be. In any case in 
which such point of order is sustained 
against a conference report (or Senate 
amendment derived from such conference re-
port by operation of this subsection), no fur-
ther amendment shall be in order. 

(d) SUPERMAJORITY WAIVER AND APPEAL.— 
In the Senate, this section may be waived or 
suspended only by an affirmative vote of 
three-fifths of the Members, duly chose and 
sworn. An affirmative vote of three-fifths of 
Members of the Senate, duly chosen and 
sworn shall be required to sustain an appeal 
of the ruling of the Chair on a point of order 
raised under this section.
