(2) used by a Federal entity to transmit
communications, perform technological
functions, or support the operation of rel-
evant systems that perform missions to—

(A) forecast severe weather or issue nat-
ural disaster warnings;

(B) monitor and enhance security across
the United States-Mexico border; or

(C) support national security or intel-
ligence activities of importance to the
United States.

(b) WAIVER AND APPEAL.—Subsection (a)
may be waived or suspended in the Senate
only by an affirmative vote of three-fifths of
the Members, duly chosen and sworn. An af-
firmative vote of three-fifths of the Members
of the Senate, duly chosen and sworn, shall
be required to sustain an appeal of the ruling
of the Chair on a point of order raised under
subsection (a).
