The Committee on Rules, having had under consideration House 
Resolution 672, by a record vote of 9 to 4, report the same to the 
House with the recommendation that the resolution be adopted. 

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS OF THE RESOLUTION 

The resolution provides for consideration of H.R. 4553, the En-
ergy and Water Development and Related Agencies Appropriations 
Act, 2026, under a structured rule. The resolution waives all points 
of order against consideration of the bill. The resolution provides 
one hour of general debate equally divided and controlled by the 
chair and ranking minority member of the Committee on Appro-
priations or their respective designees. The resolution provides that 
the bill shall be considered as read. The resolution waives all 
points of order against provisions in the bill for failure to comply 
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with clause 2 or clause 5(a) of rule XXI. The resolution makes in 
order only those amendments printed in the report, amendments 
en bloc described in section 3 and pro forma amendments described 
in section 4. Each amendment shall be considered only in the order 
printed in the report, may be offered only by a Member designated 
in the report, shall be considered as read, shall be debatable for the 
time specified in the report equally divided and controlled by the 
proponent and an opponent, shall not be subject to amendment ex-
cept as provided by section 4 of the resolution, and shall not be 
subject to a demand for division of the question. All points of order 
against the amendments printed in the report or amendments en 
bloc described in section 3 of the resolution are waived. The resolu-
tion provides that the chair of the Committee on Appropriations or 
his designee may offer amendments en bloc consisting of amend-
ments printed in the report not earlier disposed of. Amendments en 
bloc shall be considered as read, shall be debatable for 20 minutes 
equally divided and controlled by the chair and ranking minority 
member of the Committee on Appropriations or their respective 
designees, shall not be subject to amendment except as provided by 
section 4 of the resolution, and shall not be subject to a demand 
for division of the question. The resolution provides that the chair 
and ranking minority member of the Committee on Appropriations 
or their respective designees may offer up to 10 pro forma amend-
ments each at any point for the purpose of debate. The resolution 
provides for one motion to recommit. The resolution further pro-
vides for consideration of H.J. Res. 104, H.J. Res. 105, and H.J. 
Res. 106 under closed rules. The resolution waives all points of 
order against consideration of each joint resolution. The resolution 
provides that each joint resolution shall be considered as read. The 
resolution waives all points of order against provisions in each joint 
resolution. The resolution provides one hour of general debate on 
each joint resolution equally divided and controlled by the chair 
and ranking minority member of the Committee on Natural Re-
sources or their respective designees. The resolution provides for 
each joint resolution one motion to recommit. The resolution fur-
ther provides that H. Res. 668 is hereby adopted. The resolution 
further provides that H. Res. 605 is hereby adopted. The resolution 
further provides that H. Res. 598 is laid on the table.

SUMMARY OF THE AMENDMENTS TO H.R. 4553 MADE IN ORDER 

1. Arrington (TX), Cloud (TX), Weber (TX), Babin (TX): Increases 
and decreases DOE nuclear energy to ensure the Department of 
Energy makes available $50,000,000 to provide advanced fuels for 
advanced university research reactors that can achieve criticality 
in three years. (10 minutes) 

2. Cammack (FL): Increases the flood control and costal emer-
gencies account by $2.5 million. Takes from DOE administrative 
funds. (10 minutes) 

3. Dexter (OR): Increases and decreases funding for the Elec-
tricity account of the Department of Energy to conduct a study as-
sessing current and projected water use by data centers, associated 
impacts on local water resources, and best practices and tech-
nologies to reduce water consumption. (10 minutes) 

4. Fry (SC): Increases and decreases funds for the Department of 
Energy Title 17 Innovative Technology Loan Guarantee Program 
by $5,000,000 to support the deployment of nuclear energy projects. 
(10 minutes) 

5. Gonzalez (TX): Increases and decreases the Army Corps of En-
gineers’ Civil Department of the Army, Construction account by 
$40 million to direct the Secretary to fund water and wastewater 
infrastructure projects in South Texas. (10 minutes) 

6. Gonzalez (TX): Increases and decreases the Army Corps of En-
gineers’ Civil Department of the Army, Construction account by 
$27 million to stress the importance of reimbursing the Port of 
Brownsville for the advanced funding they contributed to Segment 
B of the Brazos Island Harbor (BIH) Channel Improvement Project.

7. Gosar (AZ): Prohibits funds for Ukraine. (10 minutes) 
8. Griffith (VA): Increases funding for the Department of Ener-
