The Committee on Rules, having had under consideration House 
Resolution 707, by a record vote of 8 to 2, report the same to the 
House with the recommendation that the resolution be adopted. 
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SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS OF THE RESOLUTION 

The resolution provides for consideration of H.R. 4922, H.R. 
5143, H.R. 5140, and H.R. 5125 under closed rules. The resolution 
waives all points of order against consideration of each such bill. 
The resolution provides that the respective amendments in the na-
ture of a substitute consisting of the text of the Rules Committee 
Print specified in section 3 of the resolution shall be considered as 
adopted. Each such bill, as amended, shall be considered as read. 
The resolution waives all points of order against provisions in each 
such bill, as amended. The resolution provides one hour of general 
debate on each such bill equally divided and controlled by the chair 
and ranking minority member of the Committee on Oversight and 
Government Reform or their respective designees. The resolution 
provides each such bill one motion to recommit. The resolution fur-
ther provides for consideration of H.R. 1047, the Guaranteeing Re-
liability through the Interconnection of Dispatchable Power Act, 
under a closed rule. The resolution waives all points of order 
against consideration of the bill. The resolution provides that, in 
lieu of the amendment in the nature of a substitute recommended 
by the Committee on Energy and Commerce now printed in the 
bill, an amendment in the nature of a substitute consisting of the 
text of Rules Committee Print 119–9 shall be considered as adopted 
and the bill, as amended, shall be considered as read. The resolu-
tion waives all points of order against provisions in the bill, as 
amended. The resolution provides one hour of general debate equal-
ly divided and controlled by the chair and ranking minority mem-
ber of the Committee on Energy and Commerce or their respective 
designees. The resolution provides for one motion to recommit. The 
resolution further provides for consideration of H.R. 3015, the Na-
tional Coal Council Reestablishment Act, under a closed rule.

sions for short titles within the engrossment; and be authorized to 
make technical corrections, to include corrections in spelling, punc-
tuation, page and line numbering, section numbering, and insertion 
of appropriate headings. The resolution further provides that Sec-
tion 5 of House Resolution 354, agreed to April 29, 2025, is amend-
ed by striking ‘‘September 30, 2025’’ and inserting ‘‘March 31, 
2026’’. The resolution further provides that Section 2 of House Res-
olution 313, agreed to April 9, 2025, is amended by striking ‘‘Sep-
tember 30, 2025’’ and inserting ‘‘March 31, 2026’’. The resolution 
further provides that Section 4 of House Resolution 211, agreed to 
March 11, 2025, is amended by striking ‘‘for the remainder of the 
first session of the 119th Congress’’ and inserting ‘‘during the pe-
riod from March 11, 2025, through March 31, 2026’’. The resolution 
further provides that the provisions of section 202 of the National 
Emergencies Act (50 U.S.C. 1622) shall not apply during the period 
from September 16, 2025, through March 31, 2026, to a joint reso-
lution terminating the national emergency declared by the Presi-
dent on July 30, 2025.
