This was a little bit of an endurance test. He was just testing to see whether or not I had the 
endurance. I do. Very easily. We could have done it 10 times over. 

But what a beautiful job. It's made easier by the incredible work you've done. So thank you 
very much. 

On behalf of a lot of these people that came with me, congratulations. Beautiful job. Nothing 
like it.
