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The President. Well, thank you very much, everybody. Thank you very much.

And I guess we're going to be asking the press to leave, and that way we're going to talk very
candidly and take questions, I think, at the end.

It wasn't supposed to be. I just said to Susie, "What about questions?" "Sir, you can do
whatever you want." [Laughter] I don't know if she says that to other people that she's
represented over the years.

But thank you very much for being here. It's a great honor.
And, the media, thank you. You can leave now.
