The Committee is
developing a report to the Secretary on
this topic, and at this meeting they will
explore the financial and economic
considerations involved in integrating
pharmacogenomics into clinical practice
as well as delve more deeply into
certain ethical, legal and social issues
raised by pharmacogenomics. Time will
be provided each day for public
comments, and the public is encouraged
to provide its perspectives to the
Committee on these topics or any others
related to the development and use of
genetic technologies.

Under authority of 42 U.S.C. 217a,
Section 222 of the Public Health Service
Act, as amended, the Department of
Health and Human Services established
SACGHS to serve as a public forum for
deliberations on the broad range of
human health and societal issues raised
by the development and use of genetic
technologies and, as warranted, to
provide advice on these issues. The
