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II. Waiver of Proposed Rulemaking and
Delay in Effective Date

We ordinarily publish a notice of
proposed rulemaking in the Federal
Register to provide a period for public
comment before the provisions of a rule
take effect in accordance with section
553(b) of the Administrative Procedure
Act (APA) (5 U.S.C. 553(b)). However,
we can waive the notice and comment
procedures if the Secretary finds, for
good cause, that the notice and
comment process is impracticable,
unnecessary or contrary to the public
interest, and incorporates a statement of
the finding and the reasons therefore in
the rule. We can also waive the 30-day
delay in effective date under the APA (5
U.S.C. 553(d)) when there is good cause
to do so and we publish in the rule an
explanation of our good cause.

Our policy on reclassification of a
campus of a multicampus hospital in
the FY 2006 final rule has previously
been subjected to notice and comment
procedures. These corrections are
consistent with the discussion of this
policy in the FY2006 final rule and do
not make substantive changes to this
policy. This correcting amendment
merely corrects technical errors in the
regulations text of the FY 2006 final
rule. As a result, this correcting
amendment is intended to ensure that
the FY 2006 final rule accurately reflects
the policy adopted in the final rule.
Therefore, we find that undertaking
further notice and comment procedures
to incorporate these corrections into the
final rule is unnecessary and contrary to
the public interest.

For the same reasons, we are also
waiving the 30-day delay in effective
date for this correcting amendment. We
believe that it is in the public interest
to ensure that the FY 2006 final rule
accurately states our policy on
reclassification of a campus of a
multicampus hospital. Thus delaying
the effective date of these corrections
would be contrary to the public interest.
Therefore, we also find good cause to
waive the 30-day delay in effective date.

III. Correction of Regulation Text
Errors

Given the errors summarized in
section I of this correcting amendment,
we are making the following correcting
amendments to 42 CFR Part 412:

If the
campus is seeking reclassification to a
CBSA in which another campus(es) is
located, as part of its reclassification
request, the requesting entity must
submit the composite wage data for the
entire multicampus hospital as its
hospital-specific data.
