We are
working with faith-based and community organizations to promote healthy
marriages, responsible fatherhood, and positive youth development. When
children are connected to family, community, school, and places of worship,
they are more likely to make good choices and reach their full potential.

Families help prepare children for the opportunities and challenges of the
21st century by encouraging them and insisting on high standards. Strong,
loving families help young Americans grow into successful adults and build
a Nation shining with optimism.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, GEORGE W. BUSH, President of the United States
of America, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution
and laws of the United States, do hereby proclaim September 24, 2007,
as Family Day.
