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interest. 15 U.S.C. 45(b). Furthermore, I
question whether this investigation
represented a wise use of Commission
resources, particularly given the austere
climate in which we are operating. Even
accepting all of the allegations in the
complaint as true, the likely consumer
injury would have amounted to just a
few thousand dollars.
