Abstract: The Health Center Patient 

Survey (HCPS), sponsored by the Health 
Resources and Services 
Administration’s (HRSA) Bureau of 
Primary Health Care (BPHC), surveys 
patients who use health centers funded 
under Section 330 of the Public Health 
Service Act. HCPS collects data on 
health center patients’ 
sociodemographic characteristics, 
health conditions, health behaviors, 
access to and utilization of health care 
services, and satisfaction with their 
health care. Survey results come from 
in-person, one-on-one interviews with 
patients and are nationally 
representative of the Health Center 
Program patient population. To inform 
BPHC and HHS policy, funding, and 
planning decisions, the survey 
investigated how well HRSA-supported 
sites meet health care needs of the 
medically underserved and assessed 
how patients perceive the quality of 
their care.

BPHC uses 
DUAs as legal binding agreements when 
an external entity (e.g., contractor, 
private industry, academic institution, 
other federal government agency, or 
state agency) requests the use of BPHC 
personally/organizationally identifiable 
data that is covered by the Privacy Act 
of 1974. The agreement delineates the 
confidentiality requirements of the 
Privacy Act, security safeguards, and 
BPHC’s data use policies and 
procedures. The DUA will serve as both 
a means of informing data users of these 
requirements and a means of obtaining 
their agreement to abide by these 
requirements. 

Need and Proposed Use of the 
Information: Before allowing access to 
unrestricted data that contains sensitive 
grantee and patient information that is 
protected by the Privacy Act of 1974, 
prospective users will submit a signed 
DUA and describe what proposed 
research they intend to undertake in 
using the dataset. A BPHC workgroup 
will determine whether the project is an 
appropriate and legitimate use of the 
data. The criteria to determine 

admissible projects will include: (1) 
Relevance of the topic of study to 
BPHC/HHS policy; (2) feasibility of the 
project given the parameters described 
in DUA supplemental; and (3) the 
proposed end-use of the research that 
will be undertaken. 

Likely Respondents: Prospective 
researchers in academia, private 
contractors, and Primary Care 
Associations/Health Center Program 
grantee organizations.
